A GRAND MANDOLIN CONCERT BY MASTER U. SRINIVAS

Sunday, April 19, 1987, at 5:30 P.M. at Hickman Hall 138, Douglass Campus,
Rutgers University, George Street, New Brunswick, New Jersey, U.S.A.

South Indian classical carnatic music dates back to the 15th century. It is based upon an enormous number of fully
composed songs interwoven with religious connotations. It has a very highly developed theory with 7ala (Rhythm) and
Raga (Melody) systems. A raga is based on a scale of five, six or seven notes. Its characteristics include melodic ornamen-
tations of certain notes (Gamakas), inclusion of microtones (Srutis), certain characteristic phrases and the existence of
certain important notes over others. All of these make the raga recognizable. Each musician tries to elaborate the raga
according to his capacity but always staying within the notes applied to the raga. The Tala is a thythmic cycle of a certain
number of beats which acts as a metrical framework for musical compositions and rhythmical improvisations. The Tala
itself is a recurring rhythmic pattern against which the melodic and rhythmic instruments play. The rhythmic cycle is
usually kept with different hand gestures such as clapping, counting and waving. The listener enjoys the music by
anticipating the variations in the gamakas by the performer and expecting how the performer handles the intricate details
of different ragas.

The carnatic violin is traditionally held with the scroll placed on the artist’s ankle and the back of the violin resting on
the left shoulder and collar bone or chest thus enabling the performer an unencumbered left hand with which to play
gamakas. Tuning of the instrument is as follows: Tonic, Dominant, Tonic (Octave higher) and Dominant (Octave higher)
from the fourth to the first string respectively, the Tonic being variable.

The mridangam is the main percussion instrument. It has two leather heads one at each end. The right head is tuned
to the Tonic. The left head is the base.

The tambura is an unfretted drone instrument which is played throughout the concert, providing the basic pitch. It has
four to six strings which are plucked with fingers.

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I.R.A. AFTER TAX REFORM

The Tax Reform Act of 1986 could impact your IRA strategy for 1987 if you or your spouse
belong to an emloyer-funded retirement»plan such as a corpqQrate pension or profit-sharing
plan, a 401(k) plan, a Keough plan, or a 403(b) Tax Deferred Annuity (TDA).

Q: WHAT IS THE MAXIMUM IRA TAX DEDUCTION AFTER 1986?

A: Your maximum IRA tax dedcution will depend upon your tax filing status: single, married

filing separately, or filing jointly. Use the table below to determine your maximum IRA
tax deduction after 1986.

Q: WHO IS AN ACTIVE PARTICIPANT?

At An "active participant" is someone who benefits from an employer-sponsored retirement
plan. Your employer will probably notify you on your W-2 wage statement whether you are
an "active participant”" for 1987 or any subsequent calendar year. Ask your employer or
your tax advisor to know if you are an active participant.

Q: WHEN SHOULD I CONTRIBUTE TO MY IRA?

A: The sooner the better! You don't have to wait until you know whether you qualify for a
deduction. Delay could cost you thousands of dollars-$2,000 invested the first day of every
year accumulates (tax-sheltered) to $98,846 after 20 years at 87 interest. The same amounts
contributed on the last day of every year accumulate (tax-sheltered) to only $91,524,

If your compensation for the year will exceed $2,000 ($2,250), you may contribute $2,000
($2,250 1f you are married and your spouse is not employed) to your IRA at any -time during
the taxable year, and up to April 15 of the following year. All contributions (both de-
ductible and non-deductible) may be made to the same IRA. After all of your IRA contri-
butions for the year have been made, you can determine how much is deductible and how much
is nondeductible. Report these amounts on your tax return.

Don't dealy-get your IRA working for you as soon as possible!
Q: SHOULD I CONTRIBUTE IF I DON'T GET A DEDUCTION?

A: While Congress limited the deductibility of IRA contributions after 1986, they also
recognized the need for some type of tax incentive to encourage Americans to save for
their retirement. As a result, they created nondeductible IRA contributions.

The maximum nondeductible IRA contribution for any tax year is equal to $2,000 ($2,250 if
you are married and your spouse is not employed) minus your deductible IRA contributions.

