material. made mostly nowadays from petroleum byproducts. NSD is not a good
detergent compared to soap, but recent advances in technology @ade thembest}
Soaps are salts of mixed fatty acids, and they are prepared malnly.by reac-
ting fats with caustic alkali (saponification) and this was known in Middle
East for at least 5000 years. The art of using soap for body cleaning was
brought to Europe in 600 BC. Iirst crude soaps were made in Italy'around
600 A.D. Spain used olive oil, instead of the usual mixture of animal fats
and vegetable oils and produced fine soapsat the turn of the first 1000 A.
The problem with vegetable oils, which produced soft soaps, was rectified
when hydrogenation was invented. The French perfected perfumed soaps.

Home made soaps 'came' along with the people who came to the New World. In
colonial America people saved all household fats and greases, boiled them
together with lye, to make a yellow soaps. Detergents came later on, when -
chemists were looking for cheaper soap-substitute which is much less foamy..
The average American uses about 25 lbs of soap a year. )
The key to all detergent action is surfactant, which modifies the surface -
quality of the water by weaKing the forces between water molecules. This |
makes the dirt and other unwanted material, including bacteria to float up !
from where they are sticking. There are 2 kinds of surfactants : soaps,made
from fats, and non soapy detergents (NSD). Either way, a surfactant in |
water removes the dirt etc by wetting action, emulsifying action and dispe=
sing action, while some soaps have stabilisation action by forming suds
with soils which do not dissolve in water. Agitation, squeezing, rubbing
etc help to loosen the dirt and grease so that it can float off in water.
Soaps form insoluble scums with calcium salts in hard water, while detergen
form soluble salts with calcium and do not form scums. The surfactant of
soap is far superior and lather producing than any surfactant of NSDs, but
cost as well as scum formation with calcium limits the use of soap to huma
skin, especially with good water (not hard water).

Commercially, soaps are manufactured by one of the two common methods: the
old Kettle method and the modern Continuous processes. To go into the det-
ails, is beyond the scope of this small monograph. Ingridients are same :
animal fat or vegetable fat against alkalies. Some use tallow, some use
beef fat, some hydrogenated vegetable oils on one side. while some use sod
ium hydroxide, potassium hydroxide, potash or some other alkali. They are
boiled at high pressures and temparatures and produce is siphoned off.
Final product of soap cepends on the type of fat used, alkali used, the
pressure and temparature used, the perfumes added, the color added, the
