New Immigrants

Twenty years ago we wondered about the
future as new immigrants: How would the
children grow up? How much Telugu culture is
the correct prescription, for too much turns
the children off and too little turns the
parents off. We thought the American life was
temporary to make a few dollars before
returning to India.

Children's Growth

All the Telugu culture we knew and did not
know, we wanted our children to be exposed to;
to speak and write Telugu, learn Indian dance,
sing and play Indian music, see Telugu movies,
laugh at Telugu humor and appreciate Telugu
proverbs. Mothers pushed and most daughters
obeyed. The sons usually did not. Perhaps
from the male chauvinism borrowed from their
fathers, the boys thought that this "culture
stuff" is not masculine.

Children Changed

Whether pushed or not, children went to
college and suddenly wanted to know about their
"roots." They felt more comfortable with other
Indian students. They were not ashamed anymore
of being Indian, but in fact were proud. They
were anxious to come home and eat their
mother's "vankaya koora." This is a typical
story, so dear parents of young ones, do not
worry. Our youth know more culture than some
youth in India. They assimilated some good
values from India and some from America. They
are smarter than us! Ignore "bad apples";
there are some everywhere!

Children Ready for Marriage

Some go to India for the same "caste"
match. Some relax the rules and marry locally
-- perhaps even a non-Indian match. Who knows
which kind of marriage makes them happy. 1In
the enormous clock time of the world, many
cannot keep track of their heritage in more
than three or four generations down the line.
So why should one be upset if tradition is
broken in the marriage decision?

Getting Older

Yes we get older and our elders even
older. Uncles, aunts and parents prepare to
take leave of us. We feel terrible guilt for
not having spent time with our relatives and
feel even worse when we cannot see someone dear
to us 10,000 miles away before they leave the
world.

Serious illness or death of someone close
here in the United States reminds us of our
families even more, as they are not here to
shed tears and to share our sorrow. But
that's life! As philosophers have observed,
we come alone into the world, leave alone, and
in between meet many people, some of whom we
love and some of whom we hate, but the world
goes on for billions of years.

So What is Culture?

Kuchipudi dance? Annamacharya krithis?
Temples? Telugu feasts and gossip? I guess
the answer is in all of these, but only as
mechanisms to achieve culture. Someone
defined culture as being open-minded and
tolerant to others' views. This did not make
sense to me at first, but it was certainly
interesting to me and thought provoking.

However, Telugus are unique and complex.
It appears that the so-called cultural
activities sometimes become the basis for
people's politics and take us away from the
"open-minded and tolerant" attributes of
culture. If we only follow the 'new' culture
concept, we gain much more in life from the
traditional cultural background we already
have!

In summary, THINK THE NEW CULTURE.

Kanyakumari jointly sponsored by TFAS and
CMANA. Kanyakumari is one of the few woman
“violinists and Telugu people should be proud of
her. This is her third visit to U.S., and this
time it is a violin solo concert tour sponsored
by CMANA. She was accompanied by S. Rajarao on
Mridangam and V. Nagarajan on Kanjira. Her
concert was enjoyed by more than 150 in the
audience (strangely dominated by non-Telugus!)
Ananthakrishnan, a well-known violinist in NJ,
gave the mementoes to the artists on behalf of
TFAS and CMANA. I gave the vote of thanks.

I am sorry to say this again, but both the
above programs were not well-attended by our
members. When neither 1light nor classical
music could attract Telugu audience, should we
give up music programs entirely? But again,
there are about 50 members who are very much
interested in music and they attend our music
programs. Perhaps fifty may be a good enough
number for us to continue to arrange some music
programs, at least 1light and devotional
variety. I do not believe we will ever match
the support Tamilians provide to Carnatic music
either by Telugu or non-Telugu artists.

We are getting ready for the Deepavali function
on November 9 in New Brunswick High School.
There will be the dinner, Telugu exhibit, a
short business meeting, and entertainment
including children's dances, skit and a drama.
As I mentioned in the Ausust 1991 Telugu

jyothi, the Telugu exhibit was presented at the

TANA Conference in Atlanta in July. Dr. N.
Raghavaiah requested some of our exhibit
material and ideas to arrange a similar exhibit
in Memphis on the occasion of the 10th
anniversary of their Telugu association. He
wrote a very nice thank you letter to us for
the help we provided.

