FRIENDS OF BHAGAVATULA CHARITABLE TRUST OF INDIA (BCT)

After the visit of Dr. B.V. Parameswara Rao of BHAGAVATULA CHARITABLE TRUST (BCT) on the rural
development activities in India, the following network was formed in Cincinnati, OH on Sept.
30, 1984 to provide communication link.
National coordinators: Col. V. Balakrishnan, Cincinnati, Ohio; Prof. G.B. Krishnamurty,
Northridge, California.
Representatives: C.R. Kakarala (Telugu Association of North America), Sham Dabadghao (Pres.
India Development Service), Shrikumar Poddar (Pres. India Foundation), Harinder Lamba (Pres.
India Network), Mahesh Mehta (Pres. Vishwa Hindu Parishad), Subba Reddy Chintam (Pres. Telugu
Development Fund), Guy de Mallac (Editor, The ways of Peace and Service.
In addition, there are individuals like me selected from different areas to help the network.
Amongst Dr. Rao's proposals, viz. 1. to return to India for good - a tough one to consider but
some are thinking about it; 2. to visit his or other similar projects during our future trips —
may not be too difficult to many; 3. to propose a health project described in the following
pages, the third one is the one we request you to give priority.

THE PROGRAMME AS DESCRIBED BY DR. RAO

"" One woman health worker would be trained for every 1000 population in 50 villages with

60,000 population. She would educate the villagers on nutrition, hygiene and sanitation -
which would prevent 70% of the diseases from occurring. Even those that do occur, 70% are
minor ailments, which again could be taken care of by these women workers at the village level.
There would be a mobile clinic, manned by qualified and competent staff, going round the villa-
ges to treat those diseases that camnot be tackled by the village health workers. This van
could be utilized as an ambulance also in cases of evergencies. (Now we have to go 40 miles
for an ambulance!)

The referral hospital will be located in a 10 acre plot to be donated by the villagers. There
would be a 10-bedded in-patient ward. The villagers would be made to contribute a rupee per
person per month to run and maintain the facilities.

The project costs $450,000 including the running expenses for 5 years, by which time it will

be self-supporting. We have commitments upto $250,000 so far including a pledge from Health

Clinics Internationa, Toledo, Ohio for $80,000 in cash and $20,000 by way of equipment. Thus
we still have a shortfall of $200,000.

These $200,000 could have been raised through a proposal to any foundation. But I am delibe-
rately choosing to approach you. I am not looking for charity either. I am on the lookout
for partners in our programs for progress. I am looking for those people who want to humanize
human society. I am looking out for those people that are concerned about the poor and the
downtrodden. I am looking out for those that want to encourage the grassroot level worker. I
am looking out for those that want to be identified with the lowliest and the lost.

We, for our part, would account for every cent that is contributed. We send you regularly
periodical reports to show you your dollar at work. We shall send you pictures and slides.
We would have somebody come and report to you whenever possible. But more than anything else
we urge you to take time out and visit us, at least during your next trip to India. Spend as
much time as possible with us. In case you have time to do '"something'" for us, we would be
doubly happy. In short, we are eager to forge companionship and partnership with you.

WHETHER YOU HAVE TIME OR NOT, HERE IS SOMETHING YOU CAN STILL DO. Would you be willing to
sacrifice 69 cents (a little more than a cup of coffee, a chocolate bar or an ice cream coae)
a day for the health your neglected and unfortunate brethern back home?"

Pr. Rao suggested an immediate contribution of $250 and a pledge of $250/year for the next
tnree years. You may also want to pledge a different amount depending on your commitments.
