HOW MUCH DO YOU KNOW ABOUT BOEING 747's.-?

How it started . . o ;

the same was put to commercial use in 1970.
How big is the plane ?

It is about 231 feet long and is 6 stories high (63 feet) at the tail. It has a wingspan
of 198 feet. It has 5 compartments, each 20 feet by eight feet(widkth and height)and can
accomadate about 342 passengers (may be a little more or less, when it is custom designed
for some companies), 12 rest rooms, 7 galleys and 'upstairs' for first class passengers
to relax. Its fuselage tank is about 21 feet wide.

It is powered by 4 Pratt and Whitney engines, each capable of producing 45,000 pounds of
thrust - total equivalent of 180,000 pounds of thrust (say equal to 180,000 horsepower)
equal to about 1000 average automobiles. When fully loaded, it weighs about 350 tons or
700,000 pounds - equal to 200 average automobiles. The fuel capacity is 47,000 gallons
(average car user uses about 10-12 gallons a week !) and flies at about 550-600 miles

per hour (depending on the load and weather conditions), say an average of 1000 ft per sec!

Believe it or not, it takes much less effort to 'fly' this huge 747, than to handle your
own car . The technology is so perfected, that it is incredible to see the plane working
with the least effort. Amongst the hundreds of computerised mechanisms, the chief is

what is called the Inertial Navigation System. Here is how it works : Prior to boarding a
flight, the flight cres (i.e., the Captain, First Officer, Flight Engineer, and the
personnel in the Flight Dispatch) prepare what is called the 'flight plan'. It is something
like a road map from the point of departure (say, New York, for example) to the point of
destination (say, Los Angeles, for example). The flight plan includes the exact routing

the plan will follow from check point to checkpoint (sayPittsburgh, St Louis, Albequerque) ,
across the North America in the flight, the exact amounts and wéights of the fuel required
(together with ample reserves). This information is fed into the Inertial Navigation
System. Once the plane leaves the New York airport and the pilot puts onto to this INS,

the plane makes its own turns and flies by itself following the check points design put

in already. If for example, the pilot finds after starting that there is a storm gathering
in and around St Louis, he can manually control once again, after the plane crosses
Pittsburgh, and then divert the pPlane over some other areas free of storm,

say Houston
and then rinstructsthe INS to the new altered route and then let it go on a

utosystem adain.

HOW DOES 747 TAKF OFF AND LAND ?

Take off, is practically like any other plane - it is driven like an automobile (huge one !)
and from instructions from Control Tower; and when it is ready to take off, the €aptain
puts on the automatic systems ; The plane has to taxi at about 200 miles per hour (sometimes
150 miles per hour if the load is very light) when it can generate enough thrust to take
off automatically. If everything is going on well, a green light continues to burn in the
cockpit. If all the 4 engines are not working at full thrust, a red light comes on and

the Captain can easily thwart the take off. A red light will also come on if the load is
too much for the thrust it has from the engines. Once up in the air, the wheels retract
automatically, but the Captain manually turns to right/left, @5 per instructions of the
@dontrol Tower, to give way for the next plane starting from the same airport. The pilot

will continue to ascend and turn left or right till he gets into his .air corridor’'.
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HOW PERFECT AND HOW SAFE IS THE PLANE ? !

¢ WHAT IS "AIR CORRIDOR" ?

To avoid the possibility of air-planes coming from different directions,from colliding,
the concept of ‘'air corridor' was established and internationally recognised. 'Air Corridor'
is an imaginary column of air space of fixed altitude and latitude, between two stations.
For example, every plane coming from Boston towards JFK airport are given a fixed height
(altitude), say 10,000 feet and fixed direction. This height is preset for each type of
service, say Boston -to JFK shuttle travel at one particular hight, while the 'regular’
plane services travel at a particular hight, while the international ones, say for
example, a plane coming from London to JFK, which has a 'flight plan'which includes
Boston, and which is set up on INS, will have a different altitude. Similarly planes
going from JFK to Boston will have different altitudes set up. In other words, the
planes are set to go in a more or less a queque system, when they originate from the
same station and goin¢g to the same destination. Then the question comes to mind : the
lane coming from behind may go faster and hit the plane going in front !This is next to
impossible, as thespilot can see the plane in front, (2) each set of services - like
shuttle services, or regular services or international services use more or less same type
of planes which have more or less same speed and (3) the control tower at the receiving
station will give the approximate time a particular plane will be received by them - there
is no way a plane starting at a later time from one place can '‘overtake' another plane
on similar service (be it be international or shuttle or regular). The system is so perfect
that as soon as - # plane destined for JFK (for example), leaving London (for example) calls
the control tower at JFK (which the pilot does after he leaves London), the JFK Control
Tower will give this pilot a 'clock in' time-i.e., the time this particular plane is
expected to reach JFK, depending upon the plane's speed;and thus the pilot of the plane is
“expected”at about that time at JFK. This way one plane after another will be 'clocked in'
and there is very little scope for one plane to overtake another, unless the type of
service eg., Shuttle services vs regular services. This®clock in"time' may be delayed by
few minutes or hours, if the weather conditions at the receiving airport are not the best.

o)

Once in the air-corridor, the plane is put on INS and the pilots relax, taking manual
control only when needed.

ABOUT LANDING :

Landing is one of the most perfect systems ever developed and is almost 100% automatic. The
chances of failure in this is very rare, except when there is a mechanical problem, like
the wheels getting stuck and fail to come out- etc.

From a distance of about 200 miles, the Captain (pilot) will be in direct contact of the
receiving airport and he will be picked up by the radar screen of the Control Tower. It is
here the Captain gets his final instructions as to his rate of descent, the landing strip
that he has to use for landing, and the exact time he is expected to land, and the ground
conditions (like weather, congestion etc). The computers are fed all this information, and
the Captain makes his 'final' preparations for landing from about 100 miles (about 10-12 mts
of flying time). He will keep some manual control and steers the plane to right or left so
that he can come to the landing strip in the correct fashion. Once the plane is on right
course, the Automatic Landing System (ALS) when switched over, will start working - the
landing gear comes into position when the height of the plane is about 500 feet, and the
speed is brought down to about 250-200 miles per hour by the time the wheels touch the
ground. As it touches the ground, automatically the 'retro-rockets' fire (these are jet
engines which fire in opposite direction), so that the planes' velocity is reduced to much
less than 60 mph. Now, the Captain takes manual control and steers the plane like any
automobile and with the help of the ground crew, brings the plane to its scheduled place.

All 3oeing 747s, 767s, L 1011s and many other big aircraft have the same INS and ALS,

which make it easier to drive than driving a car in the streets of New York !
