YOUTH FORUM Answers to questions on page no. 3

There are many:reasons why most fruits are plucked from their plants or
trees while green - but mainly :1. They don't become too ripe while(a)
under storage, or (b) in transit/shipment 2. Many fruits do not ripen
properly when left on their plants or trees - they do not have good flavor
either, contrary to common concept 3. More than 50% of the tree-ripened
fruits are either eaten away by birds or bats or rodents - a huge waste

4. The skin may break during the process of ripening and insects or germs
may get in. 5. When allowed to ripen artificially by using some fumes (eg:
ethyl chloride fumes on unripe tomatoes), the fruits are allowed to ripen
almost at the same time and tothe same extent.

The Romans are the first ones to our knowledge, who used 'bits' of meat
with or without bread, now and then, called them 'offula'. During the time
of John Montegu, the fourth Earl of Sandwich (1718-1792), who was highly
addicted to gambling, used to order his cook "bring a piece of meat betwee
2 slices of bread" - so that he can eat as well as not get disturbed from H
play. This is where the traditional food and name started.

Although some 12 metals are heavier than lead, the common ones are Gold,
Platinum, Tungstun, and Uranium.

If you exclude man (by definition, man is not an animal, although man is
called 'laughing animal'), experimentally it is very difficult to make any
laboratory animal 'overeat': Man is the one known to eat when hungry and
also when NOT hungry ! Anyway, amongst animals, cows and horses can overed
and become sick.

Rodents (rat family) are bestowed with very strong teeth and jaws. However
they are used mostly to dig holes (borrows) and even make holes in mud or
even brick walls. They are not strong enough to cut thro' metal plates or
wires. However, Capybara, the largest member of the group, weighing approx
