We have a memorable literary anthology of early Andhra, in Prakrit, the Salivahana Gatha
Saptasati, consisting of stray verses of various poets depicting the most enjoyable incidents
and episodes from the.social life of the people belonging to all walks of life varying from
the farmer to the king. King HALA SATAVAHANA having DHANYAKATAKA(later DHARANI KOTA on the
banks of KRISHNA river) as his capital is accredited with the compilation of this anthology.

It is of interest to note that Rasalila nrityam is implied in the above verse.

In the later history, there is a big gap due to lack os any type of sources throwing light
on the cultural life of Andhra until the advent of the EASTERN CHALUKYA KINGS in VENGI DESAM
on the east coast. The WESTERN CHALUKYAS and the HOYASALAS on the KARNATAKA part of DECCAN <
and the EASTERN CHALUKYAS helped raise the status of their respective people's languages by
encouraging the poets to create KAVYA and PURANA literature. Both literary forms and art
forms like music and dance in Andhra were struggling for social recognition. The works of
PALKURIKI SOMANATHA represent this struggle of DESI forms as against KAVYA literature of Royal®
Courts adopting a SANSKRIT oriented form instead of bringing out the best in the DESI.

In Virataparvan of TIKKANA SOMAYAJI, while ARJUNA was introducing himself in the guise of
BRIHANNALA to KING VIRATA, he tells him about his proficiency in DANDALASAKAM, KUNDALI, PREN-
KHANA and PERANI, all DESI dances of ANDHRA and other regions of the south. DANDALASAKAM is
KOLATTAM; KUNDALI is GONDLI, common to all southern regions. TIKKANA SOMAYAJI attended the
court of KING GANAPATIDEVA of KAKATIYA DYNASTY. GANAPATIDEVA, in around 1254, discovered a
prodigy in music and dance in DIVI TALUK of KRISHNA DISTRICT, in a brahmin boy called JAYAPPA
and entrusted him to his Chief Minister GUNDAMATYA for grooming. Later JAYAPPA became the
Commander-in-Chief of the elephantry of GANAPATIDEVA and a scholar in SANSKRIT, MUSIC AND
DANCE, having authored three great treatises in SANSKRIT entitled GEETA RATNAVALI, VADYA RAT-
NAVALI and NRITTA RATNAVALI. The latter is availabel in print now, and among the dance forms
for which JAYAPPA gave LAKSHANAM were included the DESI dance forms mentioned earlier.

| We understand from the BHARATAKAVYAM in KREEDABHIRAMAM of SRINATHA that actors and troupes
from KARNATAKA capital of HOYASALAS, DWARASAMUDRAM were visiting ANDHRA capitals like ORUGALLU
and VINUKONDA in the early 13th and 15th centuries also just as they continued to do so in the
early 20th century represented by the visiting troupes of DHARWADA NATAKA SAMAJA and GUBBI
VEERANNA COMPANY who had their impact on the ANDHRAS in places like RAJAHMUNDRY, KAKINADA etc.

DIVI NARASIMHACHARYA a writer and scholar of Avanigadda of the 20th century claims that in
U 1350 A.D. one GOPALAKRISHNA SARASWATI OF SRIKAKULAM in KRISHNA DISTRICT, a scholar in dance
and music and a composer of YAKSHAGANAS in SANSKRIT and TELUGU, wrote a commentary on the
NATYASASTRA of BHARATA MUNI. About 1400 A.D. SIDDHENDRA YOGI organized KUCHIPUDI theater.
Being an ascetic, laying stress on moral values and scholarship in traditional VIDYAS, he sti-
pulated that.every brahmin boy in the village should have undergone initial training in VAIDI-
KA VIDYA and dedicate himself to the arts of dance, drama and music according to the principle
of BHARATA, NANDIKESWARA and other SAWANTS. Every boy should undergo training to enact the
role of SATYABHAMA in his YAKSHAGANA entitled BHAMAKALAPAM. The KAIFIYATH of MACHUPALLI men-—
tions VEERA NARASIMHARAYA, the Emperor of VIJAYANAGAR in the year 1506 A.D. being entertained
by the BHAGAVATA MELA of KUCHIPUDI with a performance of "KELIKA".

In the court of ALIYA RAMARAJA of VIJAYANAGARAM, in 1550, there was another powerful
court-poet BHATTAMURTHY alias RAMARAJA BHUSHANA. In his poetical work entitled VASUCHARITRA,
there is a verse comparing the gradual rising of the moon to the entrance of SATYABHAMA.

