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There are several kinds of giants in the animal kinggom. One type, is that of individual
giant which occurs as a freak of nature. Another type is due to overactivity of a particular
harmone from pituitary gland. Yet another type is a species variant, and is called as giant
only because, the members of this particular group are much bigger than the commonly seen
smaller members; e.g., ''giant' squirrels, "giant" spiders, etc. Another kind of giants, the

msot specatcular of all, consists of animals, like elephant, giraffes, rhinos etc. These are
'large' in the absolute sense.

Increase in absolute size is one of the most widespread trends in animal evolution -includin
man. There are giant squids in the invertebrate kingdom, giant mammals (wh-les), and in the
past, giant reptiles (dinosaurs). It is true, that there is undoubtedly an evolutionary
advantage in being slightly larger than one's contemplories. The process or mechanism by
which evolution, takes place, called 'natural selection' always favours the larger ones and
reject the smaller ones. In this way, each new generation, the offspring of the larger gene-
ration will carry the genetic material for a larger size and thus gets 'assimilated' into th
speicies. The results of such natural selection can be seen from study of the fossils found-
the modern horse, is a giant compared with its ancestor, the tiny terrier-size Hyracothorium,x
60 million years ago. So also man ! Generally speaking, bigger or giant animals live longer, %
as they are less likely to be attacked by predators, have bigger brains, and so more intelli-—x
gent. This is true in both herbivorous and carnivorous animals.

The two big disadvatages by being''big''are : One, they require enormous amounts of food and
the second, is the problem of controlling the body heat. The first one may not be a real
disadvatage, especially in tropics, where there is plenty of foliage for herbivorous animals
and the sea for aquatic big animals, but time has progved that this may be the only reason
for extintion of species : just simply lack of food for all the big animals of a particular
species. As you know, body temp for most mammals is more or less around 98.0 F (including ma
but maintaining this temparature involves regualtion of heat gain versus heat loss. All mam-
mals generate heat by burning up food as fuel to power the body's activities, like breathing
heart beat, muscular movements etc. Heat loss occurs by conduction, evoporation and radiatio
In mammals, most of the heat loss is by evaporation of sweat. The bigger the animal, more
heat is produced, but there is less surface area for evoporation of heat, so much so, the
mammal has to resort to other methods of heat loss. That is why animals like hippopotomos
prefer to stay in water all the time when the sun is up - they have hardly any sweat glands
on their skin, and come out when it is cool or at nights.
