first. It has since bacome the state anthem of Andhra Pradesh.

Suryakumari started as a musical prodigy at the age of five.
She sang in numbers because the numbers came. Not only her
voice, but her face soon became familiar, when she began to

appear in films, both Telugu and Tamil.

It was in 1952 that she first visited the U. S., and began to
look to wider horizons. On her second visit in 1960, she made
her debut as a television artiste. She appeared in Tagore's dance-
drama ‘“Chitra”, followed by ‘King of the Dark Chamber’, directed
by Krishna Shah, in which she was featured in the main role of

Queen Sudarshana, winning the Off-Broadway award.

After years of useful work in the U S., Suryakumari proceeded
to London. She was the first Indian to sing in St. Paul's
Cathedral in connection with the Gandhi Centenary Celebrations
in 1969. Like Julius Caesar, she could say | came, | saw, |
conquered “. She conquered many hearts, including that of

Harold Elvin, writer and artist, whom she married in 1973

Now resident in England, she performs widely in Europe as
well as in U.K., in addition to conducting dance and music
classes at home. In 1971, she founded the India Performing

Arts which participated in the Festival of India in 1982.

Inventive in her approach, Suryakumari devised a programme
in 1979 using the Bharatanatyam technique to show the parallelism
in thought between Ramana Maharishi and Albert Einstein,

both born in the same year. She also experimented with

Bharatanatyam danced to the music of Bach. In May 1985,
she has programmed in London to set Indian classical dance
to Norwegian music. She has popularised Indian shadow play
and has evolved the technique of telling the stories of Maha-
bharata, to the accompaniment of Bells and Drums.

WHO AM I2?

(This is a second of a series of articles to be published about Hindu religion. The basic
idea is to inform our younger generation something about our religion and philosophy....Ed)

Who am I ? I am 'Venkat'. Who is this Venkat ? Is it this body that we call as Venkat ? If
so, you have not got the right meaning of this body. This body is called, in Sanskrit*. as
'Deham' or 'Sariram'. Deham is one which will be burnt and Sariram is the one which perishes.
If that Venkat is this body only and if all my relatives (parents, wife and children, etc.)
and friends are treating me like that, then shy should they feel sorry when I die ? If it

is the body Venkat that they are loving and respecting all these years, then why should they-
cremate my dead body ? If it is the body Venkat that they have loved, the body is still there
after my death and why cann't they keep it; and keep on loving it, and respecting it ? No,
they wouldn't do that. Why ? Becasue, we all know this Venkat is not this body.

Then Who Am I ?

I am a spiritual soul. At the time of death, that soul is discarding this body and is enter-
ing a new body, as we discard old clothes and put on new ones. As the soul in this body
continually passes from childhood to youth, to middle age, and then to old age, it passes
into another body, at the time of death. At the time of death, it is the physical body that
dies but not the SOUL.For the soul, there is neither birth nor death. He is ever-existing.
He is Primeval.

That spirit (soul) can not be cut into pieces by sword, nor can fire burn him, nor can
