TREASURY PROPOSALS FOR 1985

A. BREAKS FOR HIGH INCOME TAXPAYERS

1. TAX CUT for individuals: Replace the current 14 tax brackets ranging
from 11% to 50% by 3 rates 15%, 25% and 35%.

2. TAX CUT on investment profits: Eliminate 60% deduction from long term
capital gains. It sounds bad, but it may not be so for many because
something entirely new is proposed. Tax only on real profit and not

on inflationary profit. This may result that some may not pay any

tax on gains. Example, say you bought a building (or land) for $200,000
and sell it for $350,000 after 10 years. Under the current law you owe
$30,000 in taxes. But if the inflation rate averages 6% during this
period, you PAY NO TAX.

Also indexing, though applies to sales after 1988, would retroactively
wipe out the tax on inflation based profits since as long as 1965.

-Bigger depreciation possible: Replace ACRS that allows write off the

cost of business property in 3 to 18 year period by a 7 tier system
that generally lengthens the life. But you may be able to deduct

more than you spend by adjusting the tax basis on depreciable property
upward for inflation.

In addition to municipal bonds, corporate bonds, money market funds,
real estate mortgages, even savings accounts may be able to pay interest
income that is at least partially tax-free.

INTEREST EXCLUSION: Begining in 1985 you would pay tax only on that part
of the income that represents true interest. Example: You earn 12% on
your investment while the inflation is 5%. You pay tax on only 7/12

fo the interest earned.

Lower Tax on corporate profits distributed to shareholders: Replace

current corporate tax rates varying between 15% and 46% by that 33%.
Further corporations may be allowed to deduct 50% of the distributed
profits to shareholders. Thus effevtively cuts down the tax rate to
16 1/2% which is much less than 46% the current top rate.

Dollars and Cents: Under the current law corporation pays 46¢ tax on
each dollar and you pay 50% of 54¢ and retain 27¢ on the dollar. Under
the new law corporation pays 16 1/2¢ and you pay 35% on the remaining
83 1/2% and thus retain 54.3¢ (65% of 83 1/2¢) on each dollar ie more
than double under current law.

3. IRA

a) contributions to be increased to $2500 from the present $2000

b) Tax payers with non-working spouses would be able to contribute upto
$5000 each year to "Spousal IRA" which is limited to $2250 currently

4. CHILD CARE CREDIT: Existing 20% Tax credit would be converted to a
deduction making it more valuable to high income Tax Payers.

5. CHARITABLE CONTRIBUTIONS: Current law limits contributions to 50%
of adjusted gross income. Proposals repeal this limit.

ITI TAX BREAKS LIMITED OR CURBED

1. Child's income: An under age 14 child's unearned income taxed to
parent.

2. Charitable contribution: Only that exceeds 2% of adjusted gross
income would be deductible.

3. Practice related entertainment: Deductions for meal would be limited
per person basis at $10 for breakfast $15 for lunch and $25 for dinner.

4. Pre retirement distribution: From pension or project sharing plans
would be subject to 20% penalty tax. 10% for distribution to finance
first home purchases or college education.

5. Retirement plan distribution: All retirement plan distributions in
excess of $112,500/year would be subject to a 10% excise tax.

6. Interest deductions: Would be limited to the sum of mortgage interest
on principal residence, investment income and $5000.

COMMENT: There are a number of situations, if acted promptly would benefit
you no matter what happens to the Treasury Proposals.

a) Setting up a short-term, ten-year-and-a-day trust to shift to a low
bracket family member or trust.

b) Rehabilitating buildings (14%, 20%, or 25% tax credit for rehablitation
costs lost only for deals closed after date legislation is introduced
to Congress),

c) Contributing appreciated property to charity.

d) Purchasing interests in oil and gas tax shelters.

This year is called "KRODHANA".

Ever since man started getting 'civilised' and recognized the day and night, and the seasons;

the need for a 'year' or a cycle of seasons -which repeats itself-was thought of. Each
religion or section of people developed their own calendar or year, according to their

u feelings and other important events. Since these seasons, and naturally the years are

cyclical events, there was a need to start the number somewhere.

The Christians put up 7th day after birth of Christ as their New Year's day, and all things
that happened before the birht of Christ, they called as B.C. and those that happened after
the birth, as A.D. Christ was supposed to be born on 25th Dec. and so 7 days later, they
put up as New Year. Chinese New Year is on Feb 19th and their year of Ox begins. Jewish
New Year (Rosh Hashana) is on Sept 16th this year and they start year 5746 from that date.
Islam (Muslim) New Year also starts on the same day and it is year 1406 of Islami Era. In 1
India, by the time 'starting number' of the year was to be decided, various groups in North u
and South India had their choices. Dravidas, who were mostly in South India, consisting of
Telugus, Kannadigas, Marathis, picked up the first "Padyami" that comes after the first
‘Amavasya (new moon) after Mahasivarathri (fifth day after one complete moon cycle after
Mahasivarathri) based on Chandramanam (moon cycles). Tamilians follow 'Sowryamanam' (sun

cycles and their New Year falls on Apfil 13th of this year.

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What do you know abou
e M (RRORS

We all use mirrors practically everyday, sometimes more than once a day. But do you know
who first discovered it and from when it has come into existence?

Mirror is any object whose surface has been polished so that it reflects light in a regular
manner. Since long, people throughout the world, and in every age have experienced with the
techniques of forming a highly reflective surface so as to see an image of themselves.

The earliest known 'mirrors' were of those of the Egyptians, Greeks and Romans, usually
consisted of a thin disc of highly polished metal, usually of bronze. During the Middle
Ages, these hand mirrors were replaced by portable ones, enclosed in highly ornamental cases
of ivory or precious metal. These became very popular with ladies who hung them from their
belts. 1In late 1200's and early 1300 the Europeans discovered the art of using glass with
metallic backing. Nuremberg in Germany and Venice in Italy established outstanding repu-
tations in the production of mirrors with a backing of an amalgam of tin and mercury in
16th century. The turning point in the manufacture of mirrors came in 1835 when the Justus
Von Liebig, a German chemist, discovered the coating process called silvering, which is
still in use today. In this process, silver from silver nitrate is deposited on glass and
then protected from tarnish by a shellac or paint. With this, mirror became a common
household item, as it became very cheap to produce. '

Mirror manufacture in Nurember dates back to 1373. Unlike the people of Venice, these peo-
ple used a mixture of lead and tin, instead of mercury. As the production increased, the
State took over and it also spread to a nearby town of Furth, which finally became the
center of all manufacture. The mirror manufacturers of Fuerth successfully survived World
War I and II and also the great 'depression' of 1930. Recently 4 of the town's leading
manufacturers have joined together under the name of FLABEG, and now they are the world's
largest mirror manufacturer.  .....cc000 From "WISDOM" magazine, Madras.
