Gita, Ch.9,Verse 25 says that by worshipping the different deities you can go only to thgg
that Deva planets and by worshipping the Supreme Lord, you can go to Him.

Well then, I am happy that I can go to Deva Loka. Why should I worry?

Gita, Ch.8, Verse 16 says that even if you reach the Brahma Laka, you have to come back
and take birth again in this materialistic world which is temporary and full of miseries
and only if you can reach the Supreme Lord, then you need not take birth again.

What will happen to me after death and what about all my different deity worship?

Gita, Ch.9, verses 20 & 21 tell us taht you can enjoy the variety of happiness in

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DEEPAVALI OR DIWALTI DAMA VENKAIAH
THE FESTIVAL OF LIGHTS

One of the most important of Indian festivals is "Deepavali', (the festival of
"rows of lights") also known as Diwali. This auspicious day falls in October-November
and this year on revem@ewx 1214 It is celebrated from two to four days in different
parts of the country, and is the most widely observed of all Hindu festivals.

Like all Indian.celebrations, there are many stories and legends attached to it,
going back deep into the dawn of our civilization. Some of them are given below.

It is believed that it was.on thsi day that Rama, the hero of the Ramayana, re-
enetered the kingdom of Ayodhya with Sita, his wife, and brother, Lakshmana, after 14
years of exile. The beautiful Sita lit the first lamp of Deepavali and brought great joy
and light into the land once again. The lights of Deepavali herald the dawn of Rama-
Rajya, the rule of Rama, whose reign was an idyllic period when all good people thrived
and the king submitted to the will of the people, bringing in an era of justice and
righteousness, of peace and contentment. The celebrations remind us of Rama, the ideal
man and king and, as on the day of his coronation, every village,” town and city'4s 1it up,
symbolic of Rama's leading his people to the path of spiritual light and glory.

Diwali is also celebrated as Naraka Chaturdashi, the l4th day of the dark fortnight
before the New Moon, when the demon Narakasura was destroyed. This demon of darkness
and dirt ruled as king of Pragiyotishpura, in the east of India. He destroyed and harmed
all good men and sages and even attempted to harm the gods, who rushed to Krishna for
help. Krishna searched the nether regions, found the demon and destroyed him. 1In
celebration of the destruction of ignorance and dirt, personified by the demon, men and
women have an oil bath and wash and clean their homes, to cleanse them of the demon's
existence, wear new clothes, eat and distribute sweets and visit and greet each other.
In the South of ‘India, this oil bath is known as '"Gangasnanam', as it is considered as
purifying as a bath in the Holy Ganga (River Ganges). People greet each other saying,
"Have you had your Gangasnanam today?", another way of saying "Happy Deepavali'!

Diwali is also associated with the life of Krishna as a young boy. The people of
Gokul, where Krishna spent his childhood, were being harassed by Indra, the king of the
lesser gods, who brought forth thunder, lightning and storms to obtain their submission.
When they complained to Krishna, he lifted Mount Govardhana and gave his people shelter
under it, after which the cowheards of Gokul started worship the mountain which protected
them, and gave up worship of Indra. Mount Govardhana is thus worshipped on Diwali day.

The main.celebration of Diwali or Deepavali, however, is the lighting of lamps. 1In
villages and towns, mud lamps filled with oil and cotton-thread wicks are lighted and their
twinkle is a joy to behold. In cities, fire hazards have introduced electric lights, white
and coloured, and even neon lights which, though brighter, are nowhere near as beautiful
as the flickering mud lamps, the "divas".

The lights 1lit on Diwali day symbolise the spiritual light pervading the earth by the
destruction of ignorance and dirt, and therefore this is a festival universally observed
with great eclat. The whole country is ablaze with light, symbolising man's eternal quest
for knowledge, wisdom and enlightenment.

Homes are cleaned and washed and colourful "rangoli" designs are drawn on the floor
by the women of the houses, each vying with the other in elaborate and artistic designs.

A modern innovation is the firing of crackers at Diwali which results in the pollution
of the environment, through smoke and noise, but these crackers afford much joy (and much
danger!) to young people, who would not miss the fun for anything. Another innovation of
this century is the exchange of greeting cards and gifts as observed at Christmas time in
other parts of the globe.

Whatever the mode of celebration, the underlying idea behind Deepavali is the triumph
of good over evil, of the light of knowledge over the darkness of ignorance and dirt, of
the rememberance of the inner lights of spiritual strength, symbolised by the lighting of

lamps, to guide humanity through the rest of the year.

It is all bout an incident, though small, is great in significance. And this happened
in Germany a couple of centuries ago. The scene was the class room of Grade Five. The math
teacher entered the class ostensibly to teach mathematics. But, she had an urgent letter to
write-— who knows to whom? In order to engage the students, she thought of giving a tough
problem and she asked them to add up the numbers from 1 to 100. She thought that they would
take a long time to arrive at the correct answer and she could finish her letterwriting.

But, in less than a minute, she was interrupted by a student who came up with an answer.
And it was a boy with the correct answer. The teacher was flabbergasted with the quickness
and wanted to know how he did it. The method he adopted was amazing. He only put down on
his slate, 1,2,3,4,....97,98,99,100. He added up the first and the last number which gave
him 101. The second and last but one number when added gave him 101. Then, he added the
third number from top and its counterpart from the bottom. That too gave him 101. He, then
rightly concluded that he would be getting the same 101 for 50 times. So, the final answer
was 50 times 101, which is 5050. By now you might have realized that your calculator
cannot solve this problem in such a short time. I am sure you are eager to know the name of
the smart kid. He was none other than GAUSS, the greatest mathematician of his time.

This method is not limited to the first 100 numbers only. It can be extended to any
large numbers you like. It may be from 1 to 200 or 1 to 300 or even 1 to 1000. There is no
limit. You need not have to start from the beginning only. You can start with any number
and end with any large number for addition. The only rule is that they must be consecutive
numbers. The same method can be applied either in case of even numbers or odd numbers, the
rule being the same as above. The greatest hurdle is with the Prime numbers which still
remain an enigma even to the greatest of mathematicians of today... and I am not talking of
computers. I leave you and the computers to grapple with Prime numbers.
