Almost 1000 years ago, with extensive breeding of carp fishes in 'contro-
lled' conditions, China could get the first pretty goldfishes.

Diamond values are determined by what the jewellers call 4 C's - cut,
carat, color, and clarity. Cut refers to shape, wrought by diamond cutters'
skill. Carat weight refers to total size, a carat being divided into 100
points ( a 10 point diamond weighs a 10th of a carat). Diamonds come in
every color of the spectrum, most are white with a tinge of some color;
colorless are rare. Also rare are diamonds of perfect clarity, thro' which
light passes unimpeded by flaws (black spots, lines, bubbles, etc).
