Recently I had the opportunity to see a Bharathanatyam performance in the Tanjavur
style. On July 28, 1985, Mrs. Ragini Chokshi, a Bhartanatyam teacher and a graduate IN

Also participating in the program was Sri Bapu, the famous Indian artist and film dire-
ctor. He came to attend the Fifth TANA conference in Los Angeles. Sri Bapu displayed many
of his drawings and water color paintings that day. He has an unique style which makes you
notice what eh wants to say instantly, but he does it very subtly. The drawings have extra-
ordinary detail so just by looking at one picture, an observer can gain much knowledge on
different lifestyles. Sri Bapu's simple one line jokes eritten with some of his cartoons
ahve you think about everyday life more seriously. To get the wonderful experience of
Sri Bapu's art, you will have to see it, not merely read or hear about it. For being such
a great artist, he is a very simple and humble man.

LIFE INSURANCE

Tax Deductable Premiums

Shareholder employees of small corporations and the self employed can pay tax de-
ductable dollars for their personal life insurance by making them part of their
pension plans. Many corporate employees enjoy this benefit.

Special limits: The life insurance benefits supplied by the plan must be "incidental"
to its primary goal of providing retirement benefits. The whole life coverage is
"incidental" only if it meets one of two dollar limits:

Limit 1. The investment in ordinary life insurance must be less than 507 of the ag-
gregate contributions to the retirement account. The 507 limit is based upon the
total contributions during the life of the plan and if some one is a long time plan
member considerable contributions will already have been made to his/her account.

Limit 2. The plan can buy insurance on an employee's life equal to 100 times the
monthly benefit payable at retirement. If an employee is due to receive $3000 a
month upon retirement the plan can buy $300,000 of life insurance.

Tax cost to the employee:
an employee's life generates some taxable income to the
ject to tax each year is the '"net cost of the insurance at risk." 1In other words,

the employee pays tax on the premium needed to buy each year's pure insurance element.
The insurance at risk is simly the face value of the policy minus that year's cash value.

All in all, its a small price to pay for top-dollar coverage that would otherwise
cost an employee tens of thousands of nondeductible dollars.

At retirement: The plan can either convert the policy into cash or it can distribute
the policy as part of the employee's payout. If the employee takes the policy as
part of the payout, he has several options-he can continue paying the premium, cash
the policy in, or exchange it for paid-up insurance.

Important point: The plan must offer the insurance option to all covered employees.
Coverage cannot be restricted to key employees.

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HINDU MYTHOLOGY : What is the significance of OM ? Pt Venkat N Kanumalla.

Nanh o2 N

Om, also called "Pranava", is the most sacred word of_all sounds in the Hindu religion. There}
is no mantra, that is not preceeded by the word Om. Om, also known as Omkara, is a comblna—'”

tion of the three letters, A,U, and M. Om represents the Bhagawan himself as stated in the

Bhagavad Gits (hereinafter refered as B.G.), Ch 7, verse 8 : "Pranava sarva vedeshu". In that

Lord Krishna, Bhagawan by Himself, tells in the B.G. that He Himself is Om in all the Vedic
mantras. That Om is Bhagawan , is again mentioned in B.G., Ch 9, v 17 :"Vedyam Pavitram Om-
karam.......". In the Vibhukti yoga of B.G.Ch 10, v 25, Lord Krishna tells us"Giramasmycka
maksharam", meaning that He is the Divine Sound vibration "Cm".

Since Bhagawgn;IHimself, as Krishna expressed that He is reEresented by "Om", we can obtain
deliverence from the cycle of death and birth, if we chant"Om" at the time of death as men-

tioned in B.G., Ch 8 v 13 :"Om 1tyekakshram Brahma Vyavaharana........". The same is mention-
ed again in B.G.,Ch 8 v 6 :"Antyakalecha mam eva..... ", meaning that whoever leaves this body

remembering Me, comes to Me only.

Why should we use the word "Om" before _chanting any mantra or doing some religious activity?

The answers are in B.G., Ch 17 v 23 :"Om tat sad iti nirdeso......." meaning that the three
syllables - Om, Tat, and Sat - are used to indicate the Brahman (the Supreme Truth, NOT the
four faced creator, Brahma). It is mentioned in the next verse :"Tasmat Om ityudahrutya ...%

meaning, that since Om Tat Sat indicate the Bhagawan, the transendentalists always perform
sacrifices, charities, penances, etc beginning with Om

Since Bhagawan said :"Yagnanam Japa Yagnosmi ....." in B.G. Ch 10 v 25 (meaning that in all
sacrifices, Pujas, etc,"Om" to be chanted before His holy name), we use "Om" before chanting
His holy name anywhere and everywhere, 11ke_"0m Narayanaya namah " etc. When we chant the
one thousand names of Maha Vishnu, we use "Om'" each time we chant His name.

It is also_said in our Holy scriptures (Yajurveda) that " Om iti brahma, Om 1t1dam, sarvam,
Om iti samami jayanti, Om nltzagnlhotram anujanati, Om iti brahmopapnuvan, Brahmai
vopapnotl,,,,.", meaning that Om is Brahman (Virat Swarupa Purusha, not the four faced
Creator), Om is all and everything; all the mantras are to be chanted with "Om" before_any
fire sacrifice is made. Om is said to achieve Brahman and become Brahman (Sarupya, Samlpya
and Sayujya Muktis are expressed). Of_all _mantras, the Gayatri, the Panchakshari, the
Ashtakshari, the Dradasakshari, the Shodasakshari ..... are considered to be the most sacred
and auspicious mantras and all of these are preceeded by "Om" for obvious reasons. Anyone,
irrespective of caste, creed, race, religion etc can obtain deliverance and reach the abode
of Peace and Tranquility by chanting with faith and devotion the single word "Om"

T Nuclear (bomb) age actually started, according to the scientists, on July
16th, 1945 at 5.29.45 am Mountain War Time, with the explosion of a
nuclear device in an area called "Jornada del Muerto" (meaning "Valley
of death" in Spannish}, in the deserts of New Mexico. There was a very
brilliant light - accompanied by a thunderous clap - shock wave and
mushroom shaped cloud. Until USA detonated such device on Hiroshima on
Aug 6th, 1945, US Govt did not inform the Public that they actually teste
the nuclear device, about 3 weeks before !

8. The best seller in 1984 amongst nonfiction novels/books, is "Iacocca:

An Autobiography" by Lee Iacocca with William Novak. Iacocca, who was
'fired' by Ford, when he was their top executive, after initial setbacks
and frustrations, became the top executive for Chrysler - and with good
thinking and luck, brought the Chrysler from the brink of bankruptcy to
a very profitable business.
