Q. Can I pay Tax Preparer's fee due next March-April in December 86? R.P.V.

Ans: I am glad you asked this question. Generally any deductible expense paid
late this year is beter than early next year as it is deducted this year.
But 1986 has a definite significance. Tax Reform Act limits miscellaneous
deductions to the extent they exceed 2% of adjusted gross income. Those in
50% bracket and $100,000 AGI could save as much as $1000 if they can pay upto
$2000 now than next yvear. These include investment expenses, tax return pre-
paration fee, professional dues, publications, exam fee, conferences expenses
tuition, instruments etc. ( DAMA)

Q. I earn over $40,000 and I am not sure if I can itemize deductions. How does con-
tributions affect me under T.R.A? R.G.

Ans: While itemizers can contiNJ€ to deduct contributions even after 1986, for
non-itemizers 1986 is the last year to get the tax break on deductions. Whether
you are itemizer or non-itemizer what you paln to give to temples and other
non-profit social, cultural and educational organisations in the near future
may as well be paid now and get the tax advantages. Most itemizers get the
higher tax break in 1986 because of higher tax rates. (DAMA

The Present Age-KALI YUGA

The present age, Kali Yuga is described extensively in the Bhagavatam and the following
are a few features of this age.

By the force if the all-powerful time, righteousness, veracity, purity of mind and body,
forgiveness, compassion, longivity, bodily strength and keenness of memory will decline.
Wealth alone will be the criterion of pedigree, morality and merit. Might will be the
only factor determining righteousness and fairness. Trickery alone will be the motivating
force in all business dealings. Capability of affording sexual delight will be the only
criterion of masculine or faminine excellence. The sacred thread (yajnopavitam) will be
the only mark of brahmanhood. Asramas (Bacherlorhood, married, forest dwelling and re-
nounced sanyasis) could be known only by external appearances and not by practices.
Justice will have every chance of being vitiated because of one's ability to gratify those
who are administering it. Voluble speech will be the criterion of scholarship. Want of
riches will be the sole test of impiety and hypocrisy will be the touchstone of goodness.
Filling one's belly will be the only end of human pursuit and skill is supporting one's
family. Virtuous deeds are done with the only object of gaining fame. Robbed of their
wealth by the greedy and merciless rulers, people will resort to mountains and forests and

subsist on leaves and roots and the like. Oppressed by famine and heavy taxation, people
will perish through drought, cold, storms, flooding, snowfall and mutual conflict.

As Kali Yuga advances (which is only 5087 years old of its 432,000 years of duration)
people will be tormented by hunger, thirst, ailments and worry and their life span will
be reduced to 30 years. Religion will be replaced by heresy to a large extent and people
will resort to theft, mendacity, wanton destruction of life and so on. Cows will be re-
duced to the size of goats and their yields will also go down. Sanyasis will revest to
family life, relationships will be only on the side of the wife, plants get stunted in
growth and trees reduced to the size of shrubs and bushes. Clouds will mostly end in
flashes of lightning with no rain and when things are so chaotic, the supreme Lord
Narayana will incarnate as KALKI in the house of Mahatma (noble-soul) Vishnuyasa in

the village of Sambhala. Riding a divine horse, Devadutta, exhibiting His eight divine
powers and possessed of endless virtues and matchless splendour, Lord Kalki will traverse
the globe and exterminate with His Sword in tens of millions robbers wearing the in-
signia of royalty. With the Lord thus establishing a right order, people will once again
become pious and then begins the virtuous age of Satya Yuga. (When Moon, Sun, and Jupiter
rise together in one zodiacal sign and the constellation Pushya is in the ascendant,
Satya Yuga begins). Until the advent of Lord Narayana as Kalki, people of this age will
not generally worship Him as their minds are perverted by heretics. BUT there is one
great virtue of this age Kali Yuga (the storehouse of all evils). By merely chanting

the names and glories of Lord Sri Krishna, people are freed from all sins and reach the
Supreme Lord. Whatever is achieved in Satya Yuga by meditation on Lord Vishnu, in
