Background: PADMA IYER was married Rao Bobba, a professor in Staten Island Community
College in 1976. The couple divorced in 1977. Padma was forced to go back to India.
Bharat, the child born to the couple was taken to India by Rao and left in the care of
his relatives . and in 1983, Bharat was brought back to U.S.A. Rao started reconciling
with Padma and was in regura correspondence with her. However, before anything could
be done Rao passed away in the summer of 1984. Rao's friend and colleague Thomas Prapas
took temporary custody of Bharat upon Rao's death. When Padma received the news of
Rao's death, she tried to find out the whereabouts of Bharat, but as per Padma, Thomas
Prapas did not communicate withher. Instead, he filed for guardianship and custody of
Bharat in the Staten Island Probate court. In January, 1985, when Padma finally recei-
ved- information from the Probate Court she immediately came to the United States, and
raising necessary finances with great difficulty she got backher son Bharat, and went
back to India with him. She stayed in US for 2 months.

Padma never remarried and works as a teacher in an english medium school.

However, Thomas Prapas, unable to get custody of Bharat in Probate Court, moved to the
Family Court in Staten Island. In December of 1985, the Family Court of Staten Island
awarded the custody of Bharat to Thomas Prapas. Traditionally, the life of a Hindu
mother revolves around her children and family. The decision of the family court is
being appealed which involves huge expense. A lawyer is already appealing the case.

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The Tax Reform Act of 1985 would call for the most dramatic tax law change in

30 years. While the massive bill is taking shape in Washington, there has been

a steady string of new rulings and court decisions taxpayers can use to Save Taxes
in their 1985 returns.

1. Deductions for IRA and Keough contributions: The tax law allows you to make
IRA and Keough contributions as laste as tax return due date (plus extension in
case of Keoughs) for the current year. Even those mailed to the bank on the

due date are treated as though received in time. The favorable ruling was that
the postal service is treated as an agent of the bank under the general rule of
contracts.

2. Deduction of interest on money borrowed for IRA contributions: Expenses allocable
to tax-exempt income are generally not deductible. However, the interest on the
money borrowed for IRA contibutions (even though IRA earnings grow tax deferred)is
currently tax deductible because the interest is allowable to the loan and not to

IRA incomes. On Form 1040: Miscellaneous expenses are claimed on line 13 of

Schedule A, Form 1040.

3. Deferred compensation plans with minimum risk: Non-qualified plans were not
accepted till now because of the risks involved. IRS allowed to set up these
plans when risks are of minimal nature. Here while the investment is not tax
deductible, the earnings grow untaxed till w1thdrawn

4., Lumpsum payment while still working: Lumpsum payouts from Keough or corporate
retirement plans qualify for special tax breaks (low-taxed capital gain on the

Pre 1974 part, 10 year averaging on the rest). To qualify, the payout must be made
on account of the employee's death, disability, reaching age 593 or separation
from service. On Form 1040: Special lumpsum tax treatment is claimed by filing
Form 4972, Special 10-Year Averaging Method.

5. Deduction for investment seminar; Generally, you can deduct expenses paid to
manage, consevre, or maintain your income-producing investment. Deductible items
include custodian fees, cost of investment advice, wages paid to clerical help,
and safe deposit rentals. What about the cost of investment seminar you attended

this year?

NEW RULING- The Government ruled that a taxpayer can deduct the cost of an investment
seminar that related to specific investments already owned by the taxpayer.

On Form 1040: A deductible investment expense can be claimed on line 22, Schedule
A, Form 1040.

6. Deductions for cost of flying plane to manage investment property: Ordinary and
necessary investment-related expenses are deductible. However, the expenses must be

reasonable in amount and bear a reasonable relation to the management of the investment.

Facts: The Ballards live near St. Louis, Missouri. They owned and managed several
apartment buildings in St. Louis and Marathon, Florida. Mr Ballard traveled reg-
ularly to Marathon to handle a variety of chores relating to the apartment building.
The trips generally lasted between 24 and 48 hours. Mr. Ballard often used his own
plane= 20-year-old small twin-engine Cessna, which was used exculsively for these
trips. The Ballards claimed 1007 of the cost of owning, operating and maintaining
the airplane as a deduction.
