27 precise selection'of stars
of the zodiac(nakshatras) further divided our houses into 13720 3602/2i)
Each of these nakshatras heve 4 semidivisions which are known as the
Padas.Thus 13°20' ‘divided by 4 i3 3°20'., Thus our zodiac is diviied by
2’20'" fragments.lhe nakshatras are Asvini,Bharani,Krithika,Rohini,Mrigasi
Ardra,.Punarvasu,Pushya,Aslesha,llagha,Poorva Phalguni, Uttara Phaljuni,,
Hasta,Chitra,Swathi,Visaka,Anuradha,Jyestha,lioola,Poorvaradha,Uttarasada)
Saravana,Dhanistha,Sadaya,Poorveaihatraped,Uttaralhatracad and Hevatini.

The 27 stars which we talked about earlier is the basis of Vimshothari
dasa. These stars are grouped into three segments. Thus nine strrs belonge
to each group. Ragu and ¥etu(their significance will be discuSsed later on
apart from the seven ;lanets which govern 12 houses as rulers are added
to form the star rulers. The ruler of Ashvathi is Ketu, Bharani is Venus,
{rithika is Sun,Rohini is lioon,lirigasias is llars,Ardra ia Raghu, Punarvasu
is Jupiter, Pushya is Saturn, Aslesha is HMercury and this cycle continues,
The 7o isc division into 12 houses have their subtle characteristics.

THE FOUR ASHRAMAS (stages of life)
;In ancient Hindu way of learning, long long before the present day educa-

2 tion system has come into existance, the span of one's life was divided
® into four unequal years, each meant for a specific purpose. Now read on....

There are four Ashramas in the Hindu religion : Brahmachari (bachelor and
student), Grihastha (married), Vanaprastha (detached and forest living)

¥ and Sanyasa (renounced). Upto eight years of age, any child is considered
# "child" and parents teach the good behaviour and manners. After eight years
¥ 5 oirl is considered as elegible for marriage and she skips the 'brahma-

¥ chari' stage and goes straight into 'Grihastha' stage. During the 'brahma-
® chari' stage, a boy is to be invested with the sacred thread ceremony acco-
# rding to the family traditions. He should then go to a teacher and study

® different subjects and Vedas. During this stage, a student will have to

¥ Jcad a life of austerity and simplicity. He is expected to wear very simple
¥ clothes. He must chant the Géyathri mantram and perform the fire sacrifice
® regularly. He should worship fire by Homa(offering ghee and grains to the

¥ fire while chanting mantrams), the Sun god by Arghya (offering water while
chanting mantras) and his teacher by service and prostrations. A student
must collect alms for his teacher and should eat only after his teacher has
finished his meal and with his permission. He must live with his teacher,
always attending to his needs. In the Hindu way of life, enjoyment of any
sort is prohibited for a student; and he is expected to lead a strictly
pious and simple life for his first twentyfive years of l1life.

A student after his learning, must offer whatever he can, to his teacher
and with his permission, may either marry or lead a life of detachment in
the forests. When the teacher (guru) informs the parents that their son

has been well trained, the parents come and take their son and arrange

for marriage. The parents select. the bride depending the family traditions
obidience, character and qualities. As a married person, he must lead a
simple life and should do such actions only to keep the body and soul to-
gether. He must extend all possible hospitality to guests who may come to

his doorstep at any time of the day or night, and should treat them as the
representatives of God. As a householder, he must do five important things:
(a§ reading the holy scriptures to please the sages, (b) performing fire
sacrifices to please the heavenly dieties, (c) performing the annual cere- g
monies to the departed family members and forefathers, (d) to extend hospi-
tality to fellow human beings, and (e) to give food and water to animals
birds and trees. He should never develop deep attachmenht to the family and
should always be conscious of the fact that these relationships are only

for the body and not for the soul; and the relationship is only as long as g
he is alive. Even in his own house, he must live like a guest thinking that ¥
the actual owner of the house is the Lord himself ! e

The third stage of life or Ashrama, starts around man's 50th year, when he
must choose to retire to a solitary place or a forest by entrusting his
wife to the care of children or taking her along with him. At this stage
he is expected to make piligrimages to all holy places. He should live :
like a forest dweller, living only on fruits, vegetables and roots. He must &
collect the eatables himself, and should not keep anything for the next - 5
meal. He should sleep on the ground aud extend all hospitality to the visi- &
tors. He must do severe penances, fire c-.crifices and observe the "Chatur- :
masya" (four months of austerity during rainy season). At this stage he
should refrain from all physical comfcrts and this goes upto his 75th year.

