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Vaisakha full moon is the most
important day of the whole Buddhist
world. Nearly half a billion people
around the globe celebrate vaisakhi
because the full moon day signifies the
birth of Goutama Siddhartha, the
attainment of the supreme
enlightenment and the passing away or
Parinirvana of Buddha. Since Vaisakhi
is so important to Buddhists and
Buddha was born in India, in this issue
in commemoration of Vaisakha
Poornima, we would like to present a
brief history of Lord Buddha and the
Buddhist doctrine.

Around sixth century before the birth of Jesus Christ, a small Himalayan kingdom (bordering
present day Northern India and Nepal) was ruled by a Sakya king Siddhodana and queen Maya Devi.
The city of Kapilavastu was the capital of the kingdom. One evening when queen Maya Devi was
resting under a Sala tree in her favourite Lumbini Garderns, she felt that the spirit of truth, glory
and wisdom had descended from heavens as a white elephant 'Iravatha’ and entered her body without
causing her any physical pain. Shortly after that incident she conceived and later, on a Vaisakhi
Poornima day, gave birth to a handsome male baby. King Siddhodana named the baby Goutama
Siddgartga.

Shortly after the birth of Goutama Siddhartha, queen Maya Devi died leaving Goutama in the
hands of her sister Pajapati, who later became the wife of king Siddhodana and the queen of Sakya
kingdom. It was foretold by the astrologers of king Siddhodana that Siddhartha will become either a
great saint or a great ruler and they suggested that the best way of bringing up the young preince in
order to prepare him to become a great ruler is to isolate him from the sight of suffering.
Accordingly, king Siddhodana took every precaution in keeping his son away from suffering. At the
age of sixteen, prince Siddhartha married his cousin and the daughter of king Koli, the princess
Yasodharea. He enjoyed the princely life and led a happy married life.

The night when princess Yasodhara was giving birth to his son (who was later known as Rahula)
prince Siddhartha developed a strong urgve to escape from the palace and be with his subjects.
Immediately he summoned his charioteer to prepare for a visit of the city of Kapilavastu. The
Charioteer being awaree of the king Siddhodana's order of not taking the prince away from tyhe
palace, was first reluctant to make preparations for the journey but later was forced to obey the order
of his master. While Siddhartha was amused to see the hidden wonders of his city, he came across the
other side of life - the suffering of mankind. He watched his subjects deformed as a result of old age,

grieving due to disease and mourning the deceased. At that instant he was confornted with the
reality of life and the suffering of mankind. He followed the procession that was accompanying a
dead body being carried to the cemetry for cremation. He watched serously the act of fire engulfing

the dead body which once was very beautiful and vigorous with youth, and turning it to ashes. At
once he ordered his charioteer to return to the palace along and carry the message to the king
Siddhodana saying that he will return to Kapilavastu only after he finds the solution for getting rid
of universal suffering.

Goutama travelled to distant lands seeking the help of various religious teachers in order to find
an answer to the universal suffering. He lived among ascetics for six years but felt that none of these
methods nor teachings can quench his thirst. Soon he left them. On a Vaisakha Poornima day while
Siddhartha was resting under a banyan tree on the banks of river Nerangana in Gaya, Goutama felt as
if he understood the real meaning of universal suffering. The feeling of being one with the nature
that was felt by Goutama was there upon known as the 'Attainment of Enlightenment'. Goutama was

-
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‘enlightened’ on Vaisakha Poornima day and the Enlightened one hence forth was called
'‘BUDDHA'. The place was known as Buddha Gaya and the tree under which he was enlightened, Bodhi
§ tree.

Buddha never told the people what he found about the universal suffering because he felt that one
has to realize himself what the suffering is and he believed that ome should not blindly believe what
he says. However, the people who believed him as the 'Enlightened one' had requested him to share
his wisdom with them. As a result, Buddha gave his first sermon at the age of forty four in Isipatana
(Saranath) and continued sharing his experience with his followers till the age of eighty nine when he
departed from this physical world in Kushinagar on Vaishakha Poornima day.

