fault, we should remember that three
fingers are actually pointing at ourse-
lves), compassion to all living creatu-
res, gentleness in speech and actions,
steady determination that Lord Narayana
alone (or His incarnations like Rama,
Krishna, Narasimha etc.) can give us 1li-
beration from the cycle of birth and
death; forgiveness (even if he be our
worst enemy), cleanliness (not only of
gthe body, but of the mind too); freedom
from envy and the passion for honor. All
the above qualities will lead a person
towards the Supreme Lord Narayana as they
are all transcendental and divine.

studied. DATE; 29-4-1925 OR 25 APRIL 1925
To find out the day for the above date, add the
following:

1. Date as is - = 29
2. For April month add 6 = 6
3. For 20th century in which the date is = 1
4, Add last 2 digists of the year as itis = 25
5. Add finally the number of times 4 will

go in last two digists of the year 25/4= 6

Add total items 1 through 5
Divide the total sum of 67 by 7 and
find the remainder: 67/7 Remainder 4 = 4

Saturday as 1,2,3,4,5,6,0 respectively for the
remainders we get.

Remarks:
Out of the 5 items to he added, three items are

within the date itself. Only unknown quantities
are the number to be added against each of the
12 months and also the number to be added for
each century.
