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THE ADVENT OF LORD SRI KRISHNA (Hindu Religion) By Pandit Venkat N. KANUMALLA, PH.D.
Flushing, New York. )
We have just celebrated the appearance of Lord Sri Krishna. Here is a true account of
the advent of Lord Sri Krishna, as it is, from the Srimad Bhagavatam.

Unable to bear the stupendous weight of the millions of detachments of demons in the
disguise of arrogant kings, Mother Earth approached the four-faced Brahma. Appearing as a
disconsolate cow with torrents of tears, Mother Earth explained her distress to Brahma.
Realising her situation, Brahma accompanied by the three-eyed Lord Siva proceeded to the
shores of the ocean of milk, the abode of Lord Narayana, the Supreme Person, the Creator,
Preserver and the Destroyer of all the fourteen worlds and prayed in the terms of PURUSHA-
SUKTA. Hearing, in the course of a trance, a voice from the sky; the source of which was
invisible; Brahma told the assembled Gods, "Hear from me, the word of the Supreme Person
and act accordingly. The Supreme Lord is aware of the affliction of Mother Earth. Let
all of you be born among the YADU family in part manifestation. The Supreme Lord Himself
will be born in the house of Vasudeva and Lord Adisesha will'be born as His elder brother.
The divine YOGA MAYA of Lord Narayana will also be born for the purpose of doing His work."

Kamsa, the demoniac king, has imprisoned hsi cousin sister Devaki, and her husband
Vasudeva as he was scared the the eighth child of this couple is going to kill him. Thinkin?
that each child may kill him, Kamsa killed the first six sons born of Devaki and Vasudeva.

Lord Adisesha entered the womb of Devaki as her seventh child and this time the Suprem{
Lord ordered His YOGA MAYA to take out the embryo from the womb of Devaki and to place it
in the womb of Revathi (another wife of Vasudeva, who was in the custody of Nanda, the
chief of Vraja Gokula.) He Himself will be born as the next son of Devaki and asked Yoga-—
Maya to be born as a daughter of Yasoda (Nanda's Wife) and the people will worship her as
the controller of destinies of men seeking various boons and she will be called Durga,
Bhadrakali, Vijaya, Vaishnavi, Kumuda, Chandika, Krishna, Madhavi, Kanyaka, Maya, Narayani,
Isani, Satada and Ambika. The son of Rohini will be called Sankarsana or Balarama.

Thus instructed by the Supreme Lord and accepting His command with the words "Let it
be so" and doing pradakshina to Him (going around Him), the Goddess descended on earth and
carried out His behest as she was told. When the embryo in the womb of Devaki was trans-
ferred to that of Rohini by Yogamaya, the people of Mathura thought that the embryo has
perished.

The Supreme Lord then entered the mind of Vasudeva with all His divine potencies and
Devaki also conceived the Supreme Lord in her mind duly communicated to her by Vasudeva by §
his sight. Devaki became the abode of the Lord Himself who is the abode of all universe.
All the great sages headed by Narada and all Gods headed by Brahma and Siva visited the
prison house of Devaki and Vasudeva and paid their respects to them and consoled and com-
forted the couple.

On the most auspicious time of Sravana month, 23rd day when the asterik Rohini was at
the ascendant of midnight time, the Supreme Lord Janardana, manifested Himself in His
entirety before Devaki and Vasudeva in their prison house. Vasudeva and Devaki prostrated
before the Supreme Lord and praised Him in so many ways, realising Him to be the Supreme
Lord.

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Single-Premium Policies Are A Top Tax Shelter-
Now and After Tax Reform

One type of life insurance policy is quickly growing in popularity with taxpayers,
investors, and financial planners alike. Reason: It's really a tax-sheltered investment
wrapped up in an insurance policy. And unlike many other tax shelters, it is not the
traget of tax reform crackdowns.

SINGLE-PREMIUM WHOLE LIFE- With just one up-front premium payment, the policy acquires
immediate, substantial cash value. The cash value grows rapidly-tax-free. The policy
owner can get access to these funds by borrowing against the policy, at little or no
out-of-pocket cost. Again, the amounts borrowed are tax-free income.

