Hindu Religion SITA ENTER THE FIRE Dr. Venkat N. Kanumalla
Pomona, New York

In the Adi Kavya (First Literary Work) Ramayana, Valmiki described the episode of Sita's
entering the fire in the following words. After killing Ravana, the great hero, Rama sent
Vibheeshana to bring Sita to his presence. When Vibheeshana brought her to the presence of
Rama, rama said to Sita, " I have re-won thee and my enemy Ravana iskilled. My wrath is
appeased. What a man should to wipe out an insult, I have done. However, a suspicion has
arisen with regard to your conduct. O! Janaki, I give you permission to go where it pleases

- you. I can have nothing more to do with you. What man of honor would give rein to his pa-
ssion to take back a woman who ahs dwelt in the house of another? You were taken into Rava-
na's lap and he has cast lustful glances on you. How can I take you back, I who belong to
the most illustrious Ikshwaku race. I have no attachment to you and you can go wherever you
want. This is the outcome of my reflections. Turn to Lakshmana, Bharata, Shatrughna, Sugri-
va or Vibheeshana, make your choice, 0! Sita, as pleases you best. Beholding your ravishing
and celestial beauty, Ravana will not have respected your person when you were in his place."
At these harsh words of Rama, Sita wept bitterly and addrtessed her husband saying: "Why do
you address such words to me as a common man addresses an ordinary woman? I swear to you that
my conduct is worthy of respect. Relinquish your doubts since I am known to you. If my limbs
came in contact with another's, it was against my will and neverthrough my inclination on
my part; it was brought about by fate. That which is under my control, my heart, was ever
loyal to you. My body was at the mercy of another and in that helpless situation what could
I do? If despite the proofs of stranger to you,my loss is irrevocable. Why did you not
repudiate me when you sent Hanuman to seek me out? I would have given up my life before
Hanuman then itself. Then you need not have to wage the war at all and all those dead now in
the war might have been alive. You acted like a mere human by giving way to wrath and by
passing premature judgement on a woman. I received my name only from Janaka, but my birth was
from earth and you failed to appreciate the nobility of my birth brought-up and conduct. You
have not even respected our marriage vows."

Having spoken thus to Rama, weeping all the while, she addressed Lakshmana saying,

"Raise a pyre for me, which is the only remedy for my misery. I cannot live after these unjust
reproaches. Publicly renounced by my husbnand, who is insensible to my virtue, the only
redress for me is to undergo the ordeal by fire."

When Lakshmana arranged the nvre, sita circumambulated Rama and stood before the flames
saying, " O Agni, grant me full protection if my heart was always true to Rama and if I am
pure in conduct, though Rama looks on me as sullied." So saying she entered the flames. The
whole world cried for Sita and so did Rama, with tears all the while. Then all the celestials
headed by Brahma, Siva and Indra appealed to Rama reminding Him that He is the supreme Lord
Narayana and that Sita was none other then His eternal spouse Mahalakshmi. When Ramasaid that
that He is just a man, Rama, the son of Dasaratha; Brahma, the creator said in unequivocal
terms that Rama is the self-same self-effulgent Supreme Lord, Adipurusha Narayana and that He
is Vishnu, He is Krishna and He is the Purusha addressed to in the Vedas. Brahma finally
has to say that it was He Narayana, appearing as Rama, is his creator and that He Himself is
not the real creator. Then Agni restored Sita to Rama saying "Neither by word, feeling or
glance has sita shown herself to be unowrthy of your qualities. She is pure and without
doubt and never did she give thought for Ravana." Rama replied, "It is well known to me that
Sita is ever loyal to me. I also know that Ravana could never approach Sita in spite of his
great perversity. Had I not put the innocence of Sita to the test, the people would have said
"Rama, the son of Dasaratha, is governed by lust." Thus Rama of noble exploits was re-united
with Sita. Then Lord Siva, Indra and Dasaratha (who also came down from the heavens along with
Indra) blessed Rama, Sita and Lakshmana. At that stage Rama requested Dasaratha to forgive
Kaikeyi for banishing him to the forest and Dasaratha consented. Finally Dasaratha requested
Sita not to take it ill that Rama renounced her and assured her as the foremost of the

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ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH TELUGU JYOTHI'S QUESTIONS

1. As all of us know, the cheetah (because of its long legs) and not the leopard is the
fastest amongst all the wild cats, clocking 70 mph in shorfbouts of less than quarter
mile. Compared to tortoise ('running' a  less than 1 mph ever in short spans), man
running at 20 mph, elephants at 25 mph, racehorse running at 40 mph, this speed of
cheetah can outrun any animal, especially in short spurts.

