YOUR TAXES TAX RETURNS OF DEPENDENT CHILDREN DAMA VENKATAH* 17

Your dependent child has to file a tax return, if he/she has an income.

SPECTAL RULES: First, a child (or other individual) who is eligible to be claimed as a dependent
on the personal exemption of $1,900 on his/her own return, cannot be claimed as a dependent on
your return. This eliminates previous situation whereby a child and parent could both claim a
personal exemption for the child. Second, a dependent child's income is divided into TWO cate-
gories— earned and unearned. Earned income is income produced by the child's own labor such as
a summer or after-school job. Unearned Income is income from such items, as interest, dividends,
etc. Gifts and inheritances are in neither category since they are not subject to income tax.

Scholarships and fellowships, if they are subject to taxes under new law, are considered to be
earned income.

A dependent child with only earned income computes his tax in the usual way. His standard

deduction as a single taxpayer is $2,540. Since a dependent child can no longer claim a perso-
nal expmption on his own tax return, amounts over $2,540 will be subject to tax.

Unearned income is treated differently. At most $500 of the standard deduction can be
used to offset unearned income. Incomes over $500 will be taxed.

If the dependent child has both earned and unearned incomes, fthe following basics apply:

The standard deduction on the 1987 tax return of a single individual who can be claimed as
a dependent by another taxpayer is $2,540 except that it cannot exceed $500 or the individual's
earned income, whichever is greater. The following table simplifies the procedure:

CHILDREN UNDER AGE 14 WITH UNEARNED INCOME EXCEEDING $1,000.

A special rule applies to a child who has reached age 14 by the last day of the year and
has unearned income exceeding $1,000. This excess is not taxed at the child's tax bracket,
but rather at the parent's tax bracket, if it is higher. If the parents are married and filing
separate returns, the tax bracket of the spouse with the higher taxable income is used. In
the case of unmarried parents, it is bracket applying on the return of the custodial parent
that counts for this purpose.)

This proviso was enacted into law to curb the practice of transferring assets to a young
child in order that income earned on these assets be taxed at the child's lower rate rather
than at the parent's. However, it applies to all unearned income of the child, whether or not
due to assets given to the child by his parents.

The IRS has devised Form 8615 to be used on behalf of a child under age 14 who has unearned
inomce in excess of $1,000. The tax on this excess amount is computed as though it had been
earned by the parent on top of the income reported on the parent's tax return. The child's re-
maining inocme (i.e. earned income plus the first $1,000 of unearned income) is taxed at the
child's rate. Unearned inocme of $0-$500 - Exempt from Tax: $500 - $1,000 - Taxed at child's
rate: Over $1,000 — Taxed at Parent's rate if higher than child's rate.

Form 8615 is attached to the child's personal tax return, not to the parent's. It deter-
mines how much extra tax parent would have to pay if the child's unearned income over $1,000
had been earned by the parent. However, after this computation is made, Form 8615 calculates
tax for the child whose unearned income is over $1,000, as if the excess income is earned by
the parent anddistributes the tax among the personal returns of the children.

Unearned income of children who are age 14 or older as of the 1lst of the year is not
taxed at the parent's tax bracket in the usual way as is discussed earlier. The above is for
informational purposes only. Pleasue consult your tax person for finer details.

YOUTH FORUM ' K.V.RAO 27
ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH'S QUESTIONS OF THE MONTH

(The author prefers to give answers to this month's 20 questions in an essay
form. It shouldn't be difficult to fish out all the answers).

SILK : According to the legend, a silkworm cocoon fell into the cup of hot tea
which Empress Si-Ling Chi of China was sipping under a mulberry tree. The hot
tea melted the gum holding the fibres of the cocoon, and when Chi tried to take
the cocoon out, the long continuous fibre was unravelled. This was the beginning
of the silk industry. China guarded the secret of silk production tightly, but
engaged in extensive trade in silk fabrics and established a 6000 mile "silk
route or road" from China to Italy and Greece (Where civilisation was highest
and trading was best) from Sian (it was actually a caravan route) along the
Great wall of China to NW China, pass Takla Makan deser%t, pass Parinus mountains
cross Afghanisthan to Levant on Meditarrian coast, from where it used to go by
sea. Trade with India was done thro Khyber Pass from Afghanistan.

Japan by 3rd cent and India by 4th cent AD started producing their own silk and
later on, almost every country in the world started producing. It is a cottage
industry (upto production of cocoons) in most countries; presently China, India
Russia and South Korea produce most. The adul*t silkworm female moth does not
fly and lives only for 2 or 3 days, but lays 500 eggs. Males also do not live
long. These eggs are placed under controlled temparature conditions with enough
mulberry leaves, when they slowly go thro their life cycle; the larvae take one
month to grow fully and make the cocoon, wherein some 600 to 900 meters of long
continuous fibre (which is 2 filaments thick, glued by sericin) is woven.

The cultivation of silkworms for producing silk is called seiculture, and each
industrialist has his own secret method for higher yield. Most commonly used
silkworms are mulberry silkworms (Bombyx mori) which can live on lettuce leaf
and other foliage as well. Tussah silkworms (Anthrea peryl) live on oak leaf;
produce 'wild' silk with irregualr and coarse fibre. Bombyx moths break the
cocoons when they come out (and so make the cocoon useless for the fibre) while
Anthrea species come out thro' an opening they carefully make in the beginning.
That's why Bombyx moths are killed in their larval stage after the cocoons are
fully built (except those wanted for breeding purposes) by hot water or steam,
which removes the glue also, and then the fibre is obtained. 110 cocoons are
needed to make a tie; 630 worms, eating 35 1lbs mulberry leaves, can make enough
fibre for a blouse.

Silk is an animal fibre like wool, made up of protein; has a sheen, has good
affinity for dyes; retains heat best of all known fibres,has very little static;
It is the strongest of all natural fibres -stronger than steel fibre of equal
diameter; it is 'luxury' fibre; it is the 'miracle' fibre; thinnest of all
natural fibres; can hold as much as 11% of its weight in water (c.f.cotton 8%
and nylon 4%, wool 2%) and so absorbs sweat better. Silk is both resilient and
elastic and lasts long.(Charlemagne's coronation robe, made of silk in 800 AD
still in good shape in St Peter's Church in Rome). Decomposition takes place
above 170 C. Silk fibre from both species of moths, do shrink slightly in length
but not in width. Crepe, China silk, India silk, Fuji silk, Habutai, Satin,
Organza, Bangalore silk are all cultivated silks. Bangalore silk does not shrink
so also Dupioni whichis made of double stranded silk fibre. Shantung silk is
made from wild silk. Raw silk is silk with glue still on (sericini).

Silk blends with other fibres well except wool : India silk batiste, Belgaum
silk batiste, China silk batisfe, silk Shadowcheck - all have 55% silk and 45%
cotton. Costik has 60% cotton and 40% silk. Even silk-wool clothes are made;
but for some reason they are not *that popular. In USA, Patterson, NJ and
Reading, PA are the main producers of silk fibre and industry.
