ESTATE TAXES
GRANTOR RETAINED INCOME TRUSTS (GRIT) -contd-

This trust lets the grantor enjoy its income, then after a set period the principal
goes to the heirs with a big tax saving. A typical case is briefed below. °

A 50-year-01d businessman recently faced a problem: He owned the office
building where he ran his business from. It was worth about a million dollars and
was appreciating steadily. If its value increased by just 8 percent a year, it
would be worth more than $3 million within 15 years. A financial planner had warned
him that at his death the estate tax could come to about half the building's value.

So to pay the tax, his children would probably have to sell it-probably at a distress
price.

"Can't I leave my property to my children instead of the Internal Revenue Service?"
the man  asked during an estate planning-meeting. Heyggked if he'd be willing to
give the building away to his children. "Gladly," the businessman replied-but not while
he needeéd.! it for his business. He could give away only $100,000 worth a year to each
child without paying a gift tax. At that rate, he couldn't make much of a dent in the
estate tax.

But there was another way to give the building away and still make sure he had it
to use for his businéss. He could set up a trust that would allow him to keep the
income for a designated period-10 years, 15 years, or whatever period he chose. After
that, his children would get the building. If he still were running the businness in
it, he would rent it from them.

This type of trust is known as a GRIT, for grantor-retained income trust. It
seemed ideally suited to the situation. "Essentially it's a reverse Clifford trust,"
"With a Clifford trust, you give away the income for a period of years and get back the
principal at the end of that time. With a GRIT, you keep the income for a set period
and give away the principal at the end."

The tax effect of keeping the income is to split the property into two parts for
gift tax purposes. The grantor (the one who sets up the trust) keeps the right to
receive the income from the property for a set period. The longer the grantor reserves
the income for himself, the smaller the value of the remainder interest that he's giving
away.

The value of the remainder interest comes straight from the government's tables.

If the grantor held on to the income for 10 years, for example, then the remainder
interest would be reduced to 38.6 percent; after 20 years, the remainder interest
would be just 14.9 percent. Futube:, those are percentages of the property's present
value. Further appreciation wouldn't be taxed in the grantor's estate.

The value of the remainder interest transferred to a GRIT is taxable as a gift.
Since there's a single tax on gifts and estates, the remainder interest and other taxable
gifts the grantor made during his lifetime would be taxed as part of his estate. And
because remainders aren't eligible for the annual gift tax exemption, the entire
remainder is considered a taxable gift. So the smaller the remainder interest, the more
effective a GRIT is in reducing estate tax.

In the businessman's case a GRIT proved to be the solution. Perhaps it will for
you, too, when you learn more details.

NOTE: In the above a discussion is made to focus key estate planning concepts.
Those interested in using such concepts should consult their estate planning
professionals.

1. [Kaldi, an Arab goatherd, was puzzled by the queer antics of his herd -
like staying awake all night after eating the leaves and berries of the
wild coffee plant. Kaldi, an Ethopian, is said to have sampled such in
about AD 850, and found the exhilarating effect and told the world so.

2. Once grown along the Southern Arabian beninsula (and finest, in Yemen),
presently it is grown in many countries. The drink became popular in
Muslim world by 1200s, introduced into USA in 1660, in Brazil in 1700s.

3. Many countries - between tropics of Capricorn and Cancer - notably Java,
Sumatra, Central and South America, Equitorial Africa, Arabia, Hawaii etc
The plant grows best at 2000 to 6000 ft height in warm dry climate.

4. Brazil, Colembia and Ivory Coast in that order.

5. The plant has glossy green leaves with white flowers, red hard cherry-
like fruits (when ripe), containing 1 or 2 green seeds.

6. Temperature and rainfall !

There are 2 species of coffee plants; The Arabica species are cultivated
mostly in Latin America. while Robusta species in Africa. Most countries
have both varieties. Both can be a ffected by fungus diseases, but Robusta
species appears to be more resistant for infestations.

8. The ripened fruits of the coffee plants are processed either by wet or
dry process, to get rid of the unnecessary coverings around the seed.
Both methods have their advantages and disadvantages.

9. It can grow upto 20', but usually it is pruned to 12'. It is a shrub.

By modern methods of agriculture, one can get 2-3 tons of coffee per h.a.

10. Regular (brewing), instant (freeze-dried), and decaffienated types.

11. In many countries, coffee seeds are mixed with some other seeds, before

pulvirisation to give that 'extra' taste. Chicory is added in India, many

parts of Southern USA;Belgiu, Germany, Netherlands etc. Barley seeds,
sometimes soya beans are added in some countries.

By brewing large containers of coffee and evaporating the water from the

brew, and then freezing the same, brings the instant (freeze-dried)coffee.

Decaifeination is done by removing the caffeine by the action of acids or

alkalies or chlorinated solvent like dichloroethylene.

13. The size of the coffee crystal, exposure to air after roasting, and the
temparature at which it is preserved - are all factors
