ESTATE TAXES

More about G R I T S (Grantor Retained Interest Trusts)

( Articles on GRITS have been published earlier by the writer in these columns. Since
readers showed interest by asking questions and importantance as Estate planning device
is increasing, it is being presented again in a slightly simplified way)

Our problem today is not dying too soon but living too long. As our life expectancy increa-
ses, so do our concerns about having sufficient income to meet our retirement needs. We
begir to worry more about inflation, the solvency of Social Security system, financial
depwndency, paying basic expenses, and not having enough money to really enjoy retirement.
Grantor Retained Interest Trusts (GRITS) are among the few remaining Estate planning tools.

When a GRIT is created, usually income-producing property is transferred to an irrevocable
trust. The grantor can specify that he will receive all the income from the trust until
designated term of years expires or until he dies,whichever comes first. The trust also
could provide that if the grantor is living at the end of the term the trust property
belongs to designated beneficiarv suc as a child. If he dies during the trust term the
property would be distributed to his estate as per his will. His will could create a quali-
fied terminable interest property (QTIP) trust and his executor could include the GRIT
property in that trust. QTIP provisions allow the income from the GRIT property to be paid
to the grantor's spouse during her life time and at her death, the GRIT property could be
distributed to the intended beneficiary.

Thus, the income from the GRIT property could be available to the grantor during the term
of the trust or until he dies and to his spouse for her lifetime if he predeceases the term
of the trust.

After the creation of the GRIT, two things can happen. The grantor can outlive the term of
the trust or he can die before the term of the trust expires. If he outlives the term of
the trust three important tax consequences follow:
N
First, the income the grantor receives during the term of the trust is taxable.
Second, the grantor removes the value of the GRIT property from his taxable estate.
Third, the grantor gets a bargain on his gift taxes. Since the IRS uses a much higher
discount rate than today's economy requires, the gift is valued, for tax purposes at
less than its market value.

As a result, by making his gifts through GRIT and using his unified tax credit, the grantor
can transfer more than $2.5 million to his intended beneficiaries without handing the IRS
auy money. Without GRIT, he could only give away up to $600,000 without paying gift taves.
This means that the grantor can make more tax-free gifts for his tax-credit dollars than

he can by making outright gifts to his beneficiaries.

When a grantor dies during the term of the trust and is survived by his spouse and his
designated beneficiary, three important tax consequences follow:

First, the income the grantor receives from the trust during his lifetime is taxable.

Second, the gift tax consequences under such circumstances are the same as when the grantor
outlives the term of the trust.

Third, the value of the trust property is included in the gross estate of the grantor for
federal estate tax purposes. However, with a properly drawn will containing a QTIP trust,
the executor of the estate can qualify the GRIT property for the marital deduction. This
will eliminate taxation of the GRIT property in the grantors estate and subject the
property to the taxation in the estate of the spouse.

Those contemplating GRITS need to have sufficient LIFE INSURANCE to provide the funds
necessary to pay estate taxes. After the enactment of the 1987 Revenue Act Life Insurance
became more important than ever for funding the few remaining effective estate planning
vehicles. Watch for an article on insuring GRITS.
