1. Is Rama, (the Supreme Lord Narayana's seventh incarnation), justified in killing Vali?

It is the duty of a king to develop the art of government and in accord with the law, put
down transgression. Vali has violated justice and his conduct is condemned by all. Lust
was his only mentor. A younger brother should be considered as one's own son. When Sugriva
is still alive, Vali has taken over Ruma, the wife of Sugriva and had marital relations with
her. Since Vali has not respected the wife of his own brother, retribution followed. A King
has to punish the person who is not conforming to the social code of the law. Any man who
makes his daughter, sister or sister-in-law an object of lust, is punishable by death. (The
prevailing law during Ikshvaku dynasty). Also Manu Smriti (the law book) dictates that the
king who does not put down vice himself assumes the guilt. Snares, nets and traps, either
open or concealed can be used to catch wild animals, since, a wild animal like Vali was enga-
ged in putting to death a sober one like Sugriva. Rama is not guilty of killing Vali, even
though he was not fighting with Rama directly. (As per Kishkinda Kanda of Valmiki Ramayana)

2. Rama sent His pregnant wife Sita to the forest, even though she did Agnipravesha and even
after Brahma said "Sita is the greatest Pativrata. Why?
After leaving Sita in the forest, Lakshmana was grieving a lot and the charioteer Sumantra
tried to console him thus: " Do not grieve about Sita, O! Lakshmana. It was a curse that is
acting now. Formerly there was a conflict between Devas and Asuras. All the asuras took re-
fuge with the wife of the great sage Bhrigu. She gave them protection and they once again
started their abominable acts. The Supreme Lord, Vishnu, having failed to pursuade her, had
to sever the head of Bhrigu's wife with His Sudarshana Chakra. Seeing the death of his wife,
Bhrigu in his anger, cursed the Supreme Lord "Thou shalt take birth in the world of men, O!
Janardhana and there you too live separated from Your wife for many years." In spite of His
being capable of revoking the curse, the Supreme Lord said, "For the good of the worlds, I

will make Myself subject to Your curse." And the curse has taken its course only during the
Rama incarnation whereby Rama has to live for many years separated from Sita.

1987 TAX RETURNS

1986 Tax Reform Act reduced the tax rates but not taxes for all. In fact many
middle income earners pay mroe taxes in 1987. It is the understanding that 1988
will be low tax year for some time to come because it seems almost certain taxes
will go up again in 1989. The best way tax wise is to postpone income from 87 to
88 and prepone income from 89 to 88 and reverse for expenses.

Further 1986 T. R. A. increased the penalties for late payment of taxes. 1-15-88
is the date for final payment of estimated taxes for 1987.

Passive losses are no longer deductible for those over $150,000 Adjusted Gross
income and partially deductible between $100,000 and $150,000 for properties
placed in service after 1986. The deduction is phased out over 4 years for the
properties placed in service prior to 1987. Deductible portions are 65% in 87,
407 in 88, 207 in 89 and 107 in 90 and NONE after '1990. A new form No 8582 is
created for this purpose.

Profit on selling of a property is portfolio income (newly created classification)
and foes not offset passive losses. The maximum deduction allowed is $3000.

The following items may need special attention and see the new Schedule 'A'on the
opposite side.

1. MEDICAL EXPENSES: Currently amounts above 7.57 A G I are deductible. Those
who are in the border line may club all in 87 by prepaying some definite
expenses or in 88 by postponing if possible.

2. SALES TAXES:Both general sales taxes and those on automobiles are not deduc-—
tible on personal return but are added to the cost and deductibel as depreci-
ation if any business use of car is claimed.

3. INTEREST PAYMENTS:

Home Mortgage interest: If you borrowed any new amounts against your home
after 8/16/86 and if the total of all your mortgage debts was more than the
cost of the home plus improvements you need to attach new form 8598.

Personal Interest: Aﬁy interest on personal loans is deductible upto 65% in
1987 and 407 in 1988, It may be good idea to pay all interest including
interest on insurance loans now than next year.

4. CHARITABLE CONSTRIBUTIONS: Any donations paid now results in higher tax
savings and hence large donors may consider paying even 88 protion in 87.

5. MISCELLANEOUS DEDUCTIONS: Like medical expenses these are limited to 2% of
A G I. Those in border line may club where possible in 87 by prepaying 88

expenses (such as professional dues, books, accountant fee etc.) or postpone
all to 1988.

6. FORM 2106: Form 2106 has been split into two parts (a) Reimbursed employee
business expenses go to line 23 form 1040 and (b) Unreimbursed employee
business expneses go to schedule A miscellaneous deductions subject to 27
limitation.

ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH'S 20 QUESTIONS (from page no.9 )

Aviation is the art of flying, refers mainly to 'heavier than air' flying machines.
Engineers find it convinient to compare the speed of high speed airplane with the speed
of sound, which is identified by a Mach number. The speed of sound is Mach 1; it is 760
mph at sea level; and it is 660mph at 35,000 ft altitude. (varies with thinness of air).
Wright brothers were living with making and repairing bicycles at Dayton, Ohio.

On Sept 9th, 1908 Oliver Wright piloted the first flight exceeding 1 hr at Ft Myer, VA.
The first solo transatlantic (3600:m) crossing was by Charles Lindbergh, from Roosevelt
field, NY to Leborje field, France on May 20-21st, 1927. He returned to USA by ship.
"Around the World" record was first held by Howard Hughes in a Lockheed transport plane
from New York to New York in 3 days, 19 hrs 8 mts July 10-13, 1938. Arnold Palmer reduced
that time to 57:25 hrs in 1976 and then to 54 hrs in 1977 with a Boeing and a crew of 14
members. These were all with stops for fuelling, etc. Jet age has set the records at much
lesser - timings. Recently Voyager's "non-stop" was 216:3:44 hrs (a little over 9 days).
Sky-writing, first done in 1922 by an RAF captain over NY airspace with "Hello USA". Tita-=

From the earliest recorded times, men have watched birds fly and tried to fly, each one &
trying his own method.

Leonardo de Vinci conceived the idea of flying in his own way. In fact, he did designa

In 1938, PANAM started the first commercial transatlantic flights by using sea planes fronj
New York to Marceiles, France. Round trip $ 750; first flight had only 28 passengers !.

Airship is much larger than Hindemberg, which is about 3 times Boeing 747s. It turned out'm
to be ecconomically not viable and potentionally catastrophic, like Hindenberg.
Boeing 747 has 4 engines, while others have 3 or 2. The latter models like 767 have 3 engﬁﬁ
nes, much costlier and are slightly more effciemt, less noise, more ecconomic, etc.
Charles Kingsford Smith and crew flew from CA to Australia in 1928.

World's fastest plane, "Blackbirc", Sk-71, flies at Mech 3 at 26,000 ft plus al*itudes
Although the concept of jet engines were conceived as early as 1930's, the first to use
jet airplanes was Germany in WW II. They introduced Messerschmitt Me 262 late in WW II

in 1944, by which time Allied forces crippled German airforce.

Flying a Bell X-1 on Oct 14, 1947, Chuck Yaeger flew faster than speed of sound at 670mph
Amelia Earhart, first woman to fly transatlantic, set a transatlantic record by flying
from Newfoundland to Ireland in 14 hrs 56 mts in 1928. She had a solo flight in 1932.

In Aug 1909, the world's top airmen gathered at Reims, France to compete for prizes at
the World's forst International Aviation meet, for one week.

Calbraoth P Rodgers in 1911 made the first transcontinental flight across USA. He took

49 days and he crashed 15 times, but he did not give up !.
