WHY DO WE SUFFER? This question is the most often heard wherever we go, and for which
we do only get the sympathy of others but not a reply properly supported by scriptures. But
Hindu scriptures give th following answer:

"Our pleasures and sufferings in this birth are because of our good and bad actionms,
even though we may not be aware of the past. While enjoying the results of the previous acti-
ons, we do some more good and bad deeds, which in turn bear fruit at a later ssage and the
cycle goes on."

"How to define then which are good and which are bad actions? The good actions are,
according to Srimad Bhagavatham" "Kalan tat Hari Kirtanat" and "Bhajami Ndrayana Pada pan-—
kajam" i.e. chanting the glories of HARI and worshipping the lotus feet of Lord Srimannarayana.

GRANTOR RETAINED INCOME TRUSTS (GRIT)

What is a Grit?

The grantor (one who creates) retains income from the trust property for

varying lenghts of time. Afterwards the property goes to the beneficiary with a
big tax saving.

Is a GRIT for you?

If you are in good health and you assets total more than $1.2 million (the
amount a couple can leave tax-free to their heirs) or $600,000 (if you are
single or widowed), you should consider a GRIT. Make sure, though, that setting
it up won't jeopardize your own financial security. You will have to part with
the asset at the date you set for the trust to end.

What can go into a GRIT?

Any asset that either produces income or has a "use value'" is appropriate
for a GRIT. But the property must have an ascertainable value in order to es-
tablish your retained interest. For instance, you could set up a GRIT with your
house of your bussiness property.

How should a GRIT be set up?

A Grit should be established with a written trust document. Besides allow-
ing the trustee to sell and replace unsuitable assets, the trust should bar the

trustee from giving the grantor any part of the principal. That could taint the
deal in the IRS.eyes.

What can go wrong with a GRIT?

A GRIT can modify the old rule that nothing is inevitable but death and taxes.
If a grantor sets up a 20-year GRIT, for example, and avoids death for the trust's
20-year term, his estate will also avoid taxes on the trust property. But if he
fails to live the full 20 years, his death will make taxes inevitable.

When the grantor dies before the end of the trust's term, the property in a
GRIT reverts to his estate. For tax purposes, the property will be evaluated at its
current worth-including all the appreciation from the time the property was
acquired. That sounds terrible, but consider: The grantor's heirs are no worse off
than if the trust .had never been set up.

How much can a GRIT shield from Estate Taxes?

The longer the duration of the trust, the greater the potential estate tax
saving but the grantor must be living at the time the trust terminates. Otherwise

the trust property reverts to the grantor's estate and with it comes all the estate
taxes the grantor sought to avoid.
