3. Kalki Avataram Details: A: Sriman Narayana will incarnate as Lord Kalki in Kaliyuga at
the end of its first quarter ( Kaliyuga is for 432,000 years. One quarter is 108,000 yrs.
and we have actually completed 5088 years so far.) in the village of Sambala in the state
of Uttara Pradesh in India to a pious Brahmin Vishnuyas. This is in Srimadbhagavatam.

4. What is Upanayanam? A: It is to awaken the eye of knowledge (Brahmajnana). It is also
for the person to have a second birth (Dwija) to learn about the Lord similar to the Bap-
tism in Christianity and Barmitzvah in Judaism. It is also the beginning for the study
of Vedas and Upanishads. Upanayanam is a prerequisite for knowing Parabrahma. Anyone
who wants to learn Brahma Janna will take the initiation rite of Upanayanam. The wearing
of the Sacred Thread (céot§¥&5é59 is a part of Upanayanam. Traditionally, this ceremony
is for Brahmins, Vaisyas, Kshatriyas and some classes of Sudras in Hinduism. But, the
sacred thread ceremony is not a must for surrendered souls who want to have Brahma Jnana.
For the surrendered souls, Lord Kirshna, MANTHROPADESAM (Rendering of the Sacred Words)
Acharyas is SUPERIOR TO THE CEREMONY OF UPANAYANAM.

5. Who is Lord Ranganatha? A: Lord Ranganatha is the First and Foremost ARCHA VIGRAHA form
of Lord Sriman Narayana. Lord Sriman Narayana is Adyantha Rahita, the first created by
Brahma. Brahma prayed to Sriman Narayana to bless him with a VIGRAHA for his daily wor-
ship. Lord Narayana gave His own form of ANANTA SAYANA SRIMAN NARAYANA, also known as
RANGANATHA to Brahma for his daily worship. When King Ikshwaku (one of the illustrious
forefathers of Lord Rama of Raghu dynasty) pleased Brahma and prayed for an Arch Vigraha,
Brahma gave Ikshwaku, his own Ranganatha. This vigraha was worshipped by all the Raghu
Vamsa Kings and also by Lord Rama Himself. (Hence the title for Lord Ranganatha as Periya
Perumal or Bhagawan's Bhagavan = for Lord Rama is Bhagawan Narayana and Rama's Bhagavan
is Ranganatha). After the Ravana Samharam and Sri Rama Pattabhishekam, Lord Rama was
giving away many gifts to all those who helped Him get Sita back and when He turned to Vi
Vibhishana, Lord Rama was so overwhelmed with his devotion, He gave him His own worship-
ful Bhagawan Lord Ranganatha saying that He is not having any other valuable thing other
than His own Lord to be given as a gift to Vibhishana.

TIPS FOR 1988 TAX RETURNS

SPECIAL TAX SAVINGS FOR SELF EMPLOYED IF DEPENDENTS WORK FOR THEM

If you are a self employed professional or bsufness person and your teen
age children or others who lived in your home and who are your dependents
helped you in your business there is a special tax break to consider.

Example: Business person fis married and files Joint return and has taxable
income of over $40,000. He has two teen age high school/nollege goeing
children. If they help the parents in thefr business, parents may pay and
deduct upto $3000 per child without any loss of exemption for tax purposes.

The only limitatfon is the amount pafd must be reasonable for the services
rendered.

Parents save 3000 X 289 = $840 Fed. Tax
3000 X 12% = $360 NYS + NYC TAX if applicable

Child pays no federail income tax as the standard deduction is $3000 for
®arned income and about $15 to NYS + NYC as NYS standard deduction is $2800.

If the child is over 18 or {f the dependent 1s other than <the child or
spouse net Social Security tax in the amount of 360 to 390 Is due.

Even where Socall Security fs due the family saves a net of $800 or more per
child/dependent. ‘

For salaries over $3000 ( single standard deductfion amount ) the advantages
are excellent {f the child is below 18 and not that good for those over 18
since 15% income tax and 13% Social security taxes are due.

