COULD LIFE INSURANCE REPLACE IRAs AS TOP RETIREMENT WEALTHBUILDER?

The Tax Reform Act eliminated the TRA deduction for taxpayers (1) with adjusted gross
incomes in excess of $50,000 ($35,000 if single) and (2) who are active participants
in employer-sponsored retirement plans (including Keoughs).

~NONDEDUCTIBLE CONTIRBUTIONS- Of course, these taxpayers can continue to add to
their IRAs with after-tax dollars. The contribution cap is the same as before:
$2,000 ($2,250 for a taxpayer and nonworking spouse). While the contribution.
itself isn't tax-deductible, the earnings still grow and compound tax-free

until they are withdrawn. Is it still worthwhile for these taxpayers to contri-
bute to an IRA? As with all investment decisions it depends on many factors-
age, investment preferences and overall financial picture. But since they can
no longer deduct their IRA contributions, many high-income tax-payers are
seeking alternatives.

—-TOP IRA ALTERNATIVE- An investment in life insurance may be the perfect solution.
Just like an IRA, investment earnings in a policy build up tax-free. But cash
value life insurance has a number of built-in advantages that match-or even top-
those offered by an IRA.

1. Access to cash: A life insurance policy's cash value is a ready source of tax-free
funds that can be tapped at any time, for any reason. On the other hand, with-
drawals from an IRA before the tapayer reaches age 59} are generally subject to
a 107 penalty plus regular income tax.

2. No required withdrawals: Not everyone wants or needs to retire by age 70%. But
an IRA requires the tapayer to start taking annual withdrawals at that age,
whether or not he needs them. An insurance policy's cash value can continue to
accunmulate as long as the policyholder wishes.

3. Investment flexibility: Many life policies offer investment options with rates
of return that compare favorably to IRA investments.

4. Retirement income: As with an IRA, life insurance provides a number of options
for retirement payouts, depending on the retiree's income needs. With a divi-
dend-paying policy, the retiree can simply withdraw the dividends, leaving
the cash value intact. Other retirees may want to systematically borrow against
the cash value. Or the cash value can be paid out as a life annuity.

-BIG INSURANCE ADVANTAGE - Life insurance provides a major source of family security
that an IRA can't offer-a tax-free death benefit.

Example: Mr. Murthy, age 42 earns $60,000 annually and participates in his company's
retirement plan. He nas been depositing $2,000 each year in an IRA. Starting in
1987, his contributions are no longer deductible. If Murthy continues to contribute
$2,000 annually to the IRA for another 23 years (until he is 65), he will have ac-
cunulated about $131,530 (assuming an 8% reuturn).

—~LIFE INSURANCE STRATEGY- Murthy takes the $2,000 that would have gone into the IRA

and uses it to pay premiums on a dividend-paying whole life policy. One immediate
advantage: He acquires an initial death benefite of $111,000. After 23 years,the policy's
cash value is $130,500 and death benefit is $246,500.

The insurance policy gives Murthy much greater flexibility than the IRA. He can set up
a plan in which he can skip premium payments in certain years, or make additional
payments if he wishes. He's not subject to a $2,000 annual cap. Even better: In Murthy's
arrangement, dividends go to purchase paid-up additions. His plan is structured so
that he can stop paying premiums when he turns 65-but the cash value and death benefit
keep going up.

Yes, there are! There are some wild sheep on the uninhabitated St Kilda
Is. off the west coast of Scotland.
The quality depends on the age and the physical condition of the animal
and the climate in which it lives. Young healthy sheep in cold climates
produce the best wool. Low quality wool comes from dead or diseased ones.
Wool processing mainly 4 steps; First is shearing-with power shears, the
experts can clip 200 or more animals per day. Second, is grading and sor-
ting - removing any stained or damaged ones and then sorting out. Wool
fibres are judged by their strength, fineness, length, waviness and color
Third step, is making the yarn, aftrer the wool is cleaned and dried and
then carding is done.

The fleece of sheep is covered by yolk which consists of wool grease and
dried perspiration.Yolk protects sheep from rain and keeps the fleece fro:
matting. Grease is secreted by sebaceous glands and consists of lanolin
which is used in many cosmetics. because it is easily absorbed by skin.
Researchers in Australia have developed a method - an injection of a bio-
logical compound which weakens the fibre at the base, without causing it
to fall out. Tufts of wool can now be plucked by hand or machine easily!
Wool has good elastic recovery giving it a springiness that makes clothes
wrinkle resistant when dry; 150 yds of wool yarn is used in an official
baseball! Wocl can be bent 20,000 times without breaking (silk 1,800) and
rayon after 75). Wool is naturally flame resistant, outer layers smolder
to protect the inner layers. The surface of wool is water resistant; its
interior highly absorbant. In fact wool is the most hydrophilic of all
