NEW DELHI (UNI) — Telugu poet C.
Narayan Reddy has been chosen for

try’s most prestigious literary honor.

The award is being given to Reddy,
the Vice-Chancellor of Telugu Univer-
sity, Hyderabad, for his works during
the period 1968-83 of which “Mantalu
Manvudu” and “Vishwambhara” are
notable.

Reddy is the second Telugu writer!
to be honored with this award. The
award has gone four times to Hindi
and Kannada writers, three times to
Bengali and Malayalam writers, twice
to Gujarati, Oriya and Marathi writers
and once each to Assamese, Punjabi.
Tamil, Telugu and Urdu writers.

16 Poetic Works

Reddy has written 16 poetic works
during 1968-83. Of these Mantalul
Manvudu (The Flames and The Man)
which won the Sahitya (literary) award
in 1974 and Viswambhara, an epic
poem in free verse are considered to
be masterpieces. Viswambhara, a po-
etic account of man’s victory over
obstacles, has won several awards in-|
cluding the kumaran asAn (Kerala),
Bilwara (Bharatiya Bhasha Parishad),
Calcutta, Soviet Land Nehru and Mo
hini Das awards.

Reddy’s poems are a blend of lyri-
cal romanticism, progressive opti-
mism, humanism and realism.

An earthquake is a movement of the earth's crust that causes the ground to _
shake or vibrate. Slow creeping of earth materials produce 'earthquake swar-
ms' and are recorded on seismograms as 'microseisms’; extremely small indi=-:
vidual events are called 'microearthquakes' which are very very common.

Only some 20 (out of this, only one or two will be serious) cause damage, out
of million earthquakes that take place around the globe each year ! :
Seismology is the study of earthquakes and shock waves. Seisomologists use
seismograph to record time and intensity of the waves generated by the ear- |
thquake. Such recordings are taken in several places to determine the point
of origin or epicenter of.the quake. The US Geological Survey's National
Earthquake Information Service in Golden, CO, collects information from 300C
seismological stations in about 125 countries !

In general seismology is useful toward abatement of earthquake risks. Study
revealed areas of greatest earthquake risk; so also it revealed that founda-
tions on sand, artifical fill, alluvium etc are unstable; so also tsumanis
(VIDE INFRA) waves and their direction can be predicted. Seismology is also
useful for study of interior of earth as well as oil/mineral resources.
Although seismologists have made vast strides in their understanding of how.
and where earthquakes happen, they still cannot predict when.

Artificial earthquakes are induced or related to 'man's activity. These are
anywhere from vibrations from machinery, common vehicular traffic etc to
underground bomb explosions, to creating huge dams to trap water. Koyna Dam
and reservoir were responsible for destructive earthquake of Koynanagar in‘
1967. Similar things have happened in Greece as well as in USA (Lake Meade).
The globe is encassed by shell of rock, divided like a jigsaw puzzle into
more than a dozen interlocking pieces. These plates, about 70 miles thick,
float on the earth's semimolten mantle, the layer that surrounds the core.
Propelled by forces in the earth's interior, the plates shift as much as 4"
a year, gradually increasing plate-to-plate pressure. When the stress exceec
the strength of the rock to contain it, the edges of the plates break and
snap info new position. This is the initial upheaval of an earthquake. The
release of energy results in seismic waves that radiate from the epicenter
at speeds of more than 26,500 miles per hour and can be felt sometimes some
thousands of miles from the epicenter. It is the release of the energy that
violently 'shakes' the top of the earth,collpases buildings, bridges etc.
Answer is contained in the answer to Question no. 3. :

The power/strength of an earthquake is measured by an open end Richter scale
the California Physicist, introduced in 1935. Starting from zero (normal
activity) it increases with no upper limit. Each whole number represents a .
tenfold increase in size of seismic waves and 30-fold increase of energy :
released. Highest recorded is 8.9 (in an ocean trench), while highest"asse
ssed" was 9.5 occuring on 5.22.1960 near Concepcion, Chile.

Powerful earthquakes cause huge sea waves called tsunamis. Travelling at
more than 400 mph, these cause heavy damage when they hit the coastline.

The most violent quake in the US, at least 8.3 on Richter rocked Anchorage '
(Alaska) in 1964; 115 killed, 75% industries destroyed.

Fortunately India does not get much of earthquakes; however in 1967 Koyna-
nagar had a bad one.

The most famous/infamous earthquake in recent times is that of San Franciscc
in 1906, followed by fires, everywhere, destroying thousands of homes etc.

Altogether, 315
found dead, 352 missing and 250,000 rendered homeless.
