| have lived in America all my life. Therefore, | went to
American schools with other American children. In this
environment, | began to compare myself with other children,
especially the color of my skin. It would bother me that | had
brown skin and others had white. Sometimes | believed my
family and | did not wash ourselves properly. However, as time
went on, | learned more of my culture and ethnic background
and realized my skin was not a hindrance but a help. It made
me unique from others. It symbolized my race and culture, that
of an Indian.

As an Indian, | found that | have two major roles in North
American society. One is to open the minds of my fellow
Americans not to be prejudice against any race. The other is to
reflect the values | have learned through my culture onto them;
in my everyday actions, to exemplify the wholeness and morality
of my heritage.

The first of these roles is perhaps the most difficult.
Stereotyping people based on their cultural background is a
common practice. Jews are often thought of as being rich and
educated. Blacks and Hispanics are commonly thought of as
not affluent and uneducated. Orientals are known for being
"math geniuses'. These are just some examples of how North
American society places appellations on different ethnic groups.

Even Indians are stereotyped. This is what | wish to educate
my American brothers and sisters on. | want to teach them that
not all people exemplify their stereotype. For example, a few
years ago, | was standing at the bus stop with some American
friends and they began talking about another Indian girl who
lived down the street. They said "she was dumb for an Indian."
They thought all Indians were intellects and geniuses. | told
them that was not true, that every person was different
regardiess of their ethnic background. | found this as an
important role to stop others from stereotyping and to be more
ecclectic.

Another part of "opening the minds of my fellow Americans" is
to teach them that prejudices and bigotry against any race, not
only Indian, is wrong. Because my skin was fairer than other
Indian girls, many Americans had a hard time determining my
race. Therefore | was fortunate enough not to get teased or
mocked a great deal for being an Indian as some other children
were. However, when | saw other kids being made fun of
because of their race, | realized my role as an Asian youth
should be to helo prevent bicotrv or racism from spreadina.

since | am a minority myself. When | saw my younger cousin
being teased by some American children, | ran to his defense
and told them that what they were doing was disgusting and
wrong. They later apologized and never teased my cousin
further. This was very gratifying to me becasue | had served my
purpose as an Asian Indian youth.

As gratifying as "opening the minds of my fellow Americans' is,
teaching others the values of my heritage is perhaps the most
fulfilling.  Through my every-day actions | impart and relfect
morals my culture has instilled in me. For example, | was taught
all my life to study and work hard and | would be successful in
life. This was especially stressed in my culture and my parents
conveyed it to me. | reflected this as an example to other
Americans. Whenever | did well on my tests or received a good
grade on a paper, my American friends would ask me how come
| did so well. | would tell them education is very important to me
and | try to study as much as possible. My friends would realize
that education was a value of the Indian culture and this would
serve part of my role as an Asian youth in a North American
society.

Another value that | reflected is to respect elders at all times.
This value was stressed in the Indian culture, especially in the
Hindu religion. If | became angry at my parents, | would yell at
them, but | never said harsh words or called them names. | had
to show respect for them because they were elder to me. When
an American friend of mine asks me why | avert maligning adults,
| simply thell them | was raised to treat elders with kindness.
This is surprising to them, but they honestly understand the
impact my culture has on me and in turn respect me. This is
another example of my role in North American society, to reflect
the values of my culture.

My culture has proven to be a dominant force that has formed
much of my personality and judgement. Growing up in a North
American society, it has helped me to assimilate in the
mainstream as well as instill significant values. My purpose as a
Asian Indian youth is clearly to help Americans accept and
appreciate people of different cultures (not only the Indian) and
understand the morals that go along with those ethnic
backgrounds, through my everyday actions. If | continue opening
the minds of others and reflecting the values of my heritage, | can
grow as a person.

We live in a western society
therefore we have to follow certain western practices and accept
cultural influences. Yet at the same time we shold be eager to
learn about our native culture and we should proudly accept it
as a part of our heritage.

| believe we should not allow ourselves to be influenced by
only one culture but by both. We should take both cultures as
our own. We should absorb the good traditions and practices
of each. By doing this it is we, individually and as a group
along with the rest of the society who will reap the benefits.
We shall become a more diverse, open and broad-minded
people gaining much respect in society. By allowing ourselves
this dual cultural influence by two very diverse cultures we will
enrich society through our knowledge of Indian cultural
traditions such as food, dance, ar, literature and language. At
the same time we will be able to integrate socially and culturally
in western society.

Due to the fact that we live in a predominantly western
society, Indian cultural traditions are at a risk of being lost to
future generations. We are in a position to prevent this. We
have to take an interest and make an effort to learn about our
native culture. By keeping a dual cultural influence we can
keep Indian cultural traditions alive in North America for the
benefit of future generations. that is one of the greatest
benefits of keeping our Indian heritage alive in North America.
Because of this our children and grand-children will have a
unique identity in society. They will have a combination of the
Indian cultural heritage as well as western traditions to claim as
their own.

Two important institutions to us as an Indian Community are
our religious centers and Indian cultural centers. By providing
books, good films, heritage language programs, religious
programs, cultural programs and many other useful services
they serve the purpose of promoting and uplifting our Indian
cultural heritage.

In summarizing | say that we, the Asian Indian Youth of the
U.S. and Canada have to integrate the best of two cultures in
order to keep ourselves open and broad-minded. Only through
integration wil we be a morally strong people. If we have moral
strength we will be able to keep our rich Indian heritage alive in
this society. In the final analysis we will see that it is only
through open-mindedness and acceptance of other peoples and
cultures (the removal of ignorance and misunderstanding) that
we will globally achieve long-lasting peace, cooperation and
happiness.

