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Letter from the President ¢

Dear Members/Guests:

"“When there are two Telugu people, there are two
opinions". "No. There would be four opinions". listening to
the two gentlemen, I remarked that they seem to agree that
there would at least be two opinions from two people. We,
as TFAS Trustees, sometimes face difficulty in deciding the
right choice. This happens becasue we get mixed signals
from the members. Even if we try to satisfy the majority,
there could be a large minority unhappy. Here are some
examples of the mixed signals.

Mahesh Saladi spent significant effort in directing the
drama and coordinating the Summer Festival and Dr. B.
Gopala Reddy Award Ceremony on June 30, 1990 with the
help from a number of volunteers. Many said the program
was successful (even though the delay should have been
avoided). But some thought the lite music was
inappropriate considering our guests from India. Of course,
the problems with the audio system and the delay in the
program added to the dissatisfaction.

Some complimented us for bringing TLCA participation.
Some others weren’t sure of the appropriateness of this
decision since it was a TFAS award ceremony. They even
asked why we had TLCA banner along with TFAS banner.

We charged for the coffee because the admission for the
program was free--but some complained against the idea.
Some others thought we could have arranged dinner for all,
like our Ugadi and Deepavali tradition. Yes, it would be
nice, but we have difficulty in getting enough volunteers to
cook for two programs a year so we don’t want to add
more burden to our volunteers. Catering was suggested
but at $10 per plate we don’t believe that catering would
be a satisfactory solution.

We get mixed signals on some other matters too. Some
like the mementos we give to the participants in the
programs, some don't. Some say we should pay to our
youth to help us at the functions, but some strongly believe
such help should be voluntary. I can go on, but you get
the idea.

We discussed with previous trustees and got some
guidance. They told us that a good drama and home
cooked Telugu Dinner at reasonable admission charges are
essential for the program success. Some music (but not
the serious classical type) and some participation by
children (usually dance) are good starters. What do you
think?

Changing the subject, by now you must have caught with
the news that Lakshmi Rao, Usha Raghunathan and Ram
Rao, youth members of TFAS, took an active role in the
TANA Youth Conference in St. Louis, July 6-8, 1990 (see
India Abroad, July 13). TFAS is proud of them.
