The following is a report on the December 27 & 28, 1989 Workshop on India Literacy Project 1990, held at the Haripuram Farm of
Bhagavathula Charitable Trust (BCT), Yellamanchili, AP. Ramesh Bellamkonda,

Murty Bhavaraju, Kurt Johnson, Vipul Kasyap, B.V. Rao, Lavy Thomas, Kumar Vadaparthi and Janaki Venkayya, all from US have
actively participated in the workshop and represented the India Literacy Project Coordinating Committee.

I 1. First Day, 27-12-1989.
A Inaugural Session presided over by Sri V.N. Murthi, Chairman, Literacy House.
i) Prof. B. Sarveswara Rao, President, BCT, Yellamanchili
ii) Overview: Ms. C. Mohana, deputizing for Dr. B.V. Parameswara Rao, whose voice was affected that day.

The inaugural session was mainly to inform the audience about Literacy as a movement of the people in general and India
Literacy Project, 1990 in particular.

B. The afternoon session presided over by Sri AV. Swami, Director, VISWAS, Khariar Road, Orissa. A draft plan of action as
developed in consultation with voluntary organizations was presented by Ms. C. Mohana, BCT at the plenary for their
consideration for adoption. Further, Sri AV. Swami, had given an account of the efforts in Orissa and their state-level
Convention held during 22-24 December, 1989 which was attended by Dr. B.V. Parameswara Rao. In that over 700 delegates
had participated meeting their own travel while Rs. 20,000 were raised from their own organizations to meet the cost of
hospitality.

Dr. Ramesh Bellamkonda from USA gave an overview of the various compaigns held in Russia, China, Vietnam, Burma,
Somalia, Brazil and Cuba. The programme ended with a demonstration-cum-lecture on puppetry as a medium of motivation
for literacy by Mrs. Ratnamba Nori of Hyderabad.

2. Second Day, 28-12-1989.

A Morning Session was presided by Sri B. Venkateswara Rao.

42 participants including students, NFE instructors, teachers and headmasters among others, gave their action plan on
individual basis. Group discussions were held by various groups from districts. Group reports were presented.

B. Afternoon Session was presided over by Prof. B. Sarveswara Rao.

24 people composed songs on the spot and sang before the audience in songs competition. Poster and slogan competitions
announced the previous evening were presented. Dr. Ramesh Bellamkonda gave a summary of the proceedings held during
the two days. All participants lighted candles and took a pledge to help at least one illiterate to become literate and to
facilitate spreading of literacy as a movement of people in the country.
The meeting ended with a vote of thanks by Sri KJ. Naidu, District Convenor.
HIGHLIGHTS OF THE WORKSHOP: 600 rural youth, both men and women, trained by BCT over last 2 years as animators adn NFE
instructors. Representatives of voluntary organizations from the districts of Visakhapatnam, Srikakulam, Chittoor and East Godavari.
Teachers’ representatives from districts of Srikakulam, Visakhapatnam, Nalgonda, Karimnagar, Nizamabad, Rangareddy and
Anantapur. NSS coordinators from Sri Krishnadevaraya University, Andhra University and a few of their staff members.
Representatives of Govt. of India, Director and Additional Director of Adult Education and a few of their staff members.
Representatives of AP Govt.,, Dy. Directors of Adult Education of Srikakulam and Visakhapatnam Asst. Director, NFE. Freedom
Fighters, Kasturba Trust, Businessmen from Visakhapatnam, Naval Officers’ Wives Association, Visakhapatnam.

LITERACY AS A MOVEMENT OF PEOPLE (LAMP), started by Dr. B. V. Parameswara Rao of BCT Trust has gained
momentum. The important thing now is to gear upto fulfill ILP’s initial commitment of $100,000 toward the pilot project. We must
also look ahead, and start planning to raise $7 million for second phase, i.e. to make one million people literated during 1990.

In 1989, after 42 years of independence, the overall literacy rate in India is about 36%, and among women it is less than 20%.

In 1990, designated as International Literacy Year, the target is make one million individuals able to read 40 words per minute, to
write 20 words a minute and to do simple two-digit arithmetic.
