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"ANDHRA NATYAM - The Lasya Dance of Andhras’
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By Nataraja Ramakrishna, Hyderabad

Andhras have ancient heritage. In the Ithireeya
Bramhana of 6th B.C. a mention was made of
Andhras. The were residing in South India. Today it is
called Andhra Pradesh. Their mother tongue is Telugu
or Tenugu. It is a sweet language as "Nectar" (Thaene)
hence it is called Tenugu. This language has made the
South Indian classical music melodious. Because the
language was crystal clear (Thaeta Thellam) it is called
Telugu.

Andhras culture is rich in their poetry, music,
sculpture, painting and dance which reflects the glory
of their artistic splendour of their hearts. They radiate
the traditional culture of their soul. The magnificient
art of dance, amonth other arts, is described as the
compelte art form since it embraces all the art forms
invariably and presents a complete art form. It is also
called a comprehensive form of art.

This art form has ennobled itself by including in it
the poetry which pleases the intelligentia with its
sublime lyrical beauty. The music which enchants the
musical ecarls of the music lovers, the enlivening
paintings and the sculptural exuberance of the stage
decorations in Nritya Bhangimas of the dances coupled
with the grand made up of the artists which is pleasing
to the eyes. The proportionate combination of all these
arts is the art of dance. In sanskrit, it is called
"Samhara Kala". Hence this form of art is being
adopted till today from times immemorial. Patronised
by art lovers it has occupied a transcendental position.

The Andhra Natyam was performed by the educated
Telugu Women artistes additng lustre to it by their
graceful movements. It is a rare art, backed by ancient
traditional historical origin. It is Lasya Nartana flowing
over the ripples of tune sicne two thousand years
evidenced by the ancient texts, paintings and sculptures
of those times.

Bharatam is a combination of Bhavam, Ragam and
Thalam. Hence Bharatanatyam in Andhra could be
construed as Andhranatyam in which a single female
artiste performs, Nruthya, Nritta and Abhinaya.

Andhranatyam commands a coveted position in the
historical background in the dance systems of India.
This system of dance richly reflects the glory of the
tradition and culture of Andhras. The tradition of
Andhranatyam is chronologous with the culture of
Andhras. It is born, bred and developed along with the
ancient cultural traditions of Andhras. It has grown

along with the various religious systems which gripped
the Andhra area from time to time and which wielded
spell over other areas also. Andhranatyam was known
in various names such as the following:

Aagama Nartanam: Performed according to the

ritualistic aagama sastras.

Kelikas: A classical dance recital performed mainly
with the view of entertainment.

Dasi__Bharatam: Classical
Devadasis as a temple ritual.

dance performed by

Durbar Aata: Classical dance performed in divine
courts of Gods in temples and Kings’ courts.

Kutcheri Aata; Performed in the court of Lords and
petty rulers called Zamindars.

Karnatakam: Performed to the tunes of carnatic
music.

Nattuvamelam: Perfomred under the direction of
scholarly lady who was incharge of conducting
nattuvangam.

Mejuvani: Lasya performed by the artists to the
intellectual appreciation of the appraisers.

The lasya nartana perfomred by ladies only was
being called by above names until 40 years ago.
Andhra Pradesh Nrutya Academy has taken up the
casue of this out-dated ancient dance system of
Andhras in consultation with the aged and expereinced
dancers and other connosieurs of art and formed them
into an expert committee who named this system as
"Andhra Natyam". Just as in Tamil Nadu Lasya
Nartanam like ’Sadir’, 'Dasi Aatam’ and ’Chinnamelam’
have assumed the name of Bharata Natyam, lasya
nartanam like, Karnatakam and Kutcheri AAta in
Andhra have been named as 'Andhra Natyam’. The
name may be new but the tradition is old.

Andhra Natyam has a very wide range and could be
performed in temples before Gods, in Kings’ Courts
before mighty rulers and also before common people.
Andhra Natyam could reflect the hearts of the entire
Telugu speaking people only due to its long and wide
range of scope. It is as pure as Ganges and as high as
the Himalayas.

Palampet, where Ramappa temple is
located, is about 40 miles from the ancient
Kakateeya Capital, Warangal. On the pillars,
doors, panels and freezes of the temple are
sculptured unique poses of dance based on
'Nritta Ratnavali'. Nritta Ratnavali is an
elaborate treatise on the contemporary dance
forms was written by Jayasenani, a feudatory
and general of the elephant hordes of the
Kakateeya king, Ganapathi Deva. The Kakateeyas
were mighty rulers from the 10th to the 13th
centuries A.D. Jayappa was the disciple of
Gundayamatya, aa great teacher of dance.

