This is with reference to our conversation at the

Republic Day Reception regarding our Consular services.

2. As I mentioned -to you, under the able guidance of our
Consul General and with active cooperation of the Indian Community,
we have considerably streamlined our Consular, Passport and Visa
Services. We have recently taken several measures to improve the
functioning of our Consular Division. Encouraged by the favourakle
public response,we intend to carry on the process of liberalisation

and simplification of our passport and visa procedures.

B As desired by you, I give below a brief summary of steps
taker. by us to improve the functioning of our Passport and Visa
Division :-

- The number of Passport and Visa counters has been
increased from two to eight.

- Two interview counters have been opened separately.

- To avoid confusion and to give prompt service, Passport
& Visa Halls have been separated.

- A service window remains open throughout the day to
provide any Emergency/Passport/Visa service. Emergency
services are provided even on holidays and weekends
from 11 a.m. to 2 p.m.

- Procedures and rates of fees are prominently displayed
on Notice Boards in the Consular hall. Additional
information could be cbtained from the information
desk in the visa hall.

Facil%ties and conveniences in the waiting areas have
been improved considerably.

Singe.August 1990, new passports are issued for a
validity of ten years, as against five years before.

- Visa fee has been reduced to $7.00 for U.S. passport

holders. No visa fee is charged of senior citizens
above 65 years of age.

- Multiple entry visas valid for five years are liberally
granted to persons of Indian origin.

With the exception of duplicate Passports, all other
Passport, Consular and Visa services are rendered the
same day. The Consulate handles as many as 400 documents
every day in a matter of only 4 hours.

Notices have been placed frequently in "India Abroad"
and "News India" explaining briefly our procedures and
time schedule for the benefit of members ¢f Indian
community (copies attached).

Appeals have been made in the press for cooperation of
the Indian Community in-not reporting too many cases of
lost passports as it severely strains our. Consular
services (copies attached).

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TWELVE RULES
FOR RAISING CHILDREN

- Remember that a child 1s a gift
from God, the richest of all blessings.
Do not attempt to mold him in the
image of yourself, your father, your
mother, your brother, or your neighbor.
Each child is an individual and should
be permitted to be himself.

Don’t crush a child’s spirit when he
fails. And never compare him with
others who have done better.

Remember that anger and hostility
are natural emotions. Help your child
find socially acceptable outlets for
these feelings or they may be turned
inward and create physical or emo-
tional problems.

Discipline your child with firmness
and reason. Don’t let your anger throw

you off balance. If he knows you are

fair, you will not lose his respect or his
love. Make sure the punishment fits
“the crime.” Even the youngest child
has a keen sense of justice.

Present a united front. Never join

with your child against your husband or
your wife. This creates emotional con-

flicts and generates destructive feelings

of guilt, confusion and insecurity.

Do not give your child everything

his little heart desires. Permit him to
know the thrill that comes from earning

something. Do not deny him the great-,
est pleasure of all, the satisfaction that|

comes with achievement.

Do not set yourself up as a model of
perfection. This is a difficult role to
play 24 hours a day. You will find it
easier to communicate with your child
if he knows that Mom and Pop can
make mistakes, too.

The best asset India has is its people. Even if only 5% are gifted by
nature, it amounts to over 40 million people! Unfortunately, very few
of these people ever reach their maximum potential because of lack of|
sufficient education, trade, or skill. This shortcoming is often caused
by financial hardship or lack of encouragement rather than a lack of|
desire or ability. As a result, a vast majority of them drop out of]
schools. BREAD and North South Foundation were set up in AP and
USA, respectively, to provide financial assistance and encourage

In 1990, using news paper ads, we invited top ranking Intermediate
graduates (equal to 12th grade here), who have financial hardship, to
apply for assistance regardless of cast, creed, religion, sex, or
geographic origin.

They come from a variety of backgrounds: the son of a rickshawala, the
son of a tailor, the daughter from a freedom fighter’s family, and so on.
They all have one thing in common: academic excellence, but lacking
funds to continue their education. They were carefully chosen after a
personal interview that also included their parents. Their interests
ranged from polytechnic to engineering to medicine. Upon completion,
they pledged to either pay back BREAD or to sponsor another student.

A contribution of $150 will fund a student for one year, while $600 will
help him graduate in a 4 year program. The interest from a $2,000
contribution will cover a scholarship every year, or it can cover one
student through graduation every 4 years. Finally the interest from
$8,000 will fund a new student every year. If each family in our
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community in the US sponsors one scholarship every year, we can
probably cover all gifted, but financially needy students, in Andhra
Pradesh! Lending a hand to such students will not only help them
reach their maximum potential in their lives, but it will also have the
potential to indirectly help the rest of the society.
