FROM THE PRESIDENT........ September 20, 1991

Dear Members/Guests:

First let me introduce Kalpana Chamarthi whom we selected
to replace Srilata Rao Shah for the remaining term of the
TFAS Trustees since Srilata moved to Chicago area and
resigned from her position. We thank Srilata for her efforts
as the Chairperson of Annual Events and Youth Activities
Committee. Kalpana has been helping us in our activities and
now she will continue her work as a Trustee. She will be
coordinating the cultural activities for our Deepavali
function on November 9. We have been getting requests for
participation in the cultural activities. After we get all
requests which are due by October 12, we will review and
select items to provide variety and also to give an
opportunity to new participants. Obviously it would be a
delicate issue to defer some items, but we hope you
understand the reasons.

As I mentioned in my last note, September turned out to be
busy month with four TFAS events. The meeting with Sri
Arudra on September 1 was a success. There were about 35
with literary interests attended and all of them appeared to
have enjoyed Sri Arudra’s talk and the introductions and the
exhibit on his work. Prabha Raghunath started the program
with a song written by Sri Arudra. Lakshmi Bulusu and
Parvathi Penumarthi talked about his work and Indira Kolli
and Bharati Bhavaraju shown an exhibit on his work.
Ramamohana Rao Palanki honored Sri Arudra giving him a
TFAS memento. Kidambi Raghunath took care of the audio
and actively joined others in the discussion of Sri Arudra’s
literary work.

On September 8, we had the light and devotional music
concert by Smt. Vedavathi Prabhakar Rao, accompanied by
Smt.

Again, the attendance was a little disappointing at Smt.

a member to be a Trustee. You will be requested to send
the nominations by November 15 to the Nominating
Committee. If the nominations received are more than nine
(9), then you will receive a ballot for your votes by November
30. The ballot should be retumed to the Nominating
Committee by December 15. The election results will be
announced by December 31, 1991.

This may be an opportunity to review the Constitution and
By-Laws to identify and propose any amendments they need.
You may discuss with one of the Trustees or other members
to find if an amendment was previously debated before
proposing it formally.

BY-LAWS
OF
THE TELUGU FINE ARTS SOCIETY, INC.

ARTICLE I: MEMBERSHIP DUES AND FINANCES

1. GENERAL MEMBERS: All those who are eighteen
(18) years of age or over and subscribe to the
aims and objectives of the corporation; and pay
the membership dues.

2. Youth Members: All those who are between six
and eighteen (6-18) years of age shall qualify
for membership in the youth club. No youth
member shall have a right to vote in the
election of trustees or nominating committee
and other business of the corporation.
However, the youth members have a right to vote
in the affairs of youth club.

3. Family shall be defined as husband, wife and
unmarried children.

4. The amount of the annual dues of Family
Membership shall be twenty dollars ($20),
Individual Membership shall be fifteen dollars
($15), and the Life Membership for a family
shall be one hundred and twenty-five dollars
($125). There shall be an additional
initiation fee of two dollars ($2) for all
readmission subscriptions.

5. The membership dues are from January 1 to
December 31. Membership shall be automatically
renewed if the dues be paid within three months
after the same shall have become payable. If
the dues of any member be not paid within three
months of such delinquency, the membership
shall automatically terminate on that date
without any further notice. The board may
provide subsequent reinstatement effective from
that date with the charge of additional
initiation fee.

6. The term of the trustees and the officers
shall be for a period of two years or until
their successors have been chosen. The term of
the board of trustees and the officers shall
begin from the Saturday closest to the 15th day
of January and continue for two years and end
on a Saturday closest to 14th day of January
or the day of oath of office of the succeeding
board of trustees.

7. The oath of office shall be administered on
the day on which the Sankranthi festival shall
be celebrated by the corporation.

