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TEMPORARY WORKERS UNDER THE IMMIGRATION ACT OF 1990

The immigration Act of 1990 enacted by the U.S.
Congress in 1990 dramatically changed existing law and
revised several existing provisions. While some new
provisions already took effect, most of the changes will
take effect from October 1, 1991. The law created new
categories of aliens who could enter the United States
as immigrants as well as non-immigrants and placed
new limitations even on certain non-immigrants where
none existed before. Here, 1 will deal with the most
important category in the non-immigrant categories
which is being used by most highly educated Indians as
a vehicle to ultimately obtain their immigrant status.

Prior to certain amendments to the Immigration law in
1989, there was one classification of non-immigrants, H-
1, known as Persons of Distinguished Merit and Ability,
which included persons with higher education,
professionals, entertainers, nurses and others with a
combination of education and experience. Due to severe
shortage of nurses, Congress enacted special provisions
in 1989 making it easy for foreign nurses to enter the
United States. It also allowed alien nurses in the United
States to become immigrants even if they violated their
visa status. The 1989 Act designated nurses as H-1A and
the others were included in H-1B.

The 1990 Act totally revised the former H-1 visa
provisions. Entertainers and athletes, now come under
new O and P categories. The new O classification
applies to alients who have extraordinary ability in the
sciences, arts, education, business, atheltics or
extraordinary achievements in motion picture and
television productions. The new P classification applies
to certain artists, entertainers and athletes. From
October 1, 1991, H-1B will be granted to aliens to be
employed in ‘"specialty occupations’, which include
occupations requiring highly specialized knowledge and
possessing a bacherlor’s degree or its equivalent. The
toal number of H-1B visas that can be granted in a year
is limited to 65,000.

The changes in the 1990 Act make it easy for alients
who have Bachelor’s degree equivalent and job offer to
obtain the non-immigrant H-1B visa. Further, the visa
allows 6 years of stay in the United States and allows
them to work in those 6 years. The alien applying for a
visa at the U.S. Consulate need not satisfy the Consul
that he would return to his or her native land after the
temporary stay in the U.S. He may also have the dual
intent of going to the United States temporarily and
intend to reside in the United States permanently. The
alien will ahve to satisfy the Consul that his education

is equivalent to an undergraduate degree and that the
job offer is genuine. by imposing new requirements on
employers, Congress attempted to eliminate bogus job
offers.

Foreign Medical Graduates are likely to benefit by the
1990 changes. As the law exists, foreign medical
graduates are not eligible to get H-1B Visas except in a
very limited manner. They could be classified H-1B visas
if they were coming to the United States to teach or
perform research at public or private non-profit
institution. They were not allowed to participate in
patient care. Congress now removed these conditions
making it possible for foreign medical graduates to
obtain H-1B visas for six years just like any other
graduates. It should be noted that the numerical
limitation would apply to all H-1B categories including
the medical graduates.

While relaxing some requirements, Congress imposed
new procedures for approval of H-1B non-immigrants.
The Department of Justic published proposed rules for
the implementation of the Act on July 11, 1991. The law
now requires approval of a labor condition application
by the Secretary of Labor a prerequisite for apaproval
of H-1B non-immigrant classification by the Immigration
Service. Employers who have been enthusiastic of
employing aliens in a H-1B status may feel threatened
by the new requirement of the labor condition
application and may be hesitant to sponsor H-1B
candidates. The Labor condition application requires
certification taht the employer would pay prevailing
wages and offer prevailing working conditions to the
prospective H-1B alien and to all other workers in the
same job at the employer’s facility. The employer is
further required to provide a notice and copy of the
labor condition application to the union representative
if the work place is unionized and post notice on the
bulletin board if the work place is not unionized. The
employer is required to certify that there is no strike or
lockout at the workplace. There are additional detailed
disclosures and requirements to be met. The law further
imposed an obligation on the employer to pay for the
alien’s return abroad if his or her employment is
terminated prior to the expiration of the authorized stay.
These additional conditions are likely to deter
employers from making use of the enw H-1B provisions.
They may be well advised to use other non-immigrant
categories if the alien qualifies. It is also advisable that
aliens seeking H-1B status immediately find employers
to sponsor them and file necessary papers before the
new law takes effect on October 1, 1991.
