Freeport, Grand Bahama
Saturday, February 8th, 1992
at 4:00 p.m.
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He was born on 30th April 1947 to Sri. Komaragiri Rajeswara Rao and Smt.
Komaragiri Kanakamma in a village called Calingapatnam in India. His father
was a landlord and commissioner, and fought for the Independence of India.
Dr. Nehru had four sisters and three brothers. He was the youngest son of the
family. His father died of cancer when he was four years of age and his mother
died in 1981.

He had completed his middle school in his native village and then moved
to Visakhapatnam where he continued his education. He graduated from
Andhra Medical College with a Bachelors degree in Medicine at an early age
of 22. Two years later he was married to Annapurna in 1971

Dr. Nehru was always a very happy person. The name Brahmananda
(means eternal happinessin Indianlanguage), given to him by his parents, well
depicts his character. With a smile always on his lips he was well liked by people
throughout his life. \

Undl 1975 he worked as a community medical officer in India. Then he
moved to Montego Bay, Jamaica, where he worked until 1978. In that short
period he was promoted as-the medical officer for St. James Parish hospital.

In May 1978 he joined the Ministry of Health, Bahamas. First he worked
in Nassau and Abaco Islands and finally moved to Grand Bahama, where he
served as the District Medieal Officer for Hawksbill and East End until 1990.

Dr.and Mrs. Nehru were blessed with a beautiful daughter, Latha, in 1979.

Dr. Nehru was very actively involved as a medical officer in Hawksbill
clinic and as a volunteer in many activities in Grand Bahama. He was the first
doctor to start the Immunization clinicin Grand Bahama. Among the numerous
clubs he served, the following are a few:

e Chairman of the Road Safety Committee
Co-Chairman for the Grand Bahama Industrial task force
Medical Advisor for Operation Hope
Medical Advisor for Red Cross
Medical Advisor for the Grand Bahama Children's Home and
Exceptional Children.

He was awarded the Grand Bahama Chamber of Commerce “Distinguished
Citizen Award” in 1986 which is very rare for a non-Bahamian.

Dr. Nehru's intention was to help people. He helped many people in
different ways. Besides seeking medical help, people came to himor called him
to tell their personal problems and seek his advice in getting jobs, transfers or
to get things done.

Staying outside India, he took an active part as an alumni of his medical
school. He keptclose contacts with his medical college professors and colleagues.
Recently, he was elected as the Treasurer of Andhra Medical College Alumni
Association of North America (AMCANA). He was dear to friends and families
in India. Jamaica, Bahamas and the United States.

Since the last four years Dr. Nehru had set his mind to upgrade his
education. He obtained a Diploma in Child Health in 1989 from the University
of Dublin, Ireland, and a Diploma in Pubic Health in 1990 from the University
of London, United Kingdom.
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NEHRU = Cemclusiond:

He resigned the District Medical Officer position with the Grand Bahama
Governmentservices in 1990,and worked at West-Bay Clinic Nassau, Bahamas,
with Dr. Gay unul April 1991.

In June 1991 he joined the Oklahoma Health Sciences Center to pursue a
Master's in Public Health (M.P.H.). In this six months time he completed 15
credit hours and obtained straight A's. In one of his recent courses he got 100
out of 100. The medical school has sent his papers to be published in an
International Medical magazine. The Professors sent this particular paper and
gotapproval thathe could gointo the third year of residency program (two years
exemption) in Industrial Medicine and were to inform him on the morning of
14th January. But unfortunately he did not wake up that morning to hear that
news.

During the six months stay in Oklahoma City, he became very popular in
the international students organization at the University and among the Indian
community in the city. The number of people that attended his funeral shows
what kind of person he was.

Dr. Nehru was never sick in his life. He never smoked and even gave up
social drinking since the last ten years. He was very careful with his diet.

He had many ambittionsin hislife. He wanted to work to reduce the noise
pollution and industrial pollution especially in the third world countries.

His wife, Annapurna, is a distinguished but quiet educator and worked as
the Head of the Science Department at Hawksbill High School in Grand
Bahama until December 1991. She wanted to upgrade her education while Dr.
Nehru was at Oklahoma City and joined him on 23rd of December 1991.

On 13th January 1992, Dr. Nehru went to classes after Christmas break and
came back home earlier at 4 p.m. They had a house guest that evening from
Nassau, Bahamas and Dr. Nehru was up until 10 p.m. On the morning of the

14¢th his wife found him lying dead on his bed. The reason given for the death
from the medical report was “Arteriosclerotic Disease”, which never showed
any symptoms before.

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A Gas-tly Subject

Am | still going to be read after this? "Passing gas" is
certainly embarrassing; it is an uncomfortable subject. Having
the courage to talk about it is not a laughing matter either.

An average person produces 7 to 11 quarts of gas a
day, mostly in the large intestines. Most of this is reabsorbed;
but some of this escapes, or passes, about 14 times a day.
One may succeed in silencing it, but it is hard to bring it into
total submission. Doctors call this flatulence. Just as the
body finds it necessary to eliminate solid and liquid waste
products, it is also forced to expel gas, one way or another. If
the gas escapes from the mouth, we call it belching. If infants
belch, it is burping. In some societies, belching after a meal is
taken by the host as a compliment. In a belch, we expel air
swallowed while eating. If a sour after taste in the mouth
follows a belch, it is a symptom of indigestion. It also means
we are expelling gases formed in the stomach, not
swallowed air. In the west, escage of gas from either end of
the alimentary canal is a faux pas.

Gas is always formed as a result of incomplete
digestion. Food must be broken down into simple sugars
and amino acids to be efficiently absorbed by the body.
Complex sugars found in certain foods, however, resist this
process, perhaps because the enzyme that does this work is
either weak or the person does not produce this enzyme.
These complex sugars pass intact through the stomach and
small intestine and enter the bowels where they settle and
ferment. This produces carbon dioxide by a process not too
unlike the one that produces bubbles in champagne.

High-fiber foods like cabbage, whole-wheat bread,
broccoli, and beans have been cited as the culprits in
producing gas. The very same foods are touted for their
beneficial role in preventing cancer. It looks like the choice is
between flatulence and cancer! Not all foods produce gas in
all people, except, of course, the champion -- beans!
Gaseous distention can also be caused by lactose
intolerance; people who lack the enzyme called lactase,
which breaks down the complex milk sugar lactose, often find
themselves passing large amounts of gas after drinking milk.
Among others, greasy fried foods, and pulses have
received their share of blame. In Andhra, a spicy powder
made from lightly fried toor dal carries the picturesque
nickname, Gunpowder. If gas continues to give a problem,
then it is a good idea to try an elimination process to identify
the culprit. Improved bowel habits may also help. Some
people find that taking Charcocaps, charcoal capsules, are
useful because charcoal helps in absorbing gases. But they
may absorb any medications you may be taking. Ladies, be
careful with Charcocaps if you are on the pill; gas, perhaps, is
better than unwanted children!

Flatulence rarely needs the attention of a doctor. |
remember a childhood story where the personifications of
this "ghastly gas," which we shall call the Silent Killer, and a
beautiful Jasmine Bud competed for the favor of a king. The
vain king favored Jasmine. The Silent Killer was furious.
Constipation attacked the king. The rest of the story is well
known until the king came down to his knees.
