| hesitate to perpetuate the stereotype of the young Asian-
American, "lost between two worlds." But | have always
struggled to carve out an identity for myself, as an Indian
and as a first generation Indo-American. My korean friends
have active church groups; my Jewish friends spend years
in Hebrew school and vacations on Israel kibitzes. Until
college, | barely saw other young Indians outside of family
parties.

| have never had the benefit of large, accessible Indian
community. | was born in Nashville, Tennessee (that mecca
of ethnic diversity) and lived there until | was eleven. For the
last seven years I've lived in Randolph, New Jersey. There
were five Indians in my graduating class of three hundred.
Although the North Jersey Telugu families are fairly close, |
never had contact with Indians of my own age on a daily
basis. | suspect many first-generation Indo-Americans (Indian-
Americans?) have had similar backgrounds.

My parents have tried to instill some "Indianness" in me.
But this is too difficut a task for a single famiy to
accomplish, with images of white bread America bombarding
us from every direction. There are two forces that undermine
my parents’ efforts. First of all, | have never attempted to
resist this onslaught of Western culture. I'm an English major,
not pre-med, much to my parents’ chagrin. | listen to REM,
U2 and Sting - not Ravi Shankar. | eat more pizza than
pulihara, and | seem to be spending more and more of my
Saturdays at The Gap. Obviously, | am not suggesting we
carve out a Little India in the middle of New Jersey.

Secondly, | have resented learning about India second-
handed. The India my parents speak of is the one they
themselves have not resided in for twenty five years. Friends
often tell me non-resident Indian parents are stricter than
their resident Indian counterparts; | find this claim easy to
accept. India has changed since, 1967, the year my father
came to the U.S., but my parents have not been there to
change with it. They have given me an outdated impression
of India, one | myself am incapable of correcting -- when I
go to India there are limited opportunities for me to meet
w#+ ~gople of my age. Most days are spent confined within
the sun-baked walls of my uncle’s house, my brother, my
sole companion as we wait for our cousins to return from
school. | develop rather formidable callouses on my fingers
from playing carroms during my brief stays in India.

How do we combat this nostalgia? How can we better
cater to the needs of a younger, Westernized Indian
population? Perhaps we should begin by diversifying the
voices found within Indo-American journals and magazines.
Articles have traditionally been by middle-aged Indian

immigrants (our parents). Youth sections have consisted of
articles for youth or about youth, rarely by youth.

| hope publications such as this one will encourage
contributions from younger writers. Essay contests may be
well-intentioned, but adults designate the topics. Entries may
reflect the kids' views on the topics, but the topics
themselves may not necessarily represent issues that kids
are concerned about. Sometimes topic questions are slanted
- | feel as though a specific, "appropriate" response is being
elicited.

Questions are more important than answers. Let us
question, free of the constraints of a pre-ordained topic.
Read this article, then write your own. | would like this
column to be an open invitation. | invite everyone to respond,
criticize -- to communicate your ideas. Talk to your parents,
your kids and your friends.

Resist the labels -- "Indian" vs "American" it's all too easy
to close our minds this way.

ANSWERS TO THIS MONTH'S 20 QUESTIONS
On the average, both men and women have about 5 million hairs on their
bodies. Fair haired have more than redheads; blacks more than whites
and people of certain races have more hair, etc. It's genetically pre-
determined and partially influenced by sex harmones.
Yes, there are ! It is a rare condition called alapecia totalis. Believe
it or not these people are born with hair, but lose them fast and nothing
remains. It is not connected to any other medical condition. These people
have normal hair roots in the skin on biopsy.
The totally hairless areas on the body are the lips, palms of the hands,
soles of the feet, sides of the fingers and toes;and and tips of the
toes and fingers.
Hair follicle- living tissue, but hair itself is not. Hair 'grows' from
hair root, where keratin is deposited to form the new hair which pushes
the older part out, making the hair longer.
Hair grows more or less at about 0.4 inches per month, slightly more in
summar in humans. Its growth is uneffected by any of the hair tonics and
stimulators. The nutrional status of the individual has the control
on growth. Certain chemicals like cancer drugs, certain serious illness
like typhoid, and certain setbacks in life can adversely effect the rate
of growth or even cause loss of hair. €ertain chemicals in the so called
hair tonics work as irritants and increase the circulation and stimulate
the dormant hair roots. Action of minoxidil (Rogaine)is not well defined,
but it works in some cases.
No ! This is a common misconception.
Approximately 100 hairs are lost and replaced (by growth of new hair from
other hair roots) a day. Sometimes more; sometimes less, but losing hair
by worrying is not true. '
It is not true for normal colored hair to turn white overnight as a result
of anything. It is a gradual transition, one hair at a time. Premature
greying is again heridatory, while smoking, asthma and some rare diseases
can produce premature greying. Albinos do not have the black pigment.
Again this depends on genetic factors - it can be as much as 100,000 in
one square inch ! but usually it is about 10,000 per sq in.
Swami Pandarasannidhi of India was reported in 1949 to have hair 26 feet
in length. He was supposed to be effected by a rare skin disease, which
@ffected the hair. Longest moustache was that of Mansuriya Din of India
which extended to 102", when recorded in 1962.
Hans N Langseth of Norway, who later became a US citizen, had a beard 5f
17% feet at the time his death.
Nobody knows exactly, but it is estimated to be about 6 years. The longer
the hair, the greater theiichances of getting 'caught' and pulled out.
Metals like Calcium, Magnesium, Sodium, Potassium,Lead, Copper, Zinc, Iron
Manganeese, Phosphorus, and Cadmium are found.
Yes! Each human hair is fairly distinctive from others, although it is not
as specific as fingerprints. Hairs store Arsenic for a long time too.
Egyptians, including Cleopatra, ‘ised all sorts of dyes/coloring for their
hair/eyelashes/cheeks which was known to them from Ist cent BC. .
Baldness almost always is due to genetic factors. Occasionally a serious
illness or a heavy fungal infestation of the scalp or anticancer drugs
can produce temporary baldness. Baldness is the climax of failure of new
hair growth, while the naturally occuring hair-falling is occuring at the
normal rate or an accelerated rate. Receeding of the hair at the forehead
at later age in life is a feature of male harmones; and this can occur
even in females, with the little male harmone they produce !
