TAKING A STEP BACK TO THE TANA CONVENTION 20
( AN OPINION )

[t's been nearlv one month since the "World Telugu
Convention” took place in the Nassau Coliseum, yet at every
function or special gathering, people are still talking about their
three day expericnice with over 10.000 Andhras trom all over
the world. Many went to the conference with high
expectations of seeing an organized program with cultural
entertainment froin renowned performers. Instead, with a few
exceptions, local talent superseded the mediocre performances
of the artists from India, the so called "professionals”. For
instance. "Kundati Kommu", a drama put on by NJ actors.
proved 1o be very suspensetul and indeed quite entertaining.
However. during the climax of the play. the actors stood
dumbtounded on stage as the curtain closed before they
finished. The reason behind this humiliating und embarrassing
act by TANA organizers was that the cinema actors could no
longer wait their turn and were upset and impatient that the
time slot allotted to them had been postponed for one hour.
As 1 mentioned earlier, "Kundati Kommu" was excellent and
as professionals in their acting field, I felt that Murali Mohan
and his troupe should have recognized good art and talent and
encouraged the local performers, not interrupted them because
they could not wait few extra minutes. Besides. Murali Mohan
and his troupe already performed in the last TANA conference
held in Atlanta . So, why were they invited agam? This
seemed to be the theme of this vear's TANA convention - the
same artists performed repeatedly all four days, while other
programs were cut ridiculously short. Performers waited 4 to 5
hours in their costumes and make-up for their turn to perform
only to be given five minutes instead of the fifteen minutes
they were promised. What I fail to understand is why have so
many programs? Even with a professional staft of technical
assistants. why couldn't the TANA organizers get their act
together and produce an organized show? Many artists were
invited from India and all over the world who didn't even get a
chance to perform, such as the famous actor, Chiranjeevi, who
was invited with a first class ticket from India (never mind the
tact that he is mlhionaire and could afford to pay his own
airline ticket With the money TANA organizers spent on him.
they could have financed other people truly in need of
tinancial wd. such as struggling musicians and other cultural
artists). My main question is - what did Chiranjeevi do at the
convention? Absolutely nothing! He was sequestered in his
hotel room the whole time and when he did appear at the
Coliscum, he was surrounded by an entourage of organizers &
bodyguards and he didn't perform even once!

"Youth is Our Heritage" read the huge TANA banner to the
left of the stage. But. what it should have read is "Youth is
Cur Hentage, when 1t's convenient for us”. Of course, Just like
evervihing else in the convention the youth program was cut
off afler ten mmutes onlv to insert the adult's program
vensisting of - three dances by the same dance troupe from
el who performed 3 or 4 dances the previous day. But, of

couse. doesn't this all show that "Youth is Our Heritage"? As |

4 vouth who grew up here, my parents always taught me who |
the: reul heroes were. such as poets. musiciuns. freedom ;

fighters, etc. I always admired these people because those are
the heroes of today, not the cinema actors or corrupt
politicians.  It's really inspiring to know that Vavilala
Goplakrishnaiah fought for our country's freedom. but it was
also sad to see that we were not even given the opportunity to
understand his greatness. Instead importance was given to
NTR and even the cducated Andhras stood up and strained
their necks to catch a glimpse of him as he entered the lall.
Emphasis was on the movie stars, producers, etc. Is this what
TANA is teaching the Telugu youth. So many great Andhras
were at the convention but none of them were properly
introduced. What are we saying about ourselves? When Jerry
Brown. the 1992 Presidential candidate spoke, the audience
was very silent and an applause was heard after almost every
statement he made. (f Vavilala Goplakrishnaiah were to go up
on stage and speak would we also give hun our undivided
attention? The whole point of TANA is to gain an appreciation
of our culture & hertage and to appreciate youth and their
efforts, but little did | know that it was to remain in a funcy
world filled with movie heroes who are definitely not heroes i
the true sense of the word.

However, there was a positive aspect to the conveniion and
that was the art exhibit. Mr. P.D.N.Rao and all those who
volunteered their time and efforts at the exhibit did a terrific
Jjob. By walking thorough the exhibit [ saw organization,
craftsmanship, originality, and [ leamned a great deal about my
Telugu henitage. [n my opinion mstead of giving awards to the
caterers (whom we paid) awards should have gone to more
deserving persons, such as Mr. P.D.N Rao.

[ find 1t difficult to end this critique with a few concludmg
thoughts since many of vou have vour own opinions. What
did you think of the convention? Please give us our
teedback.

They're all over the place these days. And
not just in Indian newspapers either. But the
ones in the Indian papers are particularly
unique. Take the one above, for example:
short, sweet and to the point, some would
say. I find it less than appealing. If I were 30
and interested in marriage and read this ad, I
would find it incomprehensible to think of
myself as a boy, if for no other reason than
that I pride myself on being a man. But I
wonder if there are other reasons why
Indians persist in using this description for
the prospective spouses of their children?

At first I thought it was simply a
matter of not understanding the English
language; after all it is not the first language
for most of us. But is there something deeper?
Perhaps many Indian parents find the thought
of their child's marriage difficult to deal with.
They would find suitors appropriately non-
threatening if they are boys or girls rather
than men or women. Or perhaps the growth
of their own children is hard for many parents
to accept. "After all, you will always be my
baby," my mother has said to me many times.
Whatever it is, referring to educated, working
professional men and women, no matter what
their age, as boys and girls takes away from
their accomplishment and growth.

It is not just the words we use , but
the attitude we convey to the youth of our
community that shapes them. If marriage is
to be between a boy and a girl then the
expectation of their maturation is clearly
low. Should they not be raised to adulthood
before marriage so that they can have
children and raise a family like responsible
women and men?

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America Telugu Association (ATA) and Telugu Association of North
America (TANA): What Next 2.
Can Something Progressive Be Done ?.

I want to inform Telugus that something happening within the
last 6 weeks between ATA and TANA, thru the Telugu Jyothi, which
is published monthly, read by a large number and is easily
accessible. I am thankful to its editors and Dr.Kidambi Raghunath
for the courtesy. Many of the first generation Telugus, since 1976
have had a single umbrella organization of TANA till 1991, when due
to differences in opinion a second organization ATA, has come to
exist. Both have run very successful conventions, attended by many
Telugus, besides its own members and organizers. There is no need
to drag out the acrimony between ATA-TANA into a public debate. It
is only going to make some people angry again and displace their
anger on the current climate; that is unjustifiable. The average
Telugu speaker does not care for this split. There is reason to
believe that a sizeable number Telugus are members of both ATA and
TANA; many attended their conventions. And Telugus will attend
these if the cost and location is within reach as long as they have
a good time and meet friends at the same time. Therefore, the
positions taken by ATA-TANA in the recent past is meaningless. The
Telugu associations are cultural institutions that should have no
political agenda. The Telugu youth on whom the parental generation
is staking high hopes and aspirations do not care for the
differences between ATA and TANA. Should these squabbles be a part
of youth socialization ?. Will this split generate any enthusiasm
in Telugus, especially the cultured ?. The time has come to bury
the hatchet and pursue meaningful goals. At the TANA '93,
convention espoused from the podium was an unification point of
view by a speaker. And many an ethnic news media in Metro NY area
has been suggesting that the time for division is over and
unification is needed.

There is no single person to blame for all these problems as
there is plenty of blame to go around. By pointing fingers at this
