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TELUGU JYOTHI'S 20 QUESTIONS OF THE MONTH
Youth Forum Prabha Maruvada

In this issue, Telugu Jyothi selected an interesting subject of ABRASIVE. They are sharp, hard materials,
indispensable to the manufacture of nearly every product. Its history goes back to earliest man's rubbing of
one hard stone against another to shape a weapon. The Bible mentions a stone called 'SHAMIR', that was very
probably EMERY, a natural abrasive being used still in use today. Ancient Egyptian drawing show abrasive used
to polish jewelry and vases. Others are Statue of a Scythian slave, 13th-Century Chinese documents, prove the
existence of abrasive. Then there are natural and manufactured abrasive. Below are few listed:

1. India was the main source of this particular abrasive until the 1860's Some of them are also called
BORT, used for the Industry.

2. This abrasive varies from location to location,utilized as polishing and glass grinding. It is mainly
found in South Africa,some also found in Canada, India and Southern America.

Sis A natural form of Aluminum Oxide, it consists of smaller crystals embedded in an iron oxide matrix.
Principal sources are Turkey and Greece. Its a round grain shape makes suitable for polishing than
grinding.

4. Another valuable for coated abrasive products in the woodworking, leather and shoe industries. The best
abrasive comes from Adirondack mountains, NY.

I It is most commonly used in the manufacture of coated abrasive paper(sandpaper). It is found all over
the world. This abrasive lacks durability and hardness.

6. This abrasive is the main ingredient of sandstone which was hewn for years from natural deposits and

formed into grinding wheels. Until recently these were used in the glass, cutlery and woodworking. The
best abrasive comes from Ohio, West Virginia and Belgium. It is used in sandblasting building, buffing
and polishing wheels.

7. This abrasive is volcanic in origin. Its the frothy part of lava. The best quality in lump form, is
mined in Italy. Its mild action used in metal polishing, glass cutting, furniture finishing, scouring
powders and soaps.

8. Another abrasive, also called Diatomite, used in scouring powders, soaps and buffing. The principal
sources are Missouri and Oklahoma. Other sources are Iceland and Kenya.

9. Another real soft and mild abrasive, used for polishing grains of rice in the past.

10. This abrasive was first produced by Edward G. Acheson, an Electrical Engineer of Monongahela city, PA.

In 1891, he combined a mixture of clay and powdered coke in a small furnace, resulting in hard shine
crystal and were able to scratch glass and polishing precious stones.

1. This manufactured abrasive, the World's first successful attempts were made in the Laboratories of
Ampere-Electro-Chemical Company at Ampere, New Jersey in 1897. It is a claylike substance found near
the surface and produced by a number of companies under variety of trade names.

12. This kind of abrasive, initially more expensive than the natural diamonds They are manufactured in
different shapes and sizes, used for grinding operations. Metallic coatings on this type of manufactured
abrasive are nickel and copper, since they are great conductors.

13. This abrasive is harder than silicon carbide, but is not suitable for use in grinding wheels. It is made
of coke and boric acid at a very high temperature.

14. This was first synthesized by the General Electric Company. Its hardness is reported twice that of
silicon carbide and two and half times of Aluminum oxide.

15. This abrasive specially used for blasting machines, utilizing air pressure, remove dust and scales.

16. This type of abrasive made of bronze, iron, steel alloy, used for shot blasting and cleaning in

foundries. They are used for relieving internal stresses.

Seedless Grapes?

V. Vemuri, Pleasanton

Like seedless grapes? Hate biting into a bitter
little seed! Did you ever wonder how to get new
grapevines without seeds?

First, remember that there are many ways to
reproduce. In sexual reproduction, you need a
sced. We humans are produced this way. There is
another trick to reproduce and many plants and
animals do multiply this way. In this method,
called regeneration, a small piece of tissue can
regenerate into a full grown organism.

Horticulturists are familiar with this kind of
reproduction. They take a cutting and plant it.
Bingo, they get a new plant! seedless grapevines
are propagated this way without the help of a
sced. But how did the first seedless variety come
into existance?

Well, this is almost like the age old chicken and
egg problem. Historians tell us that the first
seedless variety was grown somewhere in Central
Asia many centuries ago. A farmer with a keen
eye noticed that one grapevine suddenly started
producing grapes without seeds. This kind of
thing happens all the time and is called mutation.
The farmer saw the advantage in saving and
propagating this mutant and did so by “taking a
cutting.” The rest is history. Did I say that this
kind of thing happens all the time? How come all
interesting this like this happen centuries ago?
As recently as two decades ago, another savvy
farmer in California noticed that a vine that
normally produced Emperor Grapes (with seeds)
suddenly produced a seedless mutant. Now we
have seedless Emperor grapes. When I say
“seedless,” do not take me literally. In some
varieties, you may find tiny wannable seeds.

Mutation and regeneration are lot more involved
than this simple explanation. For example, if you
bisect a flatworm, the “head-half” grows a new
tail, not a new head! This indeed is one of the
mysteries of nature. Another mystery. Not all
species can regenerate; only lowly creatures and
some plants can.

Imagine a million dollar mutant going into a
battle. Cut the head, a new head regenerates. Cut
the hands, a new pair of hands pop up. Pierce the
chest. Each drop of blood regenerates into a new
soldier. Modern science fiction? Yes, it is science
fiction, but the idea is not modern. Vaalmiki and
many other ancient Indian poets did use this idea
to make their battle scenes more exciting.
