Dear Members/Guests:

Let me start this note expressing my
appreciation to Sanyasiraju Kalidindi, Manohar
Rao and Kidambi Raghunath for help in hosting
the Annamacharya party during their three day
visit.

"pHIS IS WHAT YOU WILL BE WHEN YOU GROW UP"

During my sophomore year of college, I was
excited that I had finally chosen a major and
minor that I derived pleasure and fulfilment
from. So what happened when I went home for
spring break and told several of my family's
close Indian friends that I had declared a
sociology major with an anthropology minor?
One chemist said to me, "So what can you do
with those?" While a Ph.D. in biochemistry
sarcastically remarked, "So, can you explain
to me what exactly sociology and anthropology
are?" On the more subtle side, one electrical
engineer just let out a good "Hal!" He of
course, could tell by the scowl on my face,
that I was not as amused as he was. Have I
done something wrong? After all, sociology
and anthropology are legitimate courses of
study, aren't they?

I will admit that ever since I was young, I
had wanted to hold a variety of occupations.
When I mentioned to an adult who asked me
"What do you want to be when you grow up?", to
receive a good deal of praise, the answer had
to be either, "A physician" or "An engineer."
If I had answered a social worker, teacher, or
musician, I was told to be more ambitious.

The fact of the matter is that children will
do what they receive the most approval for.
Since many Indians have achieved both monetory
success and prestige due to hard work in the
scientific fields, culturally, Indians feel
that these fields can include the only
suitable occupations for any 'respectable'
individual. The fine arts are occasionally
accepted as suitable, but only for the
extremely talented, otherwise, the arts are
considered a waste of time.

Yet, I do not claim myself to be an Indian-
American young adult, who was never prone to
cultural influences. At one time, I too went
the 'pre-med' route and was a biology major.
However, I simply found sociology to be more
fascinating, and realized biology and medicine
were not my intended fields. My father, the
electrical engineer, has approved my choice,
as well. On the contrary, it saddens me when
I see Indian-American peers of mine who get
caught in a major that is not enjoyable for
them because of the cultural pressures
surrounding them. I commonly hear parents say
that they will not continue to pay a student's
tuition at a private institution, because
their child is not persuing a worthwhile field
of study and, therefore, will not get a good
job. A more common sight is the student who
thinks that he or she is enjoying a field that
was never intended to be for the student, and
this is due to the approval that one receives
from his or her parents and community.

Unfortunately, much of the hard working Indian
community, both in India and in America, have
failed to see that success does not have to be
measured by how much money one earns.

Surveys have found that approximately every other
American adult uses vitamin supplements
occasionally, and every one in four uses them daily.
Vitamin C is the most common among the
supplements.

Scientists have so far identified 13 organic substances
that are commonly labelled vitamins. Most important
among these are vitamins A, B6, B12, Biotin, C, D,
E, Folic acid, K, Niacin, and Pantothenic acid. These
substances play a vital role in keeping the human
body in good working order. Some of these
substances are produced within the body. Vitamin D,
for example, is manufactured within the skin during
exposure to sunlight. Vitamin K, biotin and
pantothenic acid are produced by the bacteria in the
intestines. All other vitamins must be ingested.
Without an adequate and regular supply of these
vitamins, the body gets sick. But getting sick with a
vitamin shortage is a thing of the past.

Today’s vitamin problems are mainly due to their
excessive use and misuse. Vitamin E has been
popular due to its putative power to enhance sexual
performance. In fact it seems that E is necessary to
maintain normal fertility in lab animals. But we are
not sure whether the same is true for humans. Many
believe that vitamin A is a rejuvenator only because
its close chemical relative Retin-A can give wrinkled,
~ mottled skin a youthful glow.

Three of the vitamins, C, E and beta carotine, the
chemical parent of A, are known as antioxidants.
These are capable of neutralizing the toxic molecules,
known as oxygen-free radicals. Although these "free
radicals" are by-products of normal metabolism, they
are also created by exposure to environmental agents
like sunlight, X rays, ozone, tobacco smoke, and car
exhaust fumes. Many believe that neutralizing free
radicals is a first step toward conquering diseases and

aging.

Indeed, a 1992 study by the UCLA School of Public
Health appears to confirm a longstanding claim made
by Nobel laurate Linus Pauling that large doses of
vitamin C do play a significant role in reducing
cardiovascular diseases and death. The research,
headed by James E. Enstrom, also noted that high
levels of antioxidant vitamins also reduce the rsik of
arteriosclerosis (hardening of the blood vessels).

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ANSWERS TO TELUGU JYOTHI'S 20 QUESTIONS OF THE MONTH

. The ancient Babylonians devised the world's first calendar.
. Amongst the yester years, the Mayan calendar was perhaps- the most sophisticated.
. The Chinese calendar divides the years into groups of 12 and each year is named after an animal rat. ox. tiger. hare. dragon.

snake, horse, sheep. monkey, rooster. dog and pig.

