Instead we
will publicize the names of a few coordinators
as contacts (for help) who, in turn, will
suggest the Area Volunteers to help. Please
call Gouri, our Chairperson, Community Affairs
at 609/ 275-7045 if you can assist as an Area
Volunteer. We plan to arrange meetings
(quarterly or as needed) for the Area
Volunteers to exchange their experiences.

To help visiting parents adjust, we encourage
mgmbers to invite those you know for coffee or
dlnqer so that they meet each other. Youth can
be involved in some meetings to provide the
"elder-link" mentioned above.

Another community activity identified was to
eéncourage articles and arrange seminars on
1ssues related to retirement planning to help
those getting ready for retirement. Providing
hga}tb screening for those members and their
YlSltlng relatives from India who don't have
insurance coverage was also discussed. We need
some further thinking to address these
activities. Please let us know your thoughts?

Why are Women

In the box office hit, Missamma, the
poet sings: "women mean it different." More
often than not, men do not understand what
"they" mean and why "they" do what "they"
do.

ANSWERS TO THE 20 QUESTIONS OF THE MONTH v

1. The Komodo monitor, alias Dragon, is found, among other places on the Indonesian island of :
Komodo. It has been recorded upto ten feet long.

2. The usual diet of the Komodo Dragon is small animals although it has been known to charge at
and eat humans.

3. Like most predators, the Komodo Dragon preys on the carcasses of animals as they start to
decompose. Individual Dragons have been known to dig up recent graves at cemeteries.

4+ Zoo keepers have come to respect the intelligence of the Komodo Dragon after observing it

learn certain behaviors, namely hunting strategies. The Dragons have ,at times, braved strong
ocean currents and tides to reach farm animals kept on certain islands and have learned to
recognize and keep tabs on pregnant goats and horses, inorder to be present at the birth. They
sometimes goad the mother into miscarriage and then catch the newborn as it drops.

5. There are two advantages to the Monitor's teeth. First, the teeth are serrated so that meat can be
torn easily. Secondly, the teeth are a breeding ground for virulent bacteria, infecting any prey
that may have escaped so that it will die later.

6. Dubbed "worms with a backbone", caecilians are mostly aquatic creatures with rudimentary
scales and often live in total darkness.

7. The eastern diamondback rattle snake can weigh as much as 35 pounds.

8. Some of the geckos grow no longer than three centimeters long.

9. Reproduction is typically by leathery-shelled or calcarous-shelled with specialized membrane to

protect the embryo. The young are born alive.

10. The Galapagos land turtle has been known to reach a weight of 560 pounds.

11. There about 6,000 species of reptilia in existence.

12. Amphibians hatch from aquatic eggs and must grow and develop in water, i.e. as a tadpole.
Reptiles, on the other hand, have develop and grow on land and therefore do not need to develop
gills and a series of sense organ that later must be reabsorbed. This is due to the greater amount
of yolk found in reptilian eggs.

13. Snakes have no movable eyelids. Their eyes are covered by a fixed transparent scale.

14. The gecko's pupil shape is quite bizarre. The pupil contracts to form a series of pinholes, one
above the other. .

15. Turtles have upper and lower horny plates that serve to bite off chunks of food.

16. Reptiles have no internal mechanisms for regulating body temperature so instead approximate
closely the temperature of their surroundings. Their body temperatures are not always low but
adaptive.

17. Crocodiles not only need to hear their prey but also for social behavior. They bellow to threaten
other males or to attract females.

18. Pit viper and pitted boas have been experimented to detect temperature differences of less than
1.1 degrees Fahrenheit.

19. Some reptiles have the ability to pant but most must move away if the temperature is too high or
it will perish.

20. Water snakes in North America are quite bite-happy. The only danger from these bites is an
infection to the wound.
