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ANSWERS TO TELUGU JYOTHI'S TWENTY QUESTIONS OF THE MONTH

The planets Saturn, Jupiter and Neptune have planetary rings. Neptune has nine very neat rings,
Saturn's rings are almost uncountable and Jupiter's rings barely show up as a haze.

Rings are mainly composed of icy particles, dust and meteoric debris.

One reason is that the moon is large enough to have passed through the stages of planetary evolution.
The moon, in its full or new moon phase, passes through the shadow of the Earth twice yearly.
During a total lunar eclipse, the moon appears coppery in color as sunlight, refracted by the earth's
atmosphere, illuminated the lunar face.

Since the Earth is on an elliptical orbit and the sun is not exactly in the center of the orbit, the earth's
speed around the sun varies according to how close it is to the sun. When it gets closer, as in the
winter months, it literally runs past the sun. The converse is true in the summer. It feels colder in
the winter because the earth's tilt at that time is away from the sun.

For all you Lakshmi's out there, you can proudly say that a mid-level plane in the Ishtar Terra Region
of Venus, was named after you.

No, it's not Polaris. The brightest star visible by the naked eye from earth is Sirius, approximately 50
trillion miles or eight light years away. Polaris, is the star closest to the north celestial axis.

A sunspot is a cool, dark area of the solar surface. The center of the spot is darker than the outer
border. The average spot is twice the diameter of earth and lasts for about two weeks.

Any planet visible in the morning or evening sky may be called by that name. Venus, traditionally
holds that title since it is the brightest and because its orbit lends itself to both names.

The magnitude scale is an astronomer's scale of brightness. This scale is used in two ways. One way
of measuring is to note a star's brightness as seen from earth. The other way is to measure brightness
of a star assuming it was only a standard distance of 10 parsecs away. This standard measurement
would make sun look like the size of a pin prick.

Light from the sun takes over four hours to reach Neptune. Sunlight reaches earth in eight minutes.
The nearest star to our sun is Proxima Centauri at 4.2 light-years away. One light-year is how far
light travel in one year at the speed of 186,000 miles per second. (1 ly =6 trillion miles)

Since the moon does not revolve on its axis, it shows only one side to us at any given time. That does
not mean that light from the sun never reaches that side. When the moon is in its new moon phase, it
is in full moon phase relative to the sun (the light is wholly behind the moon).

Our model of the sky is called the celestial sphere, an imaginary hollow sphere with a large radius
that surrounds the earth and to which the stars seem affixed. Its middle, the celestial equator, is
parallel to our own equator.

Most of the time, the tilt is about 27.5 degrees.

Most stars, like our sun, become white dwarfs after having used up all their fuels.

Uranus' axis of rotation is almost 98 degrees with its south pole almost pointed as the sun. The
reason for this unique positioning is not known but is speculated to have been caused by a massive
collision late in its formation.

From January 1979 to March 1999, Pluto will be closer to the sun than Neptune. Its orbit is the most
elliptical of all the planets and is inclined 17 degrees to the plane of the Solar System.

The "diamond ring" effect occurs during some solar eclipses. Just as the eclipse begins or ends, a
small part of the sun's photosphere peeks out from a valley on the edge of the moon. giving the
appearance of a diamond set in a ring.

The earth bulges in the middle with the combined gravitational pulls of the sun and the moon when
the moon is in either the full or new moon phase. At this time, the side of the earth facing the moon
is about 4000 miles closer to the moon than the center of the earth. The facing side experiences high
tide and the side away from the moon experiences low tide. At other times, the sun and the moon
serve to cancel each other out by pulling at right angles on the earth .
