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A Letter from Swami Dayananda Saraswati

I am writing this letter to you to request your help for an Indian community professional, Dr. Lakshmi Nadgir. You might have come to know
through the media about her unfortunate situation. She was a very bright and successful obstetrician and gynecologist in Philadelphia. She was

married with two daughters. I have known Lakshmi for a number of years and she had helped our institution on various occasions. She had also
talked to me about her problems.

He husband did not have a job and wanted to start a business. Lakshmi had given him the start-up capital. In the name of expanding the business
he went to India and Singapore and for all his, took more money from his wife. When she was a bit apprehensive about investing more money, he
took both his daughters into the business to win the confidence of his wife. Lakshmi did continue to give money hoping the business would do well.
All her earnings she had given. Her daughters also being there, she borrowed and gave as the need arose. Even the money that had to be paid to
the IRS was given to her husband who was supposed to pay within a stipulated time. When the IRS was not paid and they went after Lakshmi,
she tried to understand what was going on. She discovered that one of her important properties in Hyderabad was also sold without her knowledge
and there was no trace of any money. To her dismay, she discovered that her husband was living in Vizag with another woman. At this time, in
spite of the huge loss of money including her home in Philadelphia, she wanted him to come back. In fact, I had kept him in our ashram and
talked to him. However, he went bank to India, converted himself to be a Muslim and married that woman. When Lakshmi came to know, she
suffered a shock. From his lavish lifestyle and also from some other source, she knows that he has access to a lot of money.

She had to pay the IRS, so she contacted the local police to give her a name of an investigative agency or person to find the money her husband
had hidden away in different places. An undercover police officer met her and offered his services to trace the money and be a possible collector. As
I learned form Lakshmi, he had led her to answer "Yes" to the question, "Should I hurt him if he becomes violent?" After she specifically said, "No
killing", the police officer persisted until she agreed. Among her defenses will be the defence of entrapment. She was arrested and bail was set for
one half million dollars. After a court hearing it was reduced to $50,000 and her daughter managed to borrow from people a few thousand dollars

towards the bail. Lakshmi is now staying in her own office building which is not yet sold by the bank in whose custody it is in. I think she was not
in her senses when she contacted the police for this kind of help.

Dr. Lakshmi Nadgir is a good professional and is capable of practice for many more years. She can rebuild her practice and live a normal life. But

to come out of this situation, she requires legal help. She has the right attorney in Philadelphia to help her. I request you to help her, a fellow
professional. If the IRS can condone her, in time she can even repay. If you can extend your help with a $1,000 check or even less, it would go a
long way in fighting the case and giving her a new lease for her life. Please make your check payable to D.S. Sastri, Esq., Attorney at Law with
a note on the check, "Legal Expenses" and mail it to Dr. Lakshmi Nadgir, C/O S.V. Raman, 1881 Rampart Lane, Lansdale.

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Your spouse’s infidelity with IRS
may mean trouble for you, too

WASHINGTON —Marriage involves a lot of trust. Most
of us would like to believe we can rely on our spouses—and
they on us—to be faithful, truthful and honest in our deal-
ings with each other and the outside world.

And because suspicion and distrust can strain a rela-
tionship, most of us tend to take our spouse’s word on
things unless there is a lot of reason to doubt it.

But unquestioning trust when signing a joint tax re-
turn is not such a good idea. Under the law, both spouses
are liable for all the taxes due when they file jointly; and, in a
number of cases, a spouse—usually a wife—has awakened
one morning to find the Internal Revenue Service demand-
ing back taxes and penalties based on a return that was
signed without reading.

The law does provide an out for “innocent spouses.”
But court records show the test is difficult to meet, and sim-
ply not knowing what one’s spouse was up to is not itself a
legally acceptable excuse.

To be relieved of tax liability, a spouse must pass a
four-step test prescribed by the law:

B The couple must have filed a joint return.

B The return must have contained a substantial un-
derstatement of tax “attributable to grossly erroneous
items of one spouse.”

® The other spouse must show that he or she “did not
know, and had no reason to know” about the understate-
ment.

B “Taking into account all the facts and circumstanc-
es,” it must be “inequitable” to hold the other spouse re-
sponsible for the understatement.

People who try to qualify as innocent spouses usually
are able to meet the first two requirements. Typically, if a
joint return had not been filed, and if there had not been a
substantial understatement, the issue would not have ari-
sen.

The real hurdle is satisfying the court that the spouse
didn’t know and had no reason to know about the unpaid
taxes.

Courts generally look at the relief-seeking spouse’s ed-
ucation, financial knowledge and involvement in family
business affairs. Lack of education and sophistication in
these areas weighs in favor of the would-be innocent
spouse.

However, the U.S. Tax Court here, in a case last sum-
mer involving a large deduction, held that lack of sophisti-
cation does not relieve a spouse of the obligation to be alert.
The spouse has reason to know if “a reasonably prudent
taxpayer” could be expected to realize that something was
wrong or at least needed further explanation.

“The relief-seeking spouse cannot turn a blind eye and
fail to inquire about a deduction or credit claimed on a tax
return where the amount of the deduction or credit is so
large that it would reasonably put him or her on notice that
he or she should inquire further,” the court said. In this
case, a wife who paid household bills out of a joint checking
account should have noticed that their tax return reported
a cost basis in an investment of $107,456 when her husband
had written checks totaling only $21,500 to pay for it.

) . I'm writing in

At least I got rid of that idiot and
learned a valuable lesson. I knew more
about business when I was 22 than he
knoys today. I never wanted to co-sign
that original loan because I knew he
had no business sense, but his parents
pressured me. Now I wish I had fol-
lowed my instincts and just said NO.

I believe many a woman has been
pressured and manipulated into going
against her good judgment to provide
ego satisfaction for a man. I learned
from that experience never to go
against my gut.—Smarter in Texas
