You Can’t take it with you!

Many of us have taken great care
and effort in planning for our futures.
We bought homes, saved for education,
and planned for retirement. Over the
course of a life time, many of us have
built a sizable “nest egg” as a result
of our good planning. Unfortunately,
the area of planning that many people
avoid - often until the last possible
time in their lives - is planning for
the inevitable transfer of their “nest
eggs” to someone else when they die.

There are many reasons why people
avoid planning for the disposition of
their estate. Some feel they don’t
have enough investments to worry about,
or it may be difficult to decide who
they want to receive their assets. But
whatever the reasons behind their
indecision, people who don’t plan for
their death may be leaving unpleasant
surprises for their friends and family.

For instance, if you die without
a will, or if your will is so outdated
it has no bearing on your current
situation, the state may be making many
of your “estate planning” decisions for
you. That’s because the state has
certain rules about who will receive
your property when you die if you don’t
make specific designations through a
will or other legal document.

Just as important as who gets
your money is how much money is left
after estate costs. As you may know,
many of your assets may be subject to
“probate”. Probate is the process of
distributing your assets through a
court after your death, and there are
certain administrative costs associated
with probate. Probate 1is also a
lengthy process, with delays 1in
administration sometimes taking up to a
yvear for smaller estates, longer for
larger estates.

Other ways to reduce assets
subject to probate include designation
beneficiaries on life insurance
policies and retirement plans or
creating a trust. There are many types
of trusts available, and some people
create “revocable trusts” to avoid the
time and expense of the probate
process. Because assets held in the
trust are not subject to probate, the
fees of the executor and attorney may
be greatly reduced, especially if the
fees are based on the wvalue of the
probate estate. It’s best to get the

advice of a qualified lawyer or
financial advisor to help determine the
options that are best for you. You
don’t have to be wealthy to benefit
from an estate plan. In fact, if you
don’t plan ahead, you’ll probably leave
a substantial amount of your estate to
the IRS rather than your family.

Your estate will most likely
include life insurance, qualified plan
benefits, real estate,property, savings
and other assets. If you haven’t done
any planning, when you sit down and
calculate the value of your estate,
there probably will be more there than
you’d thought. No matter how large or
small your estate 1is, an estate plan
can give you and your family peace of
mind. An estate plan can help vyou
minimize the amount of taxes your heirs
will have to pay. Other costs your
heirs may be held responsible for if
you haven’t planned ahead are funeral
costs, any debts you have incurred,
state death taxes and federal estate
taxes. These costs will depend on the
value of your estate and where you live
but if not planned for, they could

quickly reduce the wvalue of vyour
estate.

An estate plan can mean the
difference between getting by and

getting ahead. Without a plan you
could leave your family financial and
legal difficulties. Your family could
be forced to make difficult decisions
that affect the value of your estate
and their future financial security.
The value of your estate could be cut
in half from the cost of federal estate
taxes, state death taxes,administrative
expenses and probate costs.

If you’re still saving for
retirement or you’'re already enjoying
retirement, now is the time to plan
ahead. An estate plan is more than
just minimizing taxes and distributing
assets. It should be part of a complete
financial plan that can help you meet
your short-term and long-term financial
objectives. Estate planning can be a
complex issue and it may be to your
benefit to seek the professional help

of an attorney or financial advisor. ®

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A CAREER IN POLITICS!

For some of us politics is an interest, but
for Dinesh sSastry, 23 year-old son of
Duravasula Sastry, TFAS Life Member, politics
is a means through which he can serve his
community as well as fight for his beliefs.

During the general
elections, Sastry coordinated the San Mateo
county Campaign for Kathleen Brown, Senator
Dianne Feinstein and the rest of the
Democratic party ticket.

Dinesh Sastry feels the Brown family has a
natural affinity toward the Indo-American
community. This feeling is legitimized by the
fact that he has been able to convince Jerry
Brown to go out of his way to attend Indian
functions including a Telugu convention in New
York. Sastry also feels that Kathleen Brown
would be an excellent advocate for high
technology, small business, and education.
