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1. Potatoes: For sking peeling, dip in boiling water for 2
minutes and immedaitely plunge into cold water; Before frying,
cut potatoes, stand in cold water for 1 hr adn dry thoroughly
before cooking; For best taste, fry them fora few minutes, drain
off grease and fry them agin until golden brown; if potatoes are
soft, put them inice water for half an hour, then they become hard
again.

2. Egg Plant: To rid eggplant off biterness, drop it into salted
wateras you peel/cut it. pt it dry with a paper towel when ready
to cook; Good rule of the thumb - Peel off skin if eggplant is
cooked for short time (5 - 10 min), if cooked longer, don't peel
off.

3. Tomatoes: For good flavor, always add a pinch of sugar
when cooking; To peel, put in an old pillow case or onion netting
bag, plunge into boing water for a minute. Skin comes off right
away; Always slice vertically.

4. Onions: You shed fewer tears, if you refrigerate before
chopping, peel after putting them in boiling water for 2 min, peel
under cold running water (rinse hands frequently in cold water,
shut your mouth, with exhaust running and cut root end last; To
make onions less smelly and mild, slice into rings andsoak in
cold water for one hour (salads); half cut onions, rub with butter
to keep them fresh.

5. Cabbage, Broccoli: To reduce odor, place a small cup of
vinegar on the cooking range or add a slice of lemon to the pot
or a slice or two of stale bread to the cooking water and remove it
later. For stuffed cabbage recipes, place entire cabbage in water,
bring to boil, remove soft leaves and repeat the process.

6. Carrots: To peel the skin, drop in boiling water for 5 min
and then dip in cold water; If freezing, remvoe tops of carrots,
otherwise they drain moisture.

7. Cauliflower: To keep it white,add a littie milk during
cooking; To eliminate odor, drop a few unshelled walnuts into
thepot.

8. Lettuce: To remove core from head, hit the core end once
against the counter top sharply, core will twist out, prevents brown
spots when cutting; Don’t add salt until completely cooked; Will
not rust if bottom of regrigerator compartment is covered with
paper towel or napkins; Will be crisp, if placed in a pan of water
with a few slices of raw potatoes.

9. Beans: To improve their texture or mushiness and cracking
- add a pinch of baking soda to water when cooking dry beans;
Never add salt until beans are tender.

10. Peas: Aways cook peas in the pod. Peas separte, pods
float and peas taste better.

Fry the masala chillies available in the Indian Shops in quarter to
half cup of oil with a pinch of hing added to it until the chillies are
turned dark brown.

Patoli curry is eaten like any other vegetable, mixing with rice,
add the sweet and sour mix as the sauce and eat with the masala
chillies.
