The North South Foundation, whose mission is to recognise and promote excellence among
children, has initiated a nation-wide, spelling and vocabulary (word definition) contests for the
benefit of all Indian-Americans in 1993 to improve children’s vocabulary and systematically
prepare them for obtaining better scores in the aptitude tests such as SAT and ACT.

Telugu-Americans did exceedingly well in the national finals of this all Indian-American contest
with Anita Devineni, Sriram Eleswarapu, Sudhir Potru and Kiran Kilaru claiming 2nd, 6th, 7th (a
tie) places in the spelling bee; and Prasanthi Thotakura, Suhitha G. Reddy, Arvind
Jammalamadaka, Srithi Vangala and Aparna Nancherla claiming 1st, 3rd, 4th, 7th and 8th places
in the vocabulary finals.

Part of the credit for the exceptional performance of our Telugu children clearly goes to the

Telugu Association members and its officers in Detroit and Dallas who took great pains to

publicize this contest and the result was astounding, to say the least. This is a lucid illustration in
which a few fine individuals demonstrated beyond doubt that Telugu Associations can not only
promote cultural preservation but also ensure the well being of our community.

Telugu-Americans donated nearly one-half of a total of nearly one hundred millions dollars spent
so far in constructing about fifty temples in this country. Indeed, we have done a laudable job in
preserving our religion in this country. Many of us play Tennis and Softball with our children
although these sports are taught very well at our public schools. But yet many of us think that the
public schools are taking good care of our kids education and that we don’t have to augment
these efforts through contributions to the community in cash or kind. Many of us apt to think that
Telugu families are well to do financially, most of Telugu kids go to ivy league schools, plenty of
public money is around for children to get scholarships or loans, and, last but not the least, plenty
of jobs when they leave colleges. This is only true in the case of a very small minority of our
children.

Oh! It is Hollowe'en!!

October 31, the eve of All Saint's day, observed with
traditional games and customs. The word Hollowe'en comes
from medieval England's All Hollow's eve ( Old Eng.: Hallow
= Saint or something Holy). However, may have these
customs predate Christianity, going back instead to Celtic
practices associated with November 1 - the beginning of
winter and the Celtic new year. Witches and other evil spirits
were believed to roam the earth on this evening, playing tricks
on human beings to mark the season of diminishing sunlight.

Bonfires were lit, offerings were made of dainty foods and
sweets, and people would disguise themselves as one of the
roaming spirits, to avoid demonic persecution. Survivals of
these early practices can be found in countries of Celtic
influence today such as the United States where children go
from door to door in scary costumes demanding "trick or
treat."

Witches and goblins, pumpkins, screeching owls and the
masks of happy trick or treaters are the symbols of
Hallowe'en. Behind all these familiar symbols of Hallowe'en
are stories that go far back in history to a time when people
really believed in witches and ghosts. Hallowe'en had its
roots in two ancient Celtic observances: the solemn fire rites
to appease Sambhain, the Lord of the Dead, and the joyful
feasting to celebrate the harvest. Over the centuries the two
gradually blended into the holiday we know today. Real
witches of the Middle Ages gathered around steaming
caldrons to chant and dance. Cats were once thought to be
witches in animal disguise.

The traditional colors of Hallowe'en are black and orange.
These two reflect the twin roots of the ancient holiday. Black
stood for death and the orange for the harvest. Plants in the
garden die and turn black when turns cold. The color orange
was associated with the ancient roman harvest festival of
Pomona. The moon sometimes looks orange when it hangs
low in the autumn sky. These traditional colors explore
'without light' and 'as by age' respectfully.

Trying to see into the future is an old Hallowe'en game.
There are many ways to do it. In earlier times, a young girl
would peel the skin from an apple in one piece. Then she
threw the piece over her left shoulder. As it fell, it would form
the first letter of her sweetheart's name. Scottish girls
believed they could see pictures of their future husbands if
they hung sheets in front of the fire on Hallowe'en. Other girls
believed they would see their boyfriend's faces if they looked
into the mirrors while walking downstairs at midnight on
Hallowe'en.

In France, children begged for flowers to decorate the graves
of dead friends and relatives on All Souls' Day.
Archaeologists have found prehistoric graves that date back
more than 60,000 years decorated with the remains of
flowers.

People also wanted to remember the dead who were not
saints. And so November 2 became All Souls' Day. On All

Souls' Day, many people still pray for the souls of the loved
ones who were dead.

In his novel The Brothers Karamazov, the great Russian
writer Fyodor Dostoyevski gives us an interesting look at the
folk beliefs of his time. It used to be the custom for Christians
in Russia to have the names of departed loved ones
remembered at special services for the dead on All Souls'
Day. Harry Houdini was one of the most famous magicians
whoever lived. People still don't know the secrets that
enabled him to perform some of his great tricks. He was a
great promoter of spiritualism.

Hollowe'en is a superstition. There is an old wife's tale that
used to be popular in Eastern Europe. It says that babies who
were born with teeth in their mouths will grow up to be witches
or vampires.

In pioneer days, Americans celebrated Hallowe'en with corn-
popping parties, taffy pulls, and hayride. Early 1908, some
communities sought to prevent damages by giving Hallowe'en
parties. In the year 1920 the residents of Anoka, Minnesota
organized the first citywide Hallowe'en party.

My first and unforgettable Hallowe'en Day was October 31,
1989. | came to the United States on December 3, 1988.
Back in my country | never celebrated the Hallowe'en and nor
seen this type of fun and tricks. On that day in the early
morning my friends scared me and cautioned me not to get
scared and advised me to reach home before 6 P.M.. With
fear | finished my work at office and ran to my apartment
before 6 P.M.. Slowly, neighborhood children started ringing
my door bell. As advised by my friends, | started offering
some sweets and food to them and had some fun at that
time. This went on till 9 P.M.. It was almost midnight and |
was reading a book.

The moment | opened the door | saw a dark, black skeleton
standing at my door and with abundant fear | ran into the
bedroom and locked it. | started chanting "Hare Rama, Hare
Krishna, Hare Hare." | felt that my apartment is dark and |
heard some scary sounds too. | stayed in bed for half an
hour and then | heard my friends laughing and making fun of
me. | got up, drank a glass of water and got into the other
room. | felt ashamed to stand before them as | felt that | have
fallen for a Hallowe'en trick which was a success.

Next day | recollected that my friends explained to me
everything about Hallowe'en day precautions except that they
did not tell me that | should not open the door before
watching through the peep hole. They did this intentionally
and they succeeded.

OH! IT WAS MY FIRST UNFORGETTABLE HALLOWE'EN!!
