| The untimely demise of the great Veena Vidwan Sri
Chittibabu saddened me very deeply. Please permit me to
| share my personal association with him very briefly.

4 Chittibabu was my childhood friend and classmate in
' Pittapur Raja's High School at Kakinada, Andhra Pradesh. In
those days, he was known as Hanumanulu. At the tender age
of twelve, he moved to Madras to become a distinguished
disciple of Sri Emani Sankara Sastry garu. It was move star
Bhanumathi who christened him as CHITTIBABU when he
acted in her move Laila Majnu as younger Khais.

Chittibabu rose very rapidly as Veena Vidwan in the
Nineteen Fifties. His many performances included National
Programs from All India Radio Delhi Station. I vividly
remember his Delhi program with his teacher EMANI and

Sivarathri is the time for worshipping Lord Siva. It
occupies an imporant place in the Hindu calender,
which is constructed not only to inform us everyday
our location in this vast and meaningful universe ,
but also to remind us the significance of our being's
profound relationship with the gods and the nature.
Eacu moment of our life, according to our tradition,
is touched by contact with the essence of nature and
the spirit of divine, whether we are aware of it or
not. By puja we hope to become aware of our divine
essence and in course of time become divine, that is a
moral person. Sivarathri is the celebration of suac an
opportunity.

The most popular scripture chosen to sing in
praise of Siva is Sri Rudram. In common usage it is
also known as Namakam -Chamakam.The following
is a translation of the Yajurevad version, the most
commonly chanted version. Below the Namakam is
given in full translation, while only a synopsis of he
Chamakam is provided.

The Namakam

O Rudra, salute to your anger, your bow and
arrows and your two hands. Render us happy by
your auspicious arrow, bow and quiver.

O Rudra, who resides on Mt Kailasa and
grants happiness, behold us and illumine us by your
auspicious form which is not terrible and does not
harm us.

O Rudra,who keeps the promise of protecting
all those who serve you and take refuse in you, turn
yourarrow into a peaceful one.

O Rudra, we pray with auspicous words to
reach you. Make this world free of ills and full of
happy amicable lives.

Let Him destroy the seen and unseen enemies
of mine. Let Him, the foremost among gods the
physician, intercede on behalf of me.

Rudra is the very Sun who rises with copper-
red color, turns rosy red and then into golden
yellow, the auspicious and beneficient one.I ward off
the anger of all those other Rudras around us.

The blue throated Rudra becomes red when
he rises. All creatures including the cowherds and
water carrying women behold Him. Let Him make
us happy.

Salute to the blue-throated one who has
thousand eyes and to all his followers.

Please loosen the string of your bow and hide
those arrows.

O thousand-eyed, who has hundred arrow
quivers, loosen the bow and blunt the edges of the
shafts, resume your peaceful form of good
intentions.

Let the bow be without strings, let there be
no arrows in the quivers, let the arrows have no
capacity to strike, let there be no power in the
scabbord of your sword.

Protect us from your non-injuring weapons.

Salutations to your weapons that will not be
used, to your hands and to your bow. Salute
to The great god,with three eyes, who destroyed



Tripura,who is the twilight, who consumes the
universe,blue-throated, conqueror of death, the
auspicious one.

"Which way should | go?"

"Where do you want to go?"

"l don't care where to!"

"Then, it doesn't matter which way you go!"

Sounds familiar? Goals.. goals.. goals.. management by goals.. we are bombarded with these words in
the corporations in which we work.

| have been writing, often very positively, regarding TFAS goals and achievements. | encouraged
members to get involved in the activities as it would be good for us, our children, and the community in
general.

Recently, however, | have felt some disappointments too. So | decided to write this article to offer my
analysis. These are strictly my own opinions, and the TFAS trustees or Telugu Jyothi editorial board may
or may not agree with all of the things | write. My idea is to provoke some thinking on the part of the
members/ readers. | hope my views expressed here would trigger some thoughts so that you will provide
the necessary feedback to the TFAS trustees.

At a TFAS trustee meeting during my term, we discussed some possible goals of volunteer
organizations. They were as follows: Humanitarian, Cultural-Specific (e.g. music, literature), Cultural-
General, Religious, Political, etc.. We can classify TFAS as a "Cultural- General" organization.

As stated in our constitution, one of our primary goals is "to preserve and propagate Telugu cultural
heritage amongst our future generations." Defining cultural heritage as music, dance, literature, customs,
traditions, food, etc., we are interested in all these to survive within our next generations. We expose
the second generation to cultural programs where both the first and second generations participate. We
also have Telugu Jyothi for promoting the literary aspects of our heritage. The other goals such as
humanitarian goals have become secondary to TFAS, as there are others out there holding up this
responsibility. Religious goals were not included in our constitution, and political goals are not even
permitted in an organization like ours.

Let me now turn to a report card for TFAS on how well we are achieving the goals:

Cultural- general: This gets a "B," because the attendance at the general meetings has been going
down, which could be because of too many other activities going on in the area. You may know some
other reasons.
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Cultural - specific: This gets a "C" as we have cut down special programs compared to the earlier years
of the organization. Again, there are too many organizations competing for the big programs either for
prestige or for raising funds. Also, the professional artists from India are asking for large remunerations.
As long as these programs are already available elsewhere, to our members, it may not be important
for TFAS to go out of the way to organize such programs. However, we should try to encourage budding
artists who get few, if any, opportunities. We should arrange programs for them, even if we lose a few
dollars (not big dollars).

Literary - Special Editions of Telugu Jyothi: | can give an "A", for this activity, because of a number
of talented and devoted contributors for special issues (e.g. issues on Chalam, Adivi Bapiraju).

Literary - Stories and Poems in Telugu Jyothi: | will give an "A" again for contributions from India.
Obviously, there are many talented writers there. But, there is a philosophical question; should we go
through the effort of typing and publishing the articles from India when they have many opportunities in
India to publish these articles anyway? The articles from India can be printed in India and we can reprint
them if we would like! | would also like to give an "A" to those local artists who have been regular
contributors. In general, however, only a "B" for an overall lack of enough local contributions to fill
Telugu Jyothi each month. Obviously, the local artists are too busy with the typical life in US!

Community Issues in Telugu Jyothi: Unfortunately, | can only think of a "C" for this category. Several
attempts were made by individuals from both first and second generations (e.g. A Step in the Right
Direction) to encourage articles related to issues of interest. In addition, the idea of Area Volunteers was
proposed to help the community. Also, nominations for youth recognitions were requested. All these
attempts essentially failed.

Membership: | give an "A", as our membership increased steadily. But we get only a "C" for participation
in activities including attending functions, reading and writing in Telugu Jyothi, volunteering to become
Trustees, and debating goals and offering suggestions.

Lastly, | would also like to suggest that our second generation start getting their own membership status
in TFAS as they graduate, get married, and become independent. It would give more empowerment for
them to become Trustees and take an active role.

| hope that | didn't upset anybody by my report card. Even if | did, it may not have been a bad idea,
because now you have a chance to write back with your thoughts on the subject and your advice. Are
we going in the right direction? What else we should be doing, for the first generation seniors, and the
second generation juniors? To what extent we should promote artists or help the needy? Are you reading
some or all of Telugu Jyothi? If not, why not? What else you would like to see in the magazine? Lots of
questions, but as the "customers" of TFAS and Telugu Jyothi, we all have to speak up to get the most
from the organization. This would make TFAS continue to be a successful organization for many years
to come, to be handed over to our next generation.
