I received a few telephone calls and an E-mail in
response to the March article under this column. I will
wait another month for more responses before
summarizing them for you.

I attended a wedding ceremony about a month ago.
Being Christians from India, they performed the
wedding in a church. The bridegroom, his father, and
the best man came in dhoti. The bride and her mother
wore sarees. The ceremony was performed very nicely
with organ music, hymns from the bible, and the usual
wedding vows. The couple exchanged garlands and
the groom tied a mangala sutram on the bride. There
was even a Telugu devotional song in a Carnatic raga.
I felt that this wedding ceremony followed important
elements of both Christian and Hindu traditions.

I came away from the wedding ceremony with some
new thoughts. Typically the marriages between
Hindus and non-Hindus are now performed as two
separate ceremonies one after the other on the same
day or on separate days. In such situations, might it be
possible to plan one wedding ceremony combining the
highlights from both traditions? When two people of
different cultures join together in marriage, they bring
elements from each with a goal to live harmoniously as
one. A combined wedding ceremony can be one of the
first steps towards that goal. Mr. Patwardhan, a priest
from New York, saw the common principles believed
in marriages of all cultures and used these as the basis
for the Vedic ceremonies he used to perform. Mr.
Patwardhan has since passed away, but his unique
"universal ceremony" may be beneficial to couple
wishing to combine two traditional ceremonies into
one. Just some food for thought!

While on the subject of marriage, I would like to
suggest an important topic and some discussion
questions here. The topic is marriage between those
born and brought up here in US and those born and
brought up in India. I know that the compatibility of a
couple depends a lot on the individuals and these
issues cannot be generalized. I have heard some US
born individuals hesitating to choose their partners

from India because of the 'cultural' differences. More
recently we witnessed a few marriages between US
born and Indian born Indians. These couples may wish

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Contemporary Telugu Poetry in India

During my recent visit to Hyderabad, I had the opporunity to meet several Telugu poets, individually as well as in
groups, in poetry readings and seminars. There is a generation of new poets coming from all walks of life and seriously
engaged in expressing vibrantly in a language that is at once powerful and emotional.

From outside one might get the impression that the
poet's community is fractured into groups based on ideology and social status, but they do address problems of human
beings in general. Their appeal is universal. Publishing poetry is not a profitable venture now a days and many poets find
their own way of raising funds and printing them in book form. Few journals still coninue publishing individual pieces

occassionally.

It is my intention to bring to the attention of our North American Telugu community the works of some these poets , who
gave me their permission. The original in Telugu along with my translation into English will be presented. Where
appropriate I will insert suitable comments. I am grateful to many of these crative artists for giving me copies of their
