A QUICK TAX REFERENCE GUIDE FOR 1996 AND 1997

( CONTRIBUTED BY: VIJAY GAVINI, EDISON, NJ)

Fo.r investors, taxes are an important consideration in a financial planning strategy. The quick reference
guide that follows provides an overview of current tax rates for 1996 and 1997 and was prepared in
accordance with current federal tax legislation. (The 1997 figures are based on preliminary estimates
that will be finalized in December 1996.) You should, of course, consult a tax professional before
making any tax-related investment decisions.

1996-97 Quick Tax Reference Guide

Individual Tax Rates
1996 and 1997 retain the same five individual tax brackets: 15%, 28%, 31%, 36% and 39.6%.

Exemptions
$2,550 per person for 1996; $2,650 per person for 1997.

Standard Deductions
For 1996 -- Single: $4,000; joint: $6,700; head of household: $5,900; married filing separately: $3,350.
For 1997 -- Single: $4,750; joint: $6,900; head of household: $6,050; married filing separately: $3,450.

Capital Gains
Long-term capital gains are taxed at a maximum rate of 28%; short-term capital gains are taxed at the

same rate as ordinary income.

Capital Losses
Capital losses can be used to offset capital gains, dollar For dollar. Up to $3,000 of excess losses can

offset Ordinary income, with any balance carried forward indefinitely.

Deductible IRA Contributions

If neither spouse is an active participant in a qualified Contributions retirement plan, IRA contributions
are deductible regardless of adjusted gross income (AGI). The contribution limit for 1996 and 1997 is

$2,000 for an individual IRA. In 1996, the limit is $2,250 for a combination with a spousal IRA. The

$2,250 may be divided any way, provided no account receives more than $2,000.

Effective for the 1997 tax year, the IRA contribution limit for non-wage earning spouses has been
increased to $2,000 (from $250), which will allow spouses who do not work outside the home to increase
their ability to build a source of retirement income. Therefore, in 1997, the combined IRA contribution

limit for a married couple is $4,000.

No contribution may be made to any IRA for a year in which the owner of that IRA attains the age of 70
Y5 or in subsequent years. But a contribution may be made to the IRA of that person's non-wage-earning
spouse if the spouse is under age 70 'z and the first spouse is still working.

If either spouse is an active participant in a qualified retirement plan, then the following schedule will
apply:




If you and your spouse are joint filers with AGI of less than $40,000 ($25,000 for single individual
filers), your IRA contribution is fully deductible, up to $2,000.

If you and your spouse's joint AGI is above $50,000 (835,000 for single filers), your IRA contribution is
not deductible.

If you and your spouse's joint AGI is between $40,000 and $50,000 ($25,000 and $35,000 for single
filers), your IRA contribution is partially deductible and is phased out

Evenly. For example, married couples with an AGI of $45,000 would be able to deduct one-half of their
IRA contribution. The annual IRA contribution limits described above are applicable, regardless of
whether contributions are deductible or non-deductible.

Alternative Minimum Tax
The alternative minimum tax (AMT) rate is 26% on the first $175,000 of AMT income and 28% on the
balance. AMT applies only if it exceeds the Regular tax.

Itemized Deductions --Mortgage Interest
Deductions on mortgage interest are limited to $1,000,000 of debt. Deductions on home equity loans
are limited to $100,000 balances, with few restrictions on how you may use the proceeds of the loan.

Consumer Interest
Nondeductible

Investment Interest
Generally deductible up to net investment income.

State and Local Income Taxes and Real Estate Taxes
Deductible

Charitable Contributions
Deductible, within percentage limits.

Miscellaneous Expenses
Excess above 2% of AGI is deductible. Includes employee business and investment expenses.

Employee Deductions for Business Meals and Entertainment
Generally, 50% deductible in 1996 and 1997 and subject to miscellaneous expense floor of 2%

Entertainment of AGI.

Custodial Accounts
For 1997, unearned income of children under age 14 are taxed at the parents' marginal rate to the extent it

exceeds $1,300 (first $650 is tax-free, second $650 is taxed at children's rate).This is the same as in 1996.

A World Telugu Conference in Hyderabad

The second conference of the World Telugu
Federation was held recently in Hyderabad from
December 27th to 29th, 1996. I had the privelege
and opportunity to participate in two of its events as
a specail guest - a seminar on Telugu language and
literature and Kavisammelanam.

