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WHY IRREGULARITY IN THE DAYS IN EACH OF THE TWELVE CALENDAR
MONTHS IN A YEAR

Though the subject under the above caption might not be of much importance
I am quite sure , at the same time, it will be quite interesting to the readers. As known to everybody
a year is a time that passes as the earth , a planet of the sun , completes its orbit about the sun . There
are 365 days in a normal year and 366 days in a leap year. The word “ CALENDAR “ is from the
language of ROMANS. It came from the Greek word “ KALEND “ which means “ I CRY “ It was a
word used by the town crier in the ancient city of Rome to announce important events which would occur
in the days ahead . It was his duty to announce the beginning of the month and to tell the people when
the market days would be. He obeyed the orders of the rulers of Rome. Those were the days when there
was no calendar of the one existing now.

TODAY’S CALENDAR, ITS HISTORY AND DEVELOPMENT
There were many calendar plans of ancient world . Due to oddities in the built of the
calendar and their varied approaches to the measurement of time , those ancient plans some of which
were lunar based and some were solar based , found as not workable.

JULIUS CAESAR AND THE CALENDAR

In the year 63 B.C. Julius Caesar became the Pontifex Maximus or the chief of
Pontifices apparently at his own request. At that time, he was noted for his military accomplishments and
his skill in organizing . With his seriousness and interest, he made some small changes in the calendar .
In 46 B .C, as s ruler of Roman empire, he announced the establishment of a new Roman calendar to
replace the old one. He thoroughly studied the calendar plan of THOTH of Egypt , one of the reputed
astronomers , during his Egyptian military campaign .

As per the THOTH’s plan , each of the twelve months had the same number
of days, 30 . Caesar must have seen a problem in this Egyptian manner of counting the extra 5 or 6 days
(1i.e.)365 or 366--( 30x12)=5 or 6 at the year’s end. These days were not counted in business records and
were not placed in any month. So business men of Egypt found the situation difficult to manage.

Caesar studied the Egyptian calendar plan very fully with SOSIGENES, a
famous astronomer of Egypt . At the end of the Egyptian military campaign . he took the astronomer to
Rome to aid in the building of the new calendar for the Roman world .

DETAILS OF CAESAR’S CALENDAR

The new calendar did not copy that of Egypt. The chief difference was in the 5 or 6 extra days that
THOTH grouped at the end of the calendar year and had not counted as belonging to any month.
CAESAR divided these extra 5 or 6 days over 360 days , among the 12 months by adding one day to
every alternate month . He counted MARCH(in which vernal equinox falls in Northern hemisphere ) as
the first month of the year , because that was the way it had also been done in the old Roman calendar.
Thus MARCH rceived the first of the extra days giving it a length of 31days. From that point , the
remaining odd numbered months received extra days , each having , as a result , a total of 31 days. The
six even numbered months kept the 30 day lenth of Thoth’s months.February was the last of even
numbered months .Its lenghth was also 30 days , but only on a leap year . In ordinay year there would be
five , not six .extra days to be divided . So FEBRUARY at the end of an ordinary year . would have only
29 days . But the order of the month is different in present modern calendar .

The following is the listing of the old calendar months which were not

changed by the Caesar.

1)Martius ( MARCH) 5)Quintilis (FIFTH) 9)November (NINTH)
2)Aprilis ( APRIL ) 6)Sextilis (SIXTH) 10)December (TENTH)
3)Malus (MAY) 7)September (SEVENTH) 11)lanarius (JANUARY )
$Iunius ( JUNE) 8)October (EIGHTH) 12)Februarius (FEBRUARY)

In 44 B.C. after the calendar was used for two years, the name of the month
Quintilius was changed to JULIUS ( JULY ) to honor the name of JULIUS CAESAR . who had been
killed a short time before.
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CHANGE OF CALENDAR AGAIN DURING THE RULE OF AUGUSTUS 2,9

Augustus followed Julius Caesar as the highest ruler of the Roman Empire . In the year 8 B.C . during the
rule of Augustus , an alternate even numbered 30 days month of SEXTILIS (SIXT H) was changed and
renamed Augustus (AUGUST) in honor of the ruler > Augustus . In addition to the name change . the
month’s length was also changed from 30 days to 31 days . by taking a day from February . For the four
months following August , the added days were moved along as shown in List ( 2)). The following two
lists in tabular form gives at a glance picture of calendar changes in periods of CAESAR and

AUGUSTUS .

This arrangement of days and months made during the peri'od of AUGUST i§ followed
by almost all the Nations without any change . It appears that Augustus to h1§ whims and fancies and allso
to show his originality over his previous ruler , Caesar , changed qnqecessarlly the month ofbAugust at;o
as 31 days in par with the just previous month of July, by plc!clng up a day .from F; ruary , thui