Nondeductible IRA contributions work just like deuctible IRA contributions-except for the

tax deduction. All of the other IRA rules apply-including the one that allows all earnings
to accumulate tax-free until withdrawn from the IRA.

Even after paying taxes at the Same rate on withdrawals from the IRA when you retire you'll

have more money with the IRA than with the fully taxable investment. ANd you may even be
in lower tax bracket when you retire.

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ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH'S 20 QUESTIONS. K.V.RRO.

Yes ! the heart takes plenty of 'rest'. At the normal rate of 72 beats per minute (i.e.,
a beat every 0.8 sec), it contracts for 2/5ths of the time and relaxes 3/5ths of the
time. This is much more when you are relaxing or resting.

There are "207 plus" bones, although in some persons, it could be less, if the coccyx
(the tip of spine) has less than S bones. It is said as "207+" because, many of us deve-
lop one or more sesamoid bones in our hands and feet as age advances. In a way, sesamoid
bones are not true bones since they do not develop from cartillage.

By far the commonest cause of deafness, is wax in ears. Next commonest - infections.
Believe it or not, ears and nose, being cartillagenous till the end, can grow ! Deposi-
tion of calcium and hardening of ears takes place in some diseases. (eg : Addison's)
Liver and posterior part of the pituritary gland are documented to have both arterial
and venous bllod supplies. Parts of other endocrine glands are also thought to have
both arterial and venuos blood supplies, but not documented.

Every organ/tissue gets bllod supply in the 'beginning', although some lose their blood
supply in adulthoood. Hair follicle continues to get blood, while hair has none; nail-
bed gets blood supply, but not the nail; lens and cornea of the eye do have blood supply
before birth, but not after birth; some parts of the articular cartillage of the joints
do not get any blood - they get their oxygen from the joint fluid.

Liver, which is about 2%-3kgs in an avg 75 kgs person. Brain is the second heaviest.
Phocomelia means abscence of a limb either fully or in part at birth.

I am sure you know these : The 5 sensations are : touch, taste, visison, hearing and
smell. Sixth sense ? Well ! That's phantomised gut feeling !

Th. height of a person is almost always longer than his arm span, except in certain
races, and in few diseases like Marfan's syndrome.

We are all blessed with 2 kidneys; and actually we need 1/10th of ONE kidney for normal
survival ! In certain disease like chronic nephritis, both the kidneys become so much
diseased that not even 10% of one kidney is functioning good - and it is at this time,
they need dialysis or kidney transplant. For the same reason, a normal healthy person
can always 'donate' one of his kidneys safely !

Kidneys are in the'back' part of the body, near the spine. Although the left is slightly
at a higher level than the right, both are opposite the last 3 ribs. The navel is
approximately at the level of 1st lumbar vertebra (in fat persons, it is at a much
lower level, unless surgically corrected) and so the kidneys are at a higher level.
Instincts are those with which man is born. These do not require any'teachers'. Others
can guide to do these instinctive things better and so also man's superior and intelli-
gent thinking. The instincts are : Sucking, swallowing and eating - is one group; Dis-
carding the wastes of the body, is anothr group; walking, running, swimming etc is
another group; defence and offence for survival is another group; taking rest and slee-
ping is another group; sexual instincts and propagation of species is another group.
One can control any or all of these, but perhaps not for ever !

Amongst all known disabilities - cardiac,respiratory, neurological, mental and ortho-
pedic ones, the worst is the orthopedic one - person is in constant pain !

By rar the ccmmonest joint effected is the knee joint (because it is the most frequently
injured joint in childhood and arthritis develops in 'injured' joints more easily; and
also 'wear and tear' in a heavy set person, makes it more suceptable).

This is a tricky question.The actual brain cells, called neurons, do not proliferate
after birth ! The connective tissue of the brain, can grow uptocertain age. The skull
attains 90 to 95% of adult size by the age of 7-8 years ! In oterh words, unlike other
tissues, like heart, lungs, bones, it does not grow upto 18 years.

None ! All could start and become worse silently. That's why one should have check up !