By now you must have received my letter with
the Nomination Form enclosed. Dama Venkaiah,
Ramakrishna Jonnada and Narahari Kondisetti are
the members of our Nominating Committee. The
nominations for TFAS Board of Trustees for the
term 1992-93 must be received by Dama Venkaiah
by November 15, 1991. If he receives more than
nine nominations, he will send the members who
are eligible to vote the ballot by November 30
to select nine trustees. As per our
Constitution, the officers and the committee
chair-persons will be selected by the nine
Trustees among themselves. Our Constitution and
By-Laws were printed in October 1991 Telugu
Jyothi. Sorry for a slight mixup in
printing...the right column on Page 21 and the
left column of Page 22 were interchanged. We
hope it didnot cause any unnecessary confusion
to you.

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fouth Forvm ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH'S 20 QUESTIONS K.V.Rao
Although fossils indicate dogs as hunters 20,000 years ago, and Eaintings
in Egypt indicated their usage as hunters some 8000 years ago, the 3000
year old wall carvings at Balkh, Afghanistan is definitely a proof that
our ancients have definitely domesticated and used the dogs 3000 years ago.
The American Kennel Club recognizes 122 pure breeds of dogs, divided into
6 groups : Sporting dogs (sniff the air), Hounds (sniff the ground),Hounds,
Terriers, Working dogs (guards), Toy dogs and nonsporting dogs. (all others).
Even the tamest dog can suddenly develop the insticts of its wild cousin !
The smallest breed of dogs arethe Yorkshire terrier, the Chihuahua and the
toy poodle. At adult age, "Sylvia" weighed a mere 10 ozs!

The heaviest breed of domesticated dog,is St Bernard group. One of them,
"Bendectine" weighed 305 lbs !

Portugeese water dog, is considered as the rarest of all dogs; about 500

in the world; more than 90% of them are in USA only.

Irish wolfhound and Great Dane varieties of dogs are the tallest, growing
upto 40%" at shoulders. St Bernards also grow upto 39".

The popularity of dog breeds varies from country to country and every year!
According to American Kennel Club, presently the most 'popular' ones are
Cocker spanniel, Poodles, Labrador retriever, German shepherds, etc.

Dogs are sold when they are in puppy stage because it is very difficult

for an adult dog to get used to a new master. Puppies of German shepherds
are sold in NY at about $500.00 each. Highest paid for a puppy, is $22,000
for a Labrador retriever puppy.

The hound breed of dogs are used by police to track crime by scent or by
sight. Greyhounds and Afghanhound track by sight, while foxhounds and
bloodhounds track by scent. German Shepherds (Alsatians) are more 'guard'’
dogs. All these varieties are used by police. They are best trained from
age 8 weeks and teach them to listen to one master only.

"Sabre" and "Harvey'" two German Shepherds, both made high jump and scaled
11'6¢ " wall at Nottingham, England in 1979.

"Bang" a greyhound,made a.long jump of 30’, ever a gate, while chasing a
hare at Brecon Lodge, England in 1849

Usually they live for 20 years, but most American, or well fed dogs make
upto 30 years. Euthanasie is used when they reach even partial disability.
About 50 millions in USA, while the rest of the world has another 50 mil.
Although wolves are the precursors of dogs, 'dingos' were the actual fore-
runner of dogs. Dingo was taken to Australia by aborigines some 8000ys.ago.
Dogs have weak eyes and are color blind. They rely on smell and hearing.
Wild dog packs are all over in every country. Abandoned dogs when they
group themselves in the wild, get back their primitive instincts and attack.
2 groups of such wild dogs have been sighted in Pallisides Parkway.
Although all may not survive, 23 puppies born at one confinement was
recorded twice, one of St Bernard, and one of foxhound.

You bet there are !Unlike USA and other advanced countries, which have dog
shows almost every fortnight at some part of the country or other, India
also has lots of these dog shows.

Not all dogs smell funny or bad; but some especially cocker spanniels

and dogs which are not regualrly bathed or taken care by owners, do smell.
Dogs do develop skin infections and skin conditions like dandruff and on
top of this, the dogs playfully roll over in lawns, sand wherever, and
this brings the extra credit for the bad smell. In other words, a clean
and well maintained dog per se does not smell bad.

This is the toughest question. Nobody knows the correct answer. But, all
of us would have observed that a dog walks around in circles before lying
down, unless it has a set place to lie down. It has something to do with
spreading their property scent around their nesting site to say ''keep
away-this is my bed". A mother dog circles many times before it lies down
to feed its sightless, deaf newborns, spreading her scent and directing to
to the milk bar !