Here is the verse;-— (continued on P. {B)
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"Haridambhoruha lochanal gagana ranga bhoga rangat tamo
Bhara nepathyamun Oyyanoyya sadalimpan Ratri Sailooshikin

Varusan mauktika pattamun nitalamun vaktrambunum thochenan
Harinankakriti polche rekayi, sagambai bimbamai toorpunan'

"As the pearl-bedecked headwear, the
forehead and the face are sighted
one after another of the danseuse
of night, from behind the dangling

curtain of darkness shutting off the spacious heavenly stage lowered by and by, by the nymphs
of horizon, In a line of the srescent, then in half and then in full circle, the moon shows
above the eastern skyline." Here in this verse of BHATTUMURTHY, RATRI SAILUSHI, the
actress of night showing up her head above the curtain lowered by the nymphs, could be none
else than SATYABHAMA, the heroine of BHAMAKALAPAM or PARIJATAPAHARANAM of KUCHIPUDI'S SIDDHEN-
MUKKU TIMMANA, another court-poet of SRIKRISHNA DEVARAYA

herself up

DRAYOGI. That was in around 1550.

wrote his poetical work on the same theme at about 1520.
ANNAMACHARYA of TIRUPATI provides us in one of his lyrics evidence that he witnessed SIDDHEN-
DRA'S BHAMAKALAPAM or PARIJATAPAHARANAM performed on the stage before him.

"When the young woman took cudgels against you, you resto-
red to pretty erotic pranks; Downcasting her fish-like
eyes, when the young woman in the dramatic theater show-
ing a lot of coquetry, suddenly swept your crown with her
foot, did you not get perturbed?"

As you are aware, a majority of ANNAMACHARYA'S lyrics have SRINGARA as their theme.
the most popular lyrics, do you believe if I tell you that he had BHAMA'S entrance scene in his
mind while composing the burden of the song and the first stanza. This is in SANKARABHARANAM,
"Alamelumanga goes on dancing as flowers get scattered and
forelocks dangle; As the women applaud her beauty like 1
half-opened blossom while she dances behind the half-
lowered curtain; In continuous, quick and double revolu-
tions melting the heart of HARI, she goes on dancing."

Please note that the burden of this song should remind us about the JADAPATTU before SATYA-

behind the curtain but lowered upto her waist-
level, 'ARATERAMARUGU' being the half lowered
curtain.

I shall pass on to another song of ANNAMACHA-
RYA composed only for dancing and perhaps untra-
nslatable. It is in NATA RAGA as mentioned in
the original copper plate.

We may translate TIRO TIRO as turn round, turn]

PATRA RAVU MAJJA MAJJA may suggestively mean
an advice to the dancing heroine ALAMELUMANGA
to be consciously dancing and acting and enter
into the character(PATRA) from time to time.

Now I shall give you a brief and precise analysis of the dances of ANDHRA, particularly
with classical basis. They are all SASTRIYANRITYAM based on the tenets of BHARATA, NANDIKES-
WARA and other LAKSHANAKARTAS. A good lot of folk dances or DESI type dances as we find des-
cribed in old treatises and literature like NRITTA RATNAVALI need a proper analysis, study,
categorization and renovation according to modern methods of presentation, by which, in spite I
of any polishing the genuine or pristine characteristic of the forms should not be missed or o

contaminated by anything out-landish.

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ANDHRA'S classical dances are mainly divided into two categories, NATTUVAMELAMS and NATYA-
MELAMS. NATTUVAMELAM consists of only female dancers. They are two categories, DEVADASI-
SAMPRADAYAM and RAJANARTAKI SAMPRADAYAM. The DEVADASIS dances consisted of temple dances,
ARADHANANRITYAM to be performed near the sanctum, which are again SAIVAITE and VAISHNAVAITE.
The other category of dance items in the repertoire of DEVADASIS is KOLIKA, which are to be

performed in KALYANAMANDAPAMS.

The NATYAMELAMS were conducted and maintained by troupes of KUCHIPUDI and those of other
places like TAYIKONDA, KOTAKONDA, LEPAKSHI etc. Their repertoire consisted of KALAPAMS and
dance dramas with a theme. KALAPAMS have SRINGARAM as their main RASA and spiritual approach
is dormant. The dance drams were more often presented as street plays. Those who presented
these plays particularly dealing with themes from BHAGAVATAM are called BHAGAVATA MELAS.
Among the themes of plays used for street plays, stories of some contemporary kings also were
supplying source material.