After developing complete detachment, and dispassion to anything and every
thing that is materialstic, e person can become a san&asi (last Eshrama).
gﬁtHe should strictly follw the instructions of his teacher who initigtes him

mentally. He should get his food only from Bhiksha (Alms got by begging)
from ONLY seven houses and should be content from what he gets. He should
wear only a 'koupenam' (loin cloth) and one more cloth to cover the 'kou-
penam' and the rest of the body.

He must
have complete control over his senses; he must treat gold and a stone
equally - neither craving for one nor disliking the other.

Epilogue : The above were taken from the sacred Hindu bbok, Srimad Bhaga-
vadgita. Life has changed a lot after these were written, some centuries
ago. From Ice Age and Stone Age, man has survived through, dust and dis-
ease, famine and war, good and bad times, to the present New World !
Gone are the Four Ashramas and most of the good ancient principles !

The greatest asset all of us have is the ability to work and if this (the ability to
work) is interrupted our incomes and hence life styl change drastically. We are
all aware of the proverb "Health is Wealth" (£Ped& ﬁ) éuész.d'rﬁ.{uu) Disability
income insurance takes the place of earned income after the designated waiting period
if ever the unfortunate happens.

According to the society of actuaries, one third of all people now age 35 will suffer
a long-term disability (3 months or longer) before reaching age 65 and the average
disability will last 5 years.

L.V kaos
Thermameter was first invented in 16th century by Galileo. He invented
and made several types of thermameter which are suitable for different
types of industry or work.

Blood donation - Anybody can donate blood, if he has €nough blood (i.e.,
has a haemoblobin of 13 gms or more) and if he is healthy. In USA, the
age restrictions are from 18 years to 60 years persons only can donate.
In fact, every healthy individual should donate blood (for a noble cause)
at least once a year. An Iraqi national by name Salman Aboudon, has set a
world record recently by donating his blood for the 435 th Dbottle within
the last 8 years. A healthy person can 'manufacture' his 'lost' Dblood
within 48-72 hours totallyl

True there are at least 2 medical conditions where blood is let out (you
can not call it technically as donation) as the only choice of treatment.
In the diseases called primary polycythemia vera and in idicpathic hemo-
chromatosis, periodically (say every week) blood has to be let out as
either they produce too much blood or carry too much iron in the blood
which is injurious to the vital organs. There are some conditions where
in blood is let out to reduce the 'load' on the circulation (e.g., heart
failure).

The 179 foot world's most famous tower, namely The Leaning Tower of Pisa
was (work started in 1173) completed in 1340. Bonano Pisano worked from
1173 to 1185 when he suddenly disappeared, after constructing only 3% ¢
floors. For 90 years nobody bothered about it, when another architect made
another 33 floors. The dome was built some 80 years later. It now stands
at an unbelievable 163 feet out, of the perpendicular !

Yes, it does have ringable bells, but it is totally forbidden because of
the unstability of the Pisa. The Dome has 7 bells, the heaviest being 33
tons and this part was done by a third architect along with the dome.

The Indian rupee coins have in circulation for more than 150 years. The
first standard rupee coin was minted and issued for circulation in 1835.
Prior to that, there were over 72 varieties of gold coins and over 60
varieties of silver coins in use as monetary exchange in South India

and different types of ruypee coins in Northern and Eastern India.

FESTIVALS IN JAN.86.

(For younger generation)

In January 86, we have t..¢c important festivals.They are

January 13th, 1986 : "Bhogi" festival. This is the day before 'Sankranthi'
and almost everywhere in India, this day starts with a big bonafire wherein
all unwanted and old in the homes are thrown into a fire. In India, most
crops are ready for harvesting at about this time and everybody enjoys and
welcomes the new crop (and money it fetches) in a festive mood. In certain
families, small children are made to sit in a chair and elders of the house
and neighbours 'pour' bhogi-fruits, mixed with currency coins on the head.
They have a superstition that all the evils will be 'poured' out from the
child by this procedure. Everybody takes a nice shower bath and wear new
clothes and families gather together, sons-in-law come and demand new arti-
cles for themselves, etc.

January 14th, 1986 : "Sankranthi" festival. This day known as Makara Sankran-
thi, marks the end of the southern movement of the Sun and clebrates the com4
mencement of its journey to the nortehrn hemisphere (also known as 'Uttara-
yanam‘). Celebrated as Pongal in Tamilnadu, it is the harvest festival of
all Telugus. Various types of sweets and foods are prepared in each house-
hold and offered in thanksgiving to Sun, the Lord of all life and sustenance
Sugarcane and sugarcane juice are supposed to be a must in this, and it is
hoped that everybody's life will be as sweet as the sugarcane. This is the
day when all the workers in the fields will be served with a good sumptous
hot meal by the landlords along with new clothes.

Kite-flying and various games, like kabadi are played and enjoyed by one and
all. The next day of Sankranti, called 'Kanuma' also is a festival day and
enjoyed in the same fashion in most communities.