The greatness in Goutama Buddha lies in the fact that he claimed no inspiration from God and all "74}’
i his realization about universal suffering is an attainment and ahcievement of human endeavour and 2
human intelligence.  He suggested that man only can become Buddha - the Enlightened one because 3

man's position is suprement and he is the master of his own destiny. Buddha told that one has to
realize but not to believe that all is transitory, all suffering and all is egoless. Doubt, being one of /igp
| the hindrances, decelarates the progress of human understanding and as long as there is doubt, one
cannot see clearly the universal truth. Therefore for full understanding get rid off doubt. According
the Buddhist philosophy, for full understanding of universal suffering, one has to recognize "Four
Noble Truths"- the truth of suffering (Dukkha), the origin of suffering (Samudaya), the cessation of i
suffering (Nirodha) and the way leading to the cessation of suffering or dukkha (Marga). Since the
essence of this article is to provide a flavour for 'Buddhist Thought', we just reviewed briefly the #
¢ cssentials of Buddhism and if any reader is interested to learin more about the Buddhist philosophy,

Lord Krishna had taken birth in the Lunar race of King Yadu; the son of Yaygti and the
grand son of Nahusha. King Yadu was enlightened by an Avadhuta (a young brahmin sanyasi)
as to how a person can realise the Supreme-Lord through wisdom and devotion. Yadu asked,
"Revered Sage, how could you get this wisdom and knowledge by wglch you were able to give
up all attachments and have realised the Supreme Lord?" The Avadhuta replied, " King
Yadu, I obtained this knowledge from twenty four teachers and listen the story,"

First Teacher: EARTH: One should have forbearance as not to swerve from the path of righ-
teousness, though he is oppressed by others and he should be at the disposal of others,
always giving and never expe cting anything in return. (We get gold, silver, diamonds,
many minerals, metals and oil and gas from earth and the earth never asks anything back.)
Second Peacher: AIR: Be unattached to objects although you are placed in the midst of
‘them just as air is unaffected by:the good and bad odour of objects over which it blows.
The air is charged with the odour but the odour is not an attribute of the air.

Third Teacher: SKY: One should learn that the soul, though residing in this body, is all-
pervading and is not subject to any limitations of time, space and attributes as the sky
which is all-pervading but without any limitations.

Sixth Teacher: MOON: One should learn that birth, growth, old age and death are only di-
fferent states of the body and not of Atma which is never subjected to birth or death:
as the waning or the waxing of the moon are not due to a part of the sun's rays getting
reflected from the surface of the moon.

Seventh Teacher: SUN: The sun evaporates the sea water only to give it back to the world
as rain. So also, a noble man collects money only for the service of the Lord and humani-
ty and never to keep it for himself to add to his possessions.

Eighth Teacher: PIGEON: A pair of pigeons lived in a forest with their little ones in the
nest. When they went out in search of food, a hunter caught the little ones. The mother
bird fell into the net on its own as it could not live without the young ones. The male
pigeon also fell into the net as it was over-attached to the female. A family man brings
on himslef destruction due to too much affection and attachment, forgetting that these
relationships are only for the body and never for our own truselves, the Atma.

Sixteenth Teacher: FISH: As a fish that is attracted by the bait falls a victim to the
bait by means of the hook, so also the person who becomes a slave to his tongue and is
stupefied with the pleasures of taste and delicacies through the turbulent and greed
tongue, meets his death. No one can conquer the senses unless he controls his tongue.
So, thoughtful men subdue thier senses by fasting.

Seventeenth Teacher: A PUBLIC WOMAN: A public woman, Pingala, in the state of Videha
waited at the door to bargain and receive customers. She sent away many men expecting
some other richman who can pay her better and spent the whole night at the door with no
success. She was extremely disgusted with her own life, desire and greed and realised
how foolish she was to seek pleasure by sel.ing the flesh of her own body. By the grace
of Lord, she took to the association of saints and realised that Lord Narayana is the only
fit lover who can satisfy all her desires and renounced everything.

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Ten (10) Common Misconception About IRAs *DAMA VENKAIAH z

Practically everyone knows about the tax advantages of IRAs (Individual Retire-
ment Accounts). The basic break: You can contribute and deduct up to $2000 a year
if you are single; $4000 a year if both you and your spouse work; and $2250 a year
if only you or your spouse work.

WHAT YOU MAY NOT KNOW- Once you get past the basic break, there is considerable
confusion about IRAs. Some taxpayers either don't know enough about the rules,
make the wrong assumptions or have been misinformed.

Here are ten (10) misconceptions that taxpayers often have about IRAs-and what they
need to know.