Most single-premium policies have essentially the same basic characteristics. A
substantial premium is paid at the time the policy is purchased. A minimum up-front
premium (usually $5,000 or $10,000) is required. However, the purchaser can choose to
pay a much higher premium, depending on investment and insurance needs. The death benefit
on a single-premium policy varies, depending on the size of the premium, the age of the
insured, and the amount that is subsequently borrowed againsi the policy. 1

The bulk of the premium goes toward the cash value instead of the cost of the insurance
protection. The insurance protection is paid from the earnings on the cash value. The
quoted annual increase in the cash value (cureently 87%-107%) is a net increase, after the
cost of insurance has been deducted.

Under most policies, up to 907 of cash value can be borrowed, starting in the second
year. And the loans don't have to be repaid-although outstanding loans will cut into the
policy's death benefit.

In the following table single premiums and cash values at intervals (assuming no
borrowings) are given for $100,000 insurance for males ages between 0 and 15 (Juveniles)
and 35 to 50 (Adults) from one of the leading insurers.

NOTE: 1. The rate of return is around 107 compounded and insurance that increases from
$100,000 to almost $600,000 at 65 for those that start at 35 is bonus.

2. For females the rate of return would considerably,higher since the premiums

are lower. ,

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INTEREST ON POLICY LOANS- Interest on policy loans is not deductible. However, most
insurers never have a separate interest charge. The cost of any loans is simply deducted
from the interest being credited to the policy's inside buildup. E

Single-premium policies provide investors with tremendous tax-free borrowing power.
Even better, these policies can be used creatively as the basis of strategies that avoid i
tax reform crackdowns. ;
>

TAX REFORM-Not only do the tax benefits of single premium policies escape tax reform crack-
downs-but the policies provide a way to avoid crackdowns in other areas. For example:
* Tax, Insurance and Pension Consultant
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1 Family income-splitting: Clifford trusts have been important family tax-savers for
years. How the trust works: The parent transfers income-producting property to a

1 trust that lasts more than ten years. The trust income is distributed and taxed to
the low-bracket child. The property reverts to the parent when the trust terminates.

Tax reform would knock out the Clifford trust. The trust income would be taxed
to the parent.

INSURANCE SOLUTION-A single-premium whole life policy can take the place of a
Clifford trust. The expense of setting up a trust is avoided, the parent doesn't
lose control of the principal, and the money can continue to accumulate-tax-free-
until the child is ready for college. But as with a Clifford trust, the parent can
get his money back-by borrowing it rather than through a trust reversion.

Example: Mr. Green, age 35 buys a 31ngle—prem1um policy when his son, John, is born.
Initial premium: $10,000. The policy's initial death benefit is $50,000. The policy's
cash value grows tax-free at a rate of 10%. By the time John is age 18, the cash
value has grown to approximately $55,600. Green can borrow up to 90% of that to pay
for John's education.

Deferred compensation plan: Tax reform would impose tough new limits on qualified re-
tirement plans. But nonqualified deferred compensation remains a good way for a com-
pany to provide key employees with supplemental retirement income. However, one vehicle
commonly used to fund non-qualified plans-the deferred annuity-would no longer be useful
under tax reform. Inside buildup on deferred annuities would be taxed each year, if

the annuity owner is a corporation.

1 INSURANCE SOLOUTION-Instead of deferred annuities, companies can use single-premium
policies to fund deferred compensation. The company can borrow against the policy to
E make the deferred compensation payments during the employee's retirement. And if the
E employee dies before retirement, the death benefit can provide financial security to
i the employee's family.

Example: XYZ Corp. buys a single-premium pollcy on the life of Mr. Smith, XYZ's president.
Depending on the number of years before Smith's retirement and the face value of the
policy, XYZ should be able to (1) get back the amount of the premium through a policy
loan, and (2) later fund Smith's deferred comp. plan through annual loans.

KEEP IN MIND- There are many ways in which single-premium policies can be used to
sidestep tax reform—and keep getting tax-free income. Taxpayers should compare policy
features to determine which ones suit their needs. Policy surrender fees, rates of
return, death benefit calculations, and loan processing fees all differ from insurer
to insurer.