2. Amongst the wild cats, the Siberian tiger (grows upto 12') and weighs upto 7001bs)
is the biggest and heaviest. Lions grow uptr 9 feet and weigh upto 500 lbs and the
jaguar grows upto 7 feet and weighs upto 400 lbs.

3. There are 30 different types of small cats (the predecessor of the domestic cats)
and none has been claimed as the 'smallest' variety.

4. All wild cats roar, except jaguar and snow leopard; they only 'mew' at times. On a
quiet night, a lion's roar can be heard ‘5 miles away on a quiet night.

5. Amongst the wild cats, cheetah is the most easily tamable one and cheetah coursing
was a royal sport for Indian kings for more than 3500 years. Cheetah can bolt upto
45 mph in just 2 seconds, faster than some of our cars !

6. None of the big cats can chew the food they eat. They have incisors and cannine teeth
and they do not have any molars. Their jaws go up and down only and not sideways, SO
much so they can not 'grind'. With incisors and cannines, they 'tear' the food up
to smaller pieces and then just gulp the food.

7. None ! Scientists think that the capacity to see in colors has evolved only after
apes and gorillas have come into existance.

8. Although highly powered with a strong paw, lion is not a precision hunter like a cheetah
or a leopard. Often lions pounce on their victim's shoulders and deliver a death dealing
bite on the neck , help from other lions is needed to kill the victim.

9. All wild cats can swim; most of them do not like to enter water unless forced- but,
tigers are not only good swimmers, but like bathing too.

10. Leopards are the peerless creatures of stealth, silence and suprise. They are known
to be tricky also - like lieing on grass motionless like dead, and attack the prey
as soon as it comes close enough, cut of curiosity. They are formidable killers.

11. Although all wild cats can kill a man, they rarely do so except when they are injured
or old when they can not run after their 4 legged preys. Amongst the wild cats, the
leopard, not the the tiger, is the most common man eater.

12. Lions and cheetahs hunts in groups, while tigers, leopards, jaguars etc hunt as loners
except in mating season. A 'pride' of lion may consist of as many 20 or more lions,
lionesses and cubs. Because their first strike is not the best, a group hunting helps
the pride to pick up one prey and eat it completely - upto bones. Single lion/lioness
hunting is known, but they are not very successful in their hunting. The problem with
this group hunting is, the elder lions and lionesses eat first and the cubs last -
sometimes nothing left and the cubs will be starved to death !

13. Lions prefer zebras; jaguars prefer peccary, a type of wild pig; cheetahs prefer Thomp-
son's qazelles,a type of antelopes; and leopards can eat anything from field mice
to porcupines, baboons etc.

14. Tanzania's 5,700 sg. . mile Serengeti national Park supports the densest lion population
in the world and it is considered as lion's paradise because of "plenty of food" there.

15. Both dogs and cats are hunting animals and have eyes facing forward rather than sides.
This gives an overlapping picture, rather a binocular vision. A cat's eyes are placed
right in front, wide and unblinking like an owl's. Cats never look out of the corners
of thier eyes, but turn their heads and stare at the objects. Dog can roll its eyes.

16. The jaguar's spots on skin are clumped together, usually in groups of 4 or 5, to form
rosettes that surround one or more dark spots. The leopards also have rosettes, but
with unspotted centers. Cheetahs have black spots that do not form any pattern.

17. That is called 'tear-stripe', seen at the inner end of the eyes.

18. Australia and Antarcatica.

19. Cheetahs have comparatively small heads, long legs and dull-clawed. More over they
don't feed on carrions. Whatever they can eat in one sitting, they eat and leave the
rest for scavangers. They don't hide or bury and come and eat the same later.

20. Many reasons : Appearence, Capacity to eat (50-60lbs), sleep (20 hrs a day) etc.