If taxable {ncome s between $71,900 and $149,250 the savings will be
additional 5% or $450 per child/dependent.

INTEREST DEDUCT]ONS

Interest deductions are broadly classified into four categories.
(1) Home Mortagage {nterest (2) Points
(3) Investment interest and (4) Personal {nterest,.

The rules for deducting HOME MORTAGE interest have changed for 1988. In most
cases, all of the interest is deductible as belowt

(a) For loans existing on 10/13/87 al} the interest without any limitations.

(b) On loans taken after 10/13/87 that are used to buy, bulld or
improve improve personai residences, provided the total of all mortages
including any preexisting one does not exceed $1,000,000,

(¢) On loans taken after 10/13/87 and used for any purpose otheér than to buy,
build or improve personel residence where these mortages do not exceed
$100,000 at any time in 1988.

There are no significant changes in the deductions of other types of interest;

some may have to file form 4952 to figure investment fnterest deduction and
personal interest deductfon is 1imited to 40% for 1988. g,

Moths have feathery antennae
They can come in all colors; violet is rarest.

Yes, a butterfly can survive a torn wing and can still fly, lobsided

Both moths and butterflies have 'ugly duckling' stage before beconing

colorful beauty queens. The butterfly pupa is called a chrysalis.

They are not as defenceless as they seem; some species like monarch

butterflies are unpalatable; wings have false headmarkings in some;

folded wings give a picture of dead leaves, etc. Thege are many nore
ways, by which they camouflage themselves. Similar techniques are see
in thier caterpillar stage also.

6. Queen Alexandria's birdwing. a butterfly from New Guinea is the bigg-

est butterfly with a one foot wing span. Hercules moth of Australia

and of New Guinea and Atlas moth of S.E.Asia as well as Brazilian ow-

let moths are the biggest - even bigger than butterflies. Some 20,000

moths have wingspan of less half an inch, while the smallest butter-

flies are the blues of temporate lands. (e.g : Afghanistan)

Most of them do not survive more 'than a season or at the most a ‘year.

Monarchs survive for several months. But in Greenland, some moth spee

cies' larvae survive minus 90 F for vears, before completing the cveld

You guessed it right- Man! Man cuts the trees, plants and deprives thd

caterpillars of their food, catches butterflies for fancy, kills the

silkworm pupae to get the silk etc.Birds, lizards, rodents all can

. kill and eat butterflies and meths, while ants kill/éat caterpillars.

9. Butterflies and moths occur in every continent except in Antarctica.
Some live north of Arctic Circle, even as high as 20,000 ft in the
Himalayas, but in general they are more in warmer climates. ;

Both butterflies and moths sip flu
ids, mainly flower nectar but also tree sap, juices from overripe fru
its, while caterpillars, as we know, eat only leaves of differnt kindd

12, For most moths and butterflies, 'life' is over by the time the winter
comes and a new geheration of eggs and pupae are on the way. Sone
like red admiral, hibernate in tree hallows, rocky crevices, as adults

13. Ho, not all buttsrflies migrate. Most remarkable are the monarci but-
terflies of N.America which fly as rmuch as 2000 miles down south in
late summar to their hibernating grounds of hillsides of Michoacan of
Central Mexico. It is estimated as nanhy as 200 millions fly at an alt

- tude of 1500 to 7000 ft at about 12 mph, practically gliding all the
way with favourable winds. They wait for spring and then make a retur
journey all the way back toEastern USA and Canada.In Europe, 'painted
ladies' cross the Mediterranean Sea and even Alps on their spring fli
ghts' to Europe from Africa. Similar things happen in some moth speci.es

1l4. They glide with the wind, like a glider, using minimal energy.

15. Moths rely mainly on odors and sounds, rather than eyesight, because
they are mostly nocturnal. The sense of smell is located in antennae;
their 'ears' located or its body membranes can detect high pitched
sounds even from a long distance. They escape bats by dropping down !

16. Ordinarily. both meths and butterflies are not good speed fliers.They
rarely go beyond a mile a day, flying less than % mile an hour.However