India- a land with rolling fields, mountainous regions, and busy
city streets. Indians are as diversified as the land they live on.
Some work to preserve the ancient culture and history, while
many are aiding in its budding technology. yet, in the midst of
the varying life styles in India, a new idea has emerged rapidly
within the past twenty years and it is one of emigration and
starting over again. Indians began heading to America.

The name "America" itself sends glamorous thoughts of
unending educational and professional opportunities, dazzling
Hollywood movie stars, sports heroes, and the wealthy everyday
life style. That was enough to attract hundreds of thousands of
Indians to America. Because they grew up in Indai, they
brought with them their own traditional values and in the time
they have been here, have picked up some local American
values. These Indians have found a way to balance the virtues
of the two countries and feel comfortable living a dual lifestyle.
It is with these Indians’ children, the first generation American
born Indians, however, where difficulties arise. The children are
forced to discover for themselves the role of the Asian-Indian
youth in the North American society.

In the late nineteenth and early twentieth centuries, a flock of
European immigrants arrived in the United States. Generations
later, their once prevalent cultures are now hardly
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distinguishable from the average American, who was also once
from a distinct foreign background. The Indian culture is in
danger of extinction in America. If the first generation youth in
America are experiencing the uncertainity of which heritage they
feel stronger about, how will their children react? Will the third
generation know of India's ancient history and unique culture? It
is, therefore, the role of the Indian youth in America to preserve
their Indian culture.

That goal, however, is not that simple. Despite tremendous
movements for minority’s rights, prejudice still exists. Children are
pressured by their peers to become Americanized while their
parents want them to be more Indian. Children are caught in this
confict at an age when friends mean more than family.
Unfortunately, those who refuse to conform to American
standards are looked down upon in many places in society. All
of a sudden, simple things such as whether to go to an Indian
function or to the movies with friends become major decisions
which can influence those future generations.

It is possible, though, for Indian youth to initiate a compromise
between themselves and their parents so they can enjoy the
best of both worlds; America and India each ahve so much to
offer. The child may participate in school activities and go out
with his or her friends during the week, then use weekends to
learn about India, whether its by taking language lessons, seeing
a music concert, or reading a history book.

It is equally important to keep ties with India itself. First-hand
visits are educational experiences, but not always practical. An
easier way to keep in touch is through letter-writing to friends and
relatives. This way Indian youth in America can learn about their
homeland with a more personal touch.

It is of emphasis that the youth take the lead and speak out.
In some Indian organizations, successful youth groups were
formulated wherein teenagers discuss problems directly affecting
them, and possible solutions. They alos devise projects such as

plays and presentations which can be used for teaching as sell

as for entertainment. |If such youth groups can be formed nation-
wide, the task of preservation would be simpler to accomplish.
There also needs to be a strong sense of communication
between the generations.

The process of preserving one’'s culture is of ultimate
importance. Indians do not want to evolve into the average
American. They want to stand out for centuries to come and that
goal is left to the children of today. If they are determined and
encouraged, it can be done. The Indian youth of today are
responsible for the Indian youth of tomorrow and every moment
that is wasted is contributing to the extinction of the Indian culture
in America.

Numerous cliches have evolved to describe this country: "the
melting pot;" " the land of opportunity." If we are to believe all we
have heard, the North American sub-continent is one smiling
collage of different colors, nationalities and religions. Is this really
true?

Historically, each new wave of immigrants has been ridiculed,
ostracized and discriminated against. For example, at the height
of World War |, when the US. and her allies were fighting
Germany, German immigrants were the victims of prejudice. After



the Japanese attack on Pearl Harbor, Americans directed their
hatred towards the newly-arrived Japanese boat-people.
Eventually, however, both the Germans and Japanese attained
acceptance in American society.

Asian Indians immigrated to America long after most oriental
groups had established themselves here. Inevitably, Indians
have found themselves the targets of violence and prejudice in
the U.S. Yet Indians, along with ltalians, Germans, Koreans,
etc.,, form an ingredient in the much-vaunted melting pot! Why
then are we set apart? Why does the Telugu Fine Arts Society
ask, "What is the role of Asian Indian youth in North America?"
How does my role, as an American of Indian descent, differ
from my friends’ roles, as Americans of Italian descent? Are we
not all Americans?

Ideally, there should be no difference between Americans,
regardless of descent. That is what distinguishes this country
from all others: the fact that America embraces so many diverse
cultures. Therefore, | would like to offer a suggestion to the
Telugu Fine Arts Society. A better question might be, "What is
the role of youth in North America?" Or more significantly, "How
has living in North America impacted Asian Indian youth?"

It is a sensitive issue, one that is often the source of bitter
arguments between Indian kids and their parents. Most parents
want their children to follow traditional Indian values, while the
chidiren usually wish to adopt Western culture. Besides the
family conflicts that this cross-culture instigates, there are social
problems. To often "white America" is hesitant to accept Asians
as "red-blooded Americans." This results in an identity crisis for
Indian kids. It is like a tug of war, with parents pulling one way,
society pulling another. Am | Indian or American? My parents
tell me | am Indian. My relatives in India tell me | am American.
"Americans" tell me | am Indian. Who should | listen to?

Ultimately, | could only listen to myself. Instead of looking for
answers from other people, | looked inside myself and grappled
with that all too familiar adolescent question, "Who am I1?" Far
from being bitter about my cross-identity, | accepted it
graciously. | am neither Indian nor American. | am not a
hyphenated "Indian-American’ or "American-Indian." | have long
since given up on titles; some things defy classification. So, if |
want to dress in a sari and take gulab jam to my classmates,
that's is fine. Or if | feel like putting on my headphones and
screaming along with Bruce Springsteen, that's alright too. It's
not important to define your title: "Indian" or "American" - it's
more important to define your actions.