The revival of this form is based
essentially on "Nritta Ratnavali" by Jayasenani
and on others like, "Bharatarnava" of
Nandikeswara, "Sabha Ranjani" of Savarna Kumara
Yachendra; and for Jathis "Nandeeswara
Bharatam" originating in Bobbili. The tradition
followed is "Saiva Aagama" of Sri Kalahasti.

It was time when the art of dance in
India was developing into two different styles
- South Indian and North Indian. Sarangadeva of
Devagiri court wrote "Sangeeta Ratnakara"
during this period. The style followed in
playing the drum and composition of the jathis
is mainly of Druvapad Reeti. This is an ancient
style which is still practiced in remote parts
of Andhra Pradesh in Srikakulam and
Visakhapatnam districts.

The Kakateeyas were Shaivaites and Veera
Shaiva Pasupathi Sampradaya, a sort of extreme
Shaivism gained popularity during their regime.
Pasupatis, Mahesas, Veeras and Mailaradevas who
were all shaivites belonging to this extremist
cult worshipped Siva with dancing rituals six
times a day. This led to the popularization of
dances dedicated to Siva.

siva Tahndavam is of two types consisting
of seven variations in each type.The first one
consists of Ananda, Sandhya, Kalika, Urdhva,
Uma, Gouri and Samhara; and the second one of
suddha, Desi, Perini, Prenkhana, Kundali,
Dandika and Kalasa. The later ones are called
Desi Tandavas. Jayappa described these forms
elaborately in his treatise. Of these, Perini
is an important dance performed in those days.
It has five parts having 125 Vinyasas. Perini
if of two types: one performed by men and the
other by women.

The men who perform these ritual dances
in Saiva temples are Veerulu, Mahesulu,
Pasupathulu and Mailaradevulu. The women
perform them as Kelika (entertainment) at the
kalyanamandapams of the temples when the Gods
have their durbars. The temple ritual dances
are a pure form of dance - Nritta - in various
Thalas. In the Thandava of the virile type,
Abhinaya and Nritya do not have any place. Only
some verses are recited in praise of Siva. It
is composed of Nritta only and of 125 vinyasas.

Kelika is an entertaining performance and

has Nritta, Nritya and Abhinaya. The
performance starts with Nritta and ends with
Abhinaya. This is a classical performance meant
for the learned scholars and the initiated.
Many scholars in these parts opine that the
present day classical style evolved as a
Kutcheri in the courts of Zamindars in the
south was evolved from Perini.

The  Kutcheri performances of the
Rajanartakis of the following courts indicate
this: Tanjore in Tamilnadu, Karvetinagaram and
Kalahasti in Chittor District, Venkatagiri in
Nellore District, Banaganapalli in Kurnool
District, Proddutur in Cuddapah District,
Gadwal, Kollapuram, Wanaparthi in Mahaboobnagar
District, Bobbili in Srikakulam District,
Vijayanagarm and Madugula in Visakhapatnam
District and Tuni, pIthapuram and Peddapuram in
East Godavari District.

The forms developed in all these courts
were the same except for a few variations in
items. A hundred years ago, Sarvagna Kumara
Yachendra, ruler of Venkatagiri Estate, held a
conference of scholars of Music and Dance from
all over India. After this conference he wrote
the book 'Sabha Ranjani' in Telugu. In this
book, he discussed in detail the various forms
prevalent in Zamindaris and also the original
form of Perini.

Smt. Kalahasti Rajamma, a great scholar
in Sanskrit and Telugu, in abhinaya, bharata
and aagama sastras, a temple artist of Sri
Kalahasti, attended the conference. She taught
me (Nataraja Ramakrishna) aagama nritya,
abhinaya and bharatam.

Ritual dances were popular during the
regime of Kakateeyas. They were followers of

Pasupati Sampradaya of the saiva cult. The
Pasupathis worshipped Siva with dance and
music. The music and dance were followed

certain rules depending on the time of the day.
There were balipeethams inside the temples
facing the main deity. The ritual dances were
performed there.