8. No officer or director shall receive any
salary or compensation from the corporation.

9. If any vacancy shall occur in any office or
in the board of trustees, by any reason, the
board of trustees shall elect a member of the
board of trustees as an officer, and a member
of the corporation as a trustee, to fill any
such vacancy for the unexpired term of the
person whom he or she replaces. If more
than five vacancies arise in the board of
trustees at any time, new elections for the
board of trustees shall be conducted as
described in Article V.

10. A trustee shall automatically lose his/her
position if he/she does not attend two
consecutive meetings of board of trustees in
person.

11. The officers shall perform the duties which
are usually performed by such officers, or such
duties as may be assigned to them from time to
time by the board of trustees.

ARTICLE IV: QUALIFICATIONS

Any person who is a general member of the
corporation for not less than a year on the
22nd day of October in the year of election
shall qualify for the position of a trustee or
member of a nominating committee.

ARTICLE V: NOMINATIONS AND ELECTIONS

1. The board of trustees by resolution adopted
by a majority of the entire board shall
recommend a list of three members as nominating
committee from the general members the general
body for ratification on the Ugadi day
celebration of the election year. 1In case of
vacancy in the nominating committee during the
election, the board of trustees shall appoint
another member and inform the general body.
The members of the nominating committee should
be other than the board of trustees.

2. The Secretary shall mail a list of all
eligible members to the members of the
nominating committee not later than October 22
in the year of election.

of trustees from the general members by mail by
November 15.




6. The funds of the corporation shall be
deposited with a bank doing business in the
town convenient to the Treasurer of TFAS. Such
funds shall be disbursed upon the order of such
officers as may be prescribed by the board of
trustees.
ARTICLE II: MEETINGS

1. A meeting of general members shall be held
annually for the election of the board of
trustees, in the event the board of trustees
decide to conduct the elections in person and
not by mail, and for the transaction of other
business.

2. Special meetings of the members, for any
purpose or purposes, may be called by the
President, or the board of trustees, and shall
be called by the President at the request of
one-third (1/3) of the general members. The
notice for such meetings shall state the
purpose or purposes the meeting is being called
for. The meeting shall be held with in four
(4) weeks from the date of the notice of such
request from the general members of the
corporation.

3. The board of trustees shall meet not less
than four times in any year.

4, Written notice of the annual meeting or any
regular meeting shall be given not less than
ten (10) days before the date of such meeting
to each member entitled to vote at such
meeting.
ARTICLE III: BOARD OF TRUSTEES

1. Except as otherwise required by law or
provided by these bylaws, the entire control of
the corporation and its affairs shall be vested
in its board of trustees.

2. The board of trustees of the corporation
shall consist of nine (9) trustees elected by
the general members of the corporation either
in person, or by proxy, or by mail. A proxy is
a written letter of authorization by the member

stating the nominee for the proxy, dated and
duly signed by the member and proxy. It should
be written 10 days of the purpose it is called
for, and it should reach the President or
Secretary 2 days before the purpose. Proxy
could only be changed by the presence of the
member .

3. The officers of the corporation shall be a
President, a Vice President, a Secretary and a
Treasurer, who shall be elected from and by the
members of the board of trustees.

4. The board of trustees shall at its first
meeting or soon after, designate and appoint
the remaining trustees as chairpersons of
Annual Events, Special Events, Community
Affairs, Philanthropic, and Youth Service.

5. There shall be one chairperson for each one
of such committees.
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4. The ballots will be mailed to the general
members by November 30.

5. All the ballots shall be returned to the
nominating committee not later than December 15
and the election results shall be announced on
or before December 31 in the year of election.

6. The outgoing board of trustees and officers
shall make all including finances in
consultation with the newly elected until the
day of inauguration.

7. In the year of incorporation, the board of
trustees are elected by the general body at a
scheduled and convenient meeting of the general
body.

8. The nomination committee ceases to exist
after the oath of office of the succeeding
executive committee.

ARTICLE VI: QUORUM OF TRUSTEES

Majority of the board of trustees shall
constitute a quorum for the transaction of any
business, and the vote of a majority of the
board of trustees present at the time of a
vote, if a quorum is present at such time,
shall be the act of the board of trustees.
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