" The Jewish calendar has 12 months in some vears and 13 months in others. Thus the Jewish vear has either 353 days or 385 days

in a year.

_ The Islamic calendar keeps time with the moon. Each year is 354 or 355 days long. The holidays move backwards through

the seasons and each year, a holiday falls 11 days carlier. After 33 years. a cycle is completed.

The Hindu calendar was based on a 5 year cycle, where the first 4 years comprised of 360 days of 12 months each. and the fifth
year completed the cycle with additional days which made up the solar time. The festivals are determined by the phases of the
moon.

The Hindu calendar comprised of 12 months, namely : Kartika, Agrahay, Pausha. Magha. Phalguna. Chitra. Vaisakha. Jyestha.
Asadha. Sravana. Bhadra and Asvini.

The calendar we use today, counts the years after the birth of Jesus Christ. A.D. stand for Anno Domini. which means 'in the
year of the Lord. B.C. stands for Before Christ.

" The earliest Roman calendar consisted of 10 lunar months of 29-30 days. beginning the year with March and ending with

December. The left over two lunations were simply ignored. The months were : Maritus. Aprilis. Maius. Lunius. Quinalis.

Sextilis, September. October. November and December. Interestingly. the names of the last 4 months show a closeness to the

Sanskrit words Sapta. Ashta, Nava, Dasa. meaning seven, cight, nine. and ten respectively.

The above mistake was corrected in the new Roman Republican calendar with 2 additional months. namely januarius and
Februarius. added on as 11th and 12th month respectively in the year B C 650.

The 24 hour day came from the Egyptians and the 7 day week came from the Hebrews.

The Roman Republican calendar had only 355 days in its 12 months. As years rolled by the difference between the actual year
(365) days and this calendar became more and more. The seasons were no longer in proper relationship with the calendar
months and by B C 46 the calendar equinox and astronomical equinox were separated by 3 months and hence the name "year of
confusion".

Julius Cacsar, under the guidance of Greek astronomer Sosigenes. reformed the calendar in B C 46. by adding 90 days (3
months) to make that year 445 days. By this. the civil and astronomical calendars were in line.

The lunar calendar was abolished by Julius Caesar and he fixed the year as 365 and 1/4 days based on solar cycle.. However he
disregarded the 1/4 day and declared the year as 365 days for 3 years followed by 366 days in 4th year.

_ Biisextile year or leap year with 29 days in February was conceived and started by Julius Caesar as above.
The new calendar. also called Julian calendar was first adopted by Romans in B.C.45 and the year was to begin with January

1st. instead of March.

In B.C.44. the month of Quintalis was renamed as July in honor of Julius Caesar (month of birth) and in B.C.7. Augustus Caesar
changed the name of sextilis to August in his honor.

The Julian calendar assumed the length of the year to be equal to 365.25 days. whereas the actual time taken by the Sun for its
apparent one round through the Zodiac is 365.2422 days. Thus the calendar year was in excess of the correct length of year by
.0078 days; and this amounts to one day 128.2051 years and the error became conspicuous as centuries rolled by and a further
reform was needed. Pope Gregory XIII finally revised the Julian calendar with the help of Neopolitan astronomer Aloysius
Lilius. Jesuit and Christopher Clavius. The error has accumulated to 10 days and Gregory directed that Thursday. October 4th is
to be followed by Friday. October 15th in the year 1582. All Catholic countries accepted this change in course of time.

Gregorian calendar was accepted by Britain in 1752 (by that time the error has gone upto 11 days) by decreeing that Wednesday
2nd September will be followed by Thursday 14th September.. In the same year it was accepted to commence January Ist as the
first day of a calendar year. instead of the customary march 25th. Russia adopted the Gregorian calendar in 1917. while Turkey
did so in 1927.

As per the Gregorian calendar. the average length of the year is 365.2425 days (Gregory ordered that no century year will be a
leap year. unless it is exactly divided by 400). but the actual year is 364.2422 days. This residuary excess comes to .0003. which
means the excess becomes 3 days in 10,000 year or 1 day every 3333 years. Thus . taking 1752. the year when Britain and most
accepted the Gregorian calendar, the first excess day comes in year 5084. next one . in year 8416. next in 11.748 and so on. To
avoid this, a proposal is to make years 4000. 8000 and so on. as non leap vears. By this. if we remove one day in year 4000. we
will be actually removing the ‘excess’ day much before it is going to happen in year 5084 ! The Bhamidipati Rule says that
taking away the 'excess’ day in the year it is going to happen, i.e.. in the years 5084. 8416 and so on . is better. as these years.
ic.. 5084. 8416 ctc. are leap years themselves and can be made as non-leap vears. This way there will be no early removal of the
excess day.