The three-day event was filled with cultural
programs, seminars, and exhibitions in addition to
the plenary seessions in and around the Public
Gardens. The seminars were devoted to subjects
such as women's forum, business activities, health
sciences, education, language and literature, and art
and culture. There was live coverage of the
programs in local TV and widespread coverage in
daily news papers. The conference was more or less
like our TANA or ATA conventions in U.S.A.
except on a larger scale. It almost looked as though
they have imported our North-American 'style'. The
quality of the cultural programs is certainly high
but not obviously enough to secure the approval of
the local audiences. There were not many
performances of the grand masters of our "culture",
as many have commented.

The conference events were open only to
those who registered themselves as delegates by
paying the 'dues'. This was obviously a departure
from the tradition of having open and free
admission for events of this general character.
There were delegates from Malaysia, Mauritius,
South Africa, North America and Europe - the total
of whom did not exceed three or four hundred. One
news paper report said there were only twenty
delegates from Europe and North America. Thus the
majority of the delegates who were in attendance
were probably residents of Hyderabad. There were
no estimates of delegates who came from other
parts of India. The conference organizers apparently
had the full support of the state government headed
by Chandrababu Naidu. By the end of the
conference it was announced that the state
government would donate a suitable piece of land in
Hyderabd area to the Federation to construct a
building that can be used as an information and
guiding center and also serve as a link between the
native and pravasa Andhras.

Among the highlights of the performing arts
are the Kuchipudi dances by Sobha Naidu, a dance
drama called Rudramakalapam by Dr. Aruna
Bhikshu, Arthanariswara Yakshaganam by
Mandapaka venkateswara Rao's troupe, Burrakatha
by D.A. Narayana's troupe from Vijayanagaram,
and of course the delightful performance of
Ramayana, a Kuchipudi Ballet presented by
Vempati China Satyam's troupe which included
Sasikala from Atlanta. A one act play called 'Silence

Please' written by Sankaramanchi Parthasarathi and
directed by Tallvajjhula Sundaram drew special
applause. Most of these cultural programs were
presented in Ravidra Bharathi. A Kavisammelanam
of about fifteen poets conducted by Sri M.N.Reddy
drew overflow audience in Ravindra Bharathi
auditorium and reminded all o us that literary
creativity is still appreciated by general public.

At the seminar on language and literature, a
special appeal was made to the state government to
protect and promote the use and learning of the
Telugu language. The current educational
curriculum in schools and colleges in Andhra
Pradesh apparently does not emphasize the learning
of Telugu language. It provides enough loop holes
so that one can sail through the educational years
from elementary school to college without ever
learning the Telugu language formally. Dr.
C.Narayana Reddy pointed out that this situation is
unacceptable and that measures should be taken that
every body in Andhra must get a decent 'dose' of
Telugu language by the time he or she finishes
education. On a lighter note, a delegate from
Malaysia complained that he could not use his
Telugu language in the capital of Andhra Pradesh to
speak with the auto and rikhsa drivers and in many
public places as well.

Gazing the reactions of the public and the
media in Hyderabad and elsewhere in India, the
conference did not attract a whole lot of attention
from the public, in spite of the fact that the city was
decorated everywhere with banners announcing the
conference, but certainly paved the way for possible
future activities that could be helpful to
pravasandhras.

The "NRI" has become the most often
repeated word during these conference days. What
NRI's can do to their home land? What Andhra
Pradesh can do to NRI's ? These questions were
posed by many in many contexts. No sustained
dialogue was maintaned in any quarter, yet there
was a recognition that responsibility lies on both
sides.

I had also the opporunity to meet and
address many groups of scientists, writers and plain
common folk during my travels in AndhraPradesh
One particular comment by a member of an
audience in Vijayawada is worth sharing with our
readers here in North America " There is a general
feeling prevailing among us here that these America
- returned young peopie, who come back for a short
trip, get married and go back .When finally after
some time their spouses were able to join them,
they mistreat them and even divorce them. How can
you help help us from landing into such difficult
situations? What are you doing there to prevent
such disasers?". I realize that is not a baseless
comment. There is truth behind such comments. My
answers need not be part of this report, but I leave
the readers to think about it for themselves.