1. My IRA contribution can't be less than $2,000. The rules allow you to contribute
any amount up to $2000. There is no minimum requirement. There is only a maximum de-
ductible contribution for the year, which can be deposited at one time or spread out
during the year. Actually, the yearly maximum is the lesser of $2000 or your earned

income.

2. The most anyone can put into an IRA in any one year is $2000 (or $2250 if married).
Not with a rollover IRA. There is no dollar limit on the amount of cash or property you
can tranfer, tax-free from Keough or P.C. retirement plan to an IRA. (You cannot con-
tribute property (e.g. stock shares) to an ordinary, nonrollover IRA.) The transferred
amount must be a "qualified" distribution from the plan. Note: There is no dollar
limit on the amount you can roll over from one IRA to another except it must be done
within 60 days after you receive the distribution from your employer's plan.
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3. The only deduction fro an IRA that can be claimed is what is contributed to the IRA. E
Although your IRA contribution deduction may be limited to $2000, some IRAs may charge E
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trustee's fees that are tax deductible in addition to the $2000 IRA deduction.

TAX DEDUCTIBLE FEES- Trustees' administrative fees can be deducted only if they
are billed separately and paid in connection with your IRA. They are claimed as
a miscellaneous itemized deduction.

4. The IRA contribution must be made before the IRA deduction can be claimed. You can
claim an IRA deduction on a return filed before your tax return due date provided you
make your contribution before the due date. And if you're short on cash, as the due date
appraoches, you can get the money from a previous year's IRA or borrow. You may have
double advantage.

5. An IRA does no good if someone is at or near retirement age. On the contrary, an
IRA offers older taxpayers an advantage not available to others.

ATTRACTIVE TAX SHELTER- The IRA can serve as a tax-sheltered savings plan for
anyone in the ll-year period between age 59% and age 70%.

So long as the taxpayer is under 70} he can contribute and deduct up to $2000 a year of
earned income. But unlike others, the taxpayer who is 5934 can withdraw IRA funds when-
ever the need arises without paying a penalty tax equal to 107 of the withdrawal. This
is in addition to the regular tax on the withdrawal. Additionallly, many institutions

do not impose early withdrawal penalties when an over 59} taxpayer takes money out be-

fore it matures.

6. Once an IRA is set up, a contribution has to be made every year. You are not com-
mitted to contributing to an IRA every year simply because you make a contribution in
one year. You can skip a year or years entirely. However, if you don't make a con-
tribution-or contribute less than you could have-you can't make it up in a later year.

*TAX, INSURANCE & PENSION CONSULTANT FLUSHING, NY (continued) 23]
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7. Only one IRA can be opened each year. Contributions can be made to several IRAs

as long as you total contribution for the year does not exceed the annual maximum. You

can also put one year's contribution into one IRA, and the next year's into another.

8. Once funds are put in an IRA, you must pay a penalty on any withdrawals before age 593.

That is true (absent your death or disability), but the funds do not have to stay in a

particular IRA. You are free to change your IRA investment-for example, roll over funds

from a bank CD to a mutual fund-as long as the transfer is completed within 60 days.

You can choose to roll over your entire investment or just part of it into the new IRA.

Key limitation: A rollover from one IRA to another can be made only once a year.
IMPORTANT- You can avoid the once-a-year rule if the trustee of the old IRA
(e.g., the bank holding your CD) agrees to transfer the funds directly to the
trustees of the new IRA (e.g., the mutual fund in which you intend to reinvest
the funds). It is a good idea to find out about the availablity of trustee-to-

trustee transfers before you open your IRA.

r 9. An IRA must be emptied in the year you reach 703%. It is true that you must begin
making withdrawals from your IRA by APril 1 of the eyar following the year you reach
70%. But you don't have to withdraw everything in that year.

Important: The Government has just announced that the initial minimum distribution
for 1985 need not be made until the end of 1986. The minimum amount you must
withdraw is based on your life expectancy that year. However, you can recompute
your life expectancy every year. Thus, this required minimum withdrawal will
change every year. -

10. No IRA contributions can be made after you are 703. That is true. You cannot make
an IRA contribution to your IRA starting in the year you reach 70%. But that is not to
say you cannot make a deductible IRA contribution.

SPOUSAL IRA: The 70% year old with at least $2000 earned income can take a
deduction for $2000 contribution to spouse's IRA if the spouse does not work

and is under 703%. |