Perini is a very important and difficult
dance to perform. Forty years ago some of the
Desini dances in their original form were
performed in the Sri Kalahasti temple by male
dancers of my Guru's family. Particularly
Urdhva Thandava on the night of Sivarathri at
midnight which is Lingobhava time. The
Panchamukha Vadya, Surya Mandala, Chandra
Mandala, Dhavala Sankha, Maha Maddela and Nandi
Maddela were played as accompaniments. In
Saiva Aagama nartana I learned the various
Jatis and Perini paddhati from my guru Smt.
Rajamma.

Today only some portions of these great
dances are being performed by the Vira Musti
Community in the worship of Virabhadra.

Mythologically, it is said that on the




dawn of civilization Siva performed the Desini
Tandava to please Parvathi, on mount Kailasa
during the vasantha festival.

A word about Srikalahasti and Bobbilis
Sri Kalahasti is in Chittor District, the
southern end and Bobbili is at the eastern end
of Andhra Pradesh. Though they are thus

located apart, there are reasons for the
uniformity of art development throughout
Andhra. There are four major communities which
ruled the land - Kshatriyas, Velamas, Reddis

and Kammas. The rulers of Karvetinagaram,
Tuni, Peddapuram and Vijayanagaram are
Kshatriyas. The rulers of Bobbili, Pithapuram,
Nuzvid, Sri Kalahasti and Venkatagiri are
Velamas. These Zamindars were closely related
and the natyacharyas of one estate used to
frequently visit the other. The famous
natyacharya at Bobbili, Bhugata Ramayya was a
great scholar in Natya Sastra and Mridangam
player. He followed the ancient Drupad Bani.
My gurus' ancestors were court artistes of Sri
Kalahasti. Both these artistes' families used
to meet frequently and there was great
similarity in the development of art forms in
these courts.

Nandiswarabharatam is a book of practical
jatis performed by these artistes. They were
taught to me by my guru and I am using them in
this dance composition.

In Andhra, there was great rivalry
between the followers of Veerasaiva and
Veeravaishnavas. Frequently there were
disturbances. In order to bring unity between
these two sects Brahmanyaka of Palanadu and
Poet Tikkana started a new movement known as
Harihara cult. In this Siva and Vishnu cults
were amalgamated. There is a temple for
Chennakesava at Macherla and in the same
compound is a temple of Veerbhadra. Here,
Perini used to be performed in the temples.
Now, during Sivaratri festival a few jatis from
this dance are performed at Kotappakonda by
Veeramustis. At Karamchedu, now a village near
Macherla, there are temples for Veerulu (heroes
fallen in the battle of Palanadu). Every year
there is a jatra here when some jatis are
performed as invocation to these heroes. But
for these, the form is almost dead now. And I
have reconstructed this form with the aid of
all the material available and taught it to one
of my disciples: Chi. K. Sudarshan. Financial
assistance has been provided by the Andhra
Pradesh Sangeeta Nataka Akademi, Hyderabad for
this project. Two drummers from Srikakulam
district who play the Maha maddela and Drupada
Bani have taken part as accompanists. Besides
maha maddela and a wind instrument, Mukha Veena
used to accompany for the songs. Now it is
difficult to get Mukha Veena. Play=rs os also

the rare instrumentalists of panchar " ha vadya,
suryamandala, chandra mandala etc.
The Technicalities of Perini:

Perini consists of 5 parts and is

performed in 25 thalas. The popular Adi Thala
and 24 other thalas from the 101 Thalas are
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used. Some verses in Telugu, Raya stotras and
Tripura samhara stothras are recited.
Kaivarams to the five lingas: 1. Prithvi, 2.
Jala, 3. Teyo, 4 Vayu and 5. Akasa lingas are
recited. In the end a kaivaram from
Sukracharya's Veerabhadra Kavacham is recited
followed by a Theerman.

The dance begins with Ambara vinyas
(alapa) in nata ragam and ends with surati
ragam. Traditionally, besides Nata and Surati,
Kalyani, Mohana, Aarabhi, Sankarabharanam,
Anandabhairavi, Bhairavi, Hindola, Kedaragowla,
Nilambir, Kapi, Shanmukhapriya, Madhyamavati
and Devagandhari also are sung.

The whole dance runs in Samagati vinyasa.
The talas: Adi, Brahma, Matya, Jampa,
Mallikamoda, Hamsanada, Dwitiya, Purna Kankala,
Abhanga, Simhavikrama, Udgata, Sarabha lila and
Kokila Priya are also used.

In the invocation dance of Ekadasarudra
(nartana) 11 talas are used: 1. Rajavidyadhara,

2. Kuruttka, 3.Makaranda, 4. ; 5.
Turangalila, 6. Sama, 7. Laghusekhara, 8.
Gajalila, 9. Simhalila, 10. Ratilila, 11.

Garuda.

Five Jatis pertaining to these thalas: 1.
Sama, 2. Vishama, 3. Damaruka, 4. s 5.
Pipilaka, are used. '

The five bandas are: 1. Padma, 2. Naga,
3. , 4. Khadga and 5. Chakra.

The gati vinyasas are as follows: Mayura,
Marala, Mattebha, Hasina, Sukha. The jatis are
five: 3,4,5,7,9 letter-metres.

Brahmaras are twenty five:

1. Dakshina, 2. Vama, 3. Sama, 4. Bhujanga, 5.
Lata, 6. Lila, 7. Vidyuta, 8. Chakra, 9.
Chatra, 10. Kuchita, 11. Anga, 12. Thirada, 13.
Antarabhramara, 14. Bahya, 15. Ootha, 16.
Padma, 17. Bhoobhrama, 18. Urdhva, 19. Vayu,
20. Parswa, 21. Dola, 22. Suchi, 23. Chitra,
24. Sarkima and 25 Samputi (Kuta).

There are five varieties of
Sringaranartana. Thalas are specified for each
item: Pushpanjali - Matya, Vinayaka Kautham -
Vinayaka, Devi Kaivaram - Bharama Tala and Adi
Tala. Vinayaka Kautham consists of five parts:
1. Sulu vinyasa, 2. Tatkaram, 3. Tahana jati,
4. Kautam, 5. Five theermana jatis.

The five angas of Perini are: 1. Gargara,
2. Vishama, 3. Kavivaraka, 4. Gita, 5. Vikata
(also called Bhavasraya). In some traditions,
the order of performance of these angas may
vary.

The Performance:

Ambara (Alapanam) in nataraga on flute or
Mukha Veena. The item is sung followed by the

invocation verse to Vinayaka and Siva. The
performance begins with a Mukhtayi. After
Mukhtayi Malaprapti is performed in Matya

Thala. This is followed by Pushpanjali and



Tahana Viﬁyasa.

Then, the first part of Perini
follows thus: ¢

The gargara vinyasas are six: pata Vata,
Patava, Lakadima, Sirabira, Kuluhula Halabida.
In this the various types of pada vinyasas are
demonstrated in 5 yatis - Mridangam, Damarukam
etc. After these five varieties in foot work
the invocation to Mahasena (Kumara Swami),
Vinayaka Kautam and a Kaivaram to Parvathi take
place.

Then follows Sringanartana of nine
varieties in this nine jatis and bhangimas are
performed.

Part II consists of the following:

25 varieties of Bhramaras with 125 circular
movements in vishama is performed. This ends
with a Samputikarana Jati.

Part III and IV have kavivaraka and stotra
geethams are sung in praise of the five lingas
and different instruments played. Then 11
Talas (jatis) are danced for the Ekadasa
rudras.

Part V 1is vikata or bhavasraya: dance to
'Panchamukha Sabdas' is performed.

Before the finale (Tirmanam) Veerabhadra
Kavacham of Sukracharya is recited.

SRINGANARTHANA is a Nritta Unit. It is

s

composed of two charis and one angahara and
ends with a sthanaka. Sringa is of 9
varieties. It starts with an Akasachari and
ends with a Bhuchari. In between comes
Angahara. In this the bhangimas from Ramappa
Temple are demonstrated. For the charis and
padabheda, Jayappa has given full details.
While demonstrating the Jatis in Sringa the
tala is Adi. We have 9 jatis with 9 different
gati prastaras, taken from the 101 thalas.
Some of the jatis are from Saiva Agama and some
from Nandiswara Bharatam.

In Vikata or Bhavasraya the movements
imitating birds, animals and kanduka kreeda
(Ball-game) are sometimes performed.

Panchamukha Sabdas: From the five faces of
Siva. In this various syllables (Patava
Aksharas) are sung which form part of the
Mridanga jatis of rare beauty. The jatis
composed with these sabdas are danced in
Bhavaraya.

The specific character of the Theermanams
in this is that while generally, a Theermanam
is played three times it is played five times
in Perini.

It took two years to compose this dance
and since one year two drummers and one artist
practiced this dance.
